Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer,: What representation g

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua s Reprasentation in respect of
their pay scales, charge allowance as Head of the
eptt. and also about their service condition to
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be bringing them at par with the Engineecring
teacher ?

Shrii Joy Bhadra Hagjer ¢ The question is not very
clear to me,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : My question is about the
non-Engineering teachers serving in different
Engineering Colleges, Institutions. Their pay scales
has not been revised. by the last pay committee.
More so, their service condition has also not
been determined by the Pay Committee. Though they
have submitted representation to the Govt. and also
to the Das Commission to review the entire matter.
Though they are working in the non-engineering
colleges as head of the Deptt. They have not
been given any charge allowince and other allo-
wance. Those professors in this respect have
submitted a representation to the Education Minister
as well as to the Das Commission. May I know
from the Hon’ble Minister what action Govt. has

taken to redress their grievances ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer : So-far as I remember
this category of teachers  represented to
Govt. that they have mno scope for promotion.
As for the teachers in the Engineering colleges
they have practically no grievances but the teachers
in the poly-technique have :represented that they
enter in - the service as Lecturer and they
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end up as a Lecturer. Therefore, they have repres-
ented. The Govt, has taken this into consideration
and have proposed to create posts of Assit. Prof-

essors in the Poly-technique also- so that théy have
avenue for promotion.

Shri Debeswar Sarma : In answering question (b) the

Hon’ble vinister said that the Asstt. Professors

of Chemistry is getting lower salary if I remember
aright and it does not compare with the Asstt,
Professors in other colleges- non-engineérinéf‘colleges.
Why is this discremination ? In case of Asstt.
Professors in Medical Colleges ? :

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer: Tt is forlﬂthe H'éalth'.-"Minister
to reply. :

Shri Chatrasing Teron : T shall not be ‘able to reply.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi s (Minister, Finace)
Sir, may 1 point out one thing. The problem
is complicated because of the contradiction in the
situation. As pointed out by the question of Shri
Gogoi, here is a I situation in whiclh there are
deficit grant schools getting 40000 to 50000 rupees
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Shri

as grant. There are Aided schools wtic are getting
very small amount say 500 to 1000 rupees. Now,
unfortunatly, there are two Associations -one
Association represents those deficit grant schools
and the other Association represents the Aided
schools. Therefore, each Association is trying to
represent its own point of view. With regard to
the deficit grant schools, they get the deficit

of the teachers. But not merely that. So
far as other staff is concerned, 40 per cent of
the income of the school is allocated for that

o ls

purpose. Whereas in the case of non-deficit sch
there is no such arrangement so that neither  the
teachers nor the 4th Grade staff have any adequate
salary. Some of them are earning Rs. 100 and
Rs. 50. Here is the question how far the State will
be justified in giving 100 per cent as requisments of
the deficit grants sch-ol which many of those Aided
schools do not get minimum aid at all. If the

Dulal Chandra Barua s Sir, in the matter of
policy for giving grants to these schools, the Gov-
ernment have adopted certain po'icy, and there-
fore, adhoc grant has been given 1o those schools.

The Govt. should take up the
matter, and as they hav: d cided, they are not to
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take only the Aided Scondary Schools under the
deficit system but other aided schools also. The
responsibility should not be shifted to the Associ-

Trans ort Officers under Regulation3 of the AP3C

Regulations, T would like to say that the facts are as

There are 9 sanctioned posts of District Trans-
port. officers in the State. 5 posts are held by regular
officers, and 3 by Members of the AC3 I Officers
till  June last year. Due to paucity of ACS I
Officers the Appointment Department had been
pressing my Department “to release those ACS I
officers so that their services could be utilised else-
where. This being the position we had to release
them ; and as it was not possible to keep those 3
posts vacant, on the contrary, it .was necessary to
fil them up immediately, it was decided to appoint
3 D.T.Os under Regulations 3 of the APSC Regula-
tions, since appointment through APSC normally
takes time. There were about 30 applications pen-
ding in the Deptt. for such appointment.

A with our suggestion not to fix the upper age limit as
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recommended by the Committee. The Transport
Secy., immediately informed the Chief Minister
about this fact of selection of Shri D.G. Lyngdoh,
who happens to be his brother-in-law, and there-
after the notification appointing these 3 persons were
issued by Govt. and a draft advertisement was
simultaneously sent to the APSC for immediately
advertising these 3 posts of District Transport
Officers by regular appointment through the Assam
Public Service Commission. In the advertisement,
it was mentioned that “preference will be given
to those candidates having at least 10 years exper-
ience in Government service”, the Govt, intention
being to open up the scope of candidature to as
many eligible persons as possible with a view to
attract really experienced persons keeping in view
the fact that for quite some years now there has
been no regular recruitment to the cadre of District
Transport officers. In course of observation made
by Shri G. S. Bhattacharjee, M.L.A. he stated
that in the advertisement Govt. had said that “None

need apply who has not been 10 years of service
in the Government”. This is not at all correct.

In the month of March, 1970, the Assam
Public Service Commission nominated a few can-
didates for appointment against these vacant posts
of District Transport Officers. This hid to be

referred back to the Commission because in sen-
ding these names the Commission did not indicate
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the number to be reserved out of these vacancies
for the protected communities viz., the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes as envisaged in the
Appointment Department’s circular letter No. AAP.
78/69/9 dated 21st February 1970 regarding reser-
vation of vancancies in public services for Sche-
duled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. This matter is
still pending with the Assam Public Service Com-
mission. It is, therefore, not at all correct to
éay that Govt. inspite of nominations sent by ths
Assam Public Service Commission had retained in
service these 3 D.T.0s appointed under Regulation
3. The fact is that until their services are regula-
rised or other persons appointed in their place on

the basis of the recommendation of the Assam
Public Service Commission their services could not
be discontinued as such.

Shri Bhattacharjee has also referred to the
appointment of certain Asiistants by the Com-
missioner in March 1970 for the District offices

under him without following the usual procedure
of examination and test,

As the Assistants were very badly required
in the District Officers for collection of Texes in
the Month of March and April, 1970 and as there
was no time to advertise these sanctioned posts
eleven Assistants were appointed provisionally to
meet the demand in the District Offices subject
to regularisation of their appointments subsequently,
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All these candidates have the required qualifications
for the post. In the meantime all these posts
have already been advrtised and those appointees
have also been directed to apply for the post.

Shri Bhattacharyya has also observed that
hundreds of Motor Vehicles have been registered
in the Office of the District Transport Officer,
Kamrup but the pariiculars of the vehicles Wwere
not recorded in the registers. He has also cited the
vehicle which dashed against the vehicle of Shri
Kamaleswar Barua, retired Chief Engineer, P.W.D.

[t is a fact that there are some vehicles
which were registered at District Transport Office,
Gauhati whose particulars were not recorded 1in the
register. This was done by one assistant who is
already dead. However, necessary steps have been
taken to trace out all such vehicles and to record
their particulars in the register. This is "generally
done at the time of payment of taxes by the
owners of such vehicles,
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It was also stated by Shei Gaurisankar
Bhattacharyya that a huge amount of Motor
Vehicle Tax has been defalcated and misappro-
priation in the District Transport Offices. Necess-
ary action was always taken to enquire into such
allegations to find out the culprits “whenever such
allegations come to the notice of the Government.

In the course of discussion Shri  Debeswar
Sarma stated that there is unusual delay in issuing
token by the District Transport Offces. This was
mainly due to shortage of staff in the District
Offices. Government have already sanctioned some
additional staff to remove these difficulties. Neces-
sary instructions are being issued to all District

Offices to issue tokens immediately after receipt
of the taxes.

Shri Sarma has also observed that private
vehicles have been used as taxis. It is a fact that a few
private vehicles are being used as taxis illegally.
Our Enforcement staff have already detected a lar-
ge nuumber of such cases and their Registration
Certificates have been suspended ud to a period
of four month. A large number of Tourist T ixi
permits have been issued in order to meet the
demand of the pnblic as well as to stop such illegal
plying of private vehicles as taxis.

Sir, I am very sorry, T have wounded the
feelings of Shri Bhattacharyya. But I did not say so,
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Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya ;: TLet aside these pers-

onal matters. As a matter of fact yesterday also
I said that I did not say simply because some-
body’ is his brother or somebody else’s son or
some body c¢lse’s brother-in-law, if he is otherwise
qualified I have no objection. I did not raise the
objection on that count; what I said is a primarily
a matter of policy, and on that policy I brought
some specific allegation. Except one, I got
the statement to this effect and he said in the
advertissment it was not a condition that one
should have 10 years’ experience. He has correc-
ted me. I am sorry, that mistake was _there and
I accept his correction. So far as the .rests are
concerned, all the facts he has admitted. Only he
has tried to expliined by circumstances, but every-
thing cannot be explained by circumstances, I
make a request to the Chief Minister - let there be
an inquiry, either by himself or by the Vigilance
Comumiss:oner or by an impartial committee with
regard to the affairs particularly of the office of the
D.T.O., Gauhati and I promise you here Sir, publicly
that I shall prove my allegations to the heel, and I
shall also prove the complicity of the Minister of
State, Transport and also with regard to the collec-
tion of money, Rs 18.00/in one night by himself
by using the assistance of his P.A. and also his
subordinate officer, D.T.O. I will prove it by
witnesses. Let the Chief Minister please accept the
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request to mike a personal enquiry. I think Iam
not so irresponsible as to bring wild charges. I did
not specifically stated yesterday because I thought
he would be at least fair to admit his mistakes.
But when he himself a currier of favour want=d
to put the blame on somebody else’s head it shows
what type of man he is. Therefore, I request the
Chief Minister again to make an enquiry, I take

the responsibility of proving whatever I have said
to the heel.

The Home Ministry thought that the present Chair-
man who hal actually done a lot of re-organis-
ation of police in Kashmir as well as Delhi will
be suitable for the post.

Debeswar Sarmas I am extremely sorry. The
Chief Minister much have enough experience by
now that Home Ministry means certain Joint Secre-
taries or Deputy Secretaries. And whenever we
want a man and ask about him in Delhi - I think
the Chief Minister  has experience - they
would push their own man. They nominate some-

body to whom they extend the patronage. That
is erronous,

The enquiries have since been con-
cluded and findings of the Enquiry Officer are
under examination. One =.D.P.O. has been placed
under suspension. recently for misconduct and

departmental procedings are being drawn up against
him.
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Departmental proceeings were drawn up
against the then Addititonal S.P. (Communication)
during February 1968 for negligence and dereliction
of his duties which resuited in defalcation of Go-
vernment money.

About the I.P.S. and A.P-S. categories rank,
I do not think I should take the time of the
House in reading the whole detailed statements.

So far as the Armed Police Force in the
State is concerned, they are fairly equipped and
properly tranined. But to cope with new situation
they have to be given refresher course and fresh
training is to be imparted for which some arran-
gements are being made under one B.I.G. ..

Mr, Deputy Speaker Sir, on the recommendation of
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the Governor of Assam, I beg to move that a sum

Dulal Chandra Barua: Sir, I do not want to
move the cut Motion. Only I want to make certain
observations about the Directorate of Statistics
because this is one of the most important department
of the Govt. This is a Deptt. which generally carry
out a survey to evaluate the works of the different
schemes. This survey will indicate whether the
schemes of the Govt. were suceessfully implemnted
or not. According to this Deptt. is ons of the
most neglected Deptt. of the Govt. and no serious
step is taken to improve its conditon. Sir, we should
realise the important of this Deptt. because without
this Deptt. we will not be in a position to make
out a plan. Afterall Plans are made on the basis
of the statistics. I do not uaderstand why this Deptt.
has been neglacted so fir. For a pretty long time
the Director of Statictics who went on retirement

*Speech not corrected
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since then no Director so far been appointed. One
highly qualified man who was serving in the Plann-

ing Deptt. of the Govt. of India has been brought
back by the State Govt. by giving him certain

assurance that he is going to be appointed as Director
of the Deptt. Tmmediately after his arrival a post
Joint Director of Statistics has been created and
he has been osborved there and allowed to officiate
as Director. My ideas is that by considering the
importance of the Deptt. and by considering his
long experience the Govt. should give him a chance
to act as the Director of the Deptt. Therefore, I
submit Sir, to gear up the administrative machinery
of the Deptt. it should be reorganised from top to
bottom and hence I urge upon the Govt. to fill up

the post with the present incumbent in a regular

way so that he can function effectively to reorganise
and to tune up the Deptt. Apart from that there
are two Deptts. functioning parallel. One is Evalua-
tion Wing and the other is Statistics Wing. Now,
if both the Deptts. are to co-ordinate with one ano-
ther then they should be combined and brought
under one Deptt. making two different Cells; Beca-
use the figures submitted by the Evaluation Wing
does not tally with the figures submitted by the
Statistice Wing. I would suggest that steps should
be taken to bring them under one cover so that they
can function simultaneously and ultimately bringing
benefit to the State. It should be done to find out
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the correct data for the suceessful implementation
of the plans and programes, Sir, I find that District
Statistical Wing which are serving in the District
level are becoming more and more ineffective.
Therefore, I submit that the wings in the various
districts should be strengthoned by bringing sufficien-
tly qualified people. The Second point is that, the
entire Deptt. should be divided into different zones,
for example, Upper Assam Zone, Lower Assam Zone,
Northern Assam Zone and Southern Assam Zone.
The Southern Assam Zone should include, Cachar
District, Mikir Hills District and North Cachar
Hills District. These Zones should be put under
highly qualified persons so that he can do good to
the State by contributing his talents. Sir, I do not
like to take much time of the House. To sum
up I will say that (1) Since it is a very important
Deptt. of the Govt. it should be roreganised pro-
perly :

(2) The reorganisation should start from top to
bottom 3

(3) The figures submitted by the different Wings
should tally with each other s otherwise it
will create confusion.

Sir, I remember it has been reported by many
of the hon. members including Shri Sarmah that
generally a pressure is put on the Deptt. to submit
certain figures which are fictitious. One example I
may give here. In Takiabor as assesement is made
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about the Taichumg paddy by the Evaluation Deptt.

Afterwards this was made by the Statistics Depart-
ment. There was difference in data between the
two departments and, therefore, a controversy aross

and there was pressure on some of the incumbents

of the Statistics Department just to give those figures
which were given by the Agriculture Department,
Government should see that the Statislics Depart-
ment can work freely without any pressure to
enable them to give correct figures.

Sir, with these words, I request the Hon’ble
Deputy Leader of the House to reply to the querries
I have made. Ialso request him to consider my
suggestions and. see that the Department functions
properly and effectively.

We are living in an ags of planning,
For proper "planning, the Statistics Department
is essential. Unless we get proper statistics it is
difficult 1o have proper planning. Therefore, it
is the intention of the Government to make this
Department more  effective and usefull, The
suggestions put forward by my hon. friend Mr,
Barua will surely be taken into consideration in
reorganising the department.

Sir, one suggestion has been made that the
Evaluation Department and the Statistics Depart
ment should be combined together, That suggestion
I am unable to accept, because these two depart-
ments have different kinds of duties, though they
may be treated as complementary to each other,
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For proper planniog and also for proper evalua-
tion, I think these two d:partm:ats siould func-

tion separately and the suggestioa for their amalga-
mation is difficult to accept.

About division of the state into several zones,
thuat question als> was examined soms tims back,

but it was found that to have an integrated plan

or an integrated system of collection of figures,

_this Departm=nt should function wunder a Central
control instead of working under a zonal system.
For this reason dividing the State into zones for
collection of statistical figures did not find favour

with ihe Governmeat: However, the matter may

be re-cxamined on the lines of Mr. Barua’s sugges-
tion.

Mr. Saikia spoke about the training aad con-

firmation of offic:rs. Training is very esseatial.

In course of a reply to a quesiion [remember to
have said that we have made arraagemeats for
training of officers and several officers have been
trained in the meanwhile, Tne trainiag progra-
mme is in progress and in due course Wwe

expect all the officers of the Statistics

Dezpartment will get training and they will
be able  fuaction effectively and properly,
About confirmation that matter also to a “certain
extent has been fulfilled. Many officers in the
mwehianje have been confirmed and some are in

the process of confirmation. It is the intenonit
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of the Government to see that all the officers are
confirmed so that they can have security of
their service and other benefits. The confirmation
of those would be taken up in due course.

These are the points raised by the hon’ble

members and I hope they have been replied to
and now the Demand may be passed by the House.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, the confirmation of

officer is one thing and making the Department
permanent is another thing. Secondly, the Statis-
tics Department which is one of the most im-
portant departments - it has been kept scattered
all over the town because the building  the said
department occupied has been allotted to M eghalaya
Government and as a result. the officers and the
assistants of the Department are moving hither and
thither practically without any work. May I pro-
pose that the entire department of the Statis-
tics should be shifted to Gauhati or some other
places for the smooth functioning of the Depart-
ment ?

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua 3 Mr. Deputy Speaker, :ir,

while moving wy Cut Motion upder this particular
heads, I want to make a few submission. Many
of my friends have already bcen observed that in-
stead of improving the condition of the road com-
municaticn they rather worsen it. Sufficient money
have been allocated for the P.W D. for the develo-
pment of the roads bat during this 22 years nothing
significant has so far been done. Sir, in the Study
of the Plans and Estimate for the yeare 1970-71 we
will find ihat we are still far behind other States
of India in respect of road communication. It
has been categorically observed that the P.W . D. is
one of the worst Departmentin respect of wasteful
expenditure; I wholly agree with this view point.
Can I ask question about the reasons for such a
hopeless state of affairs: The people in the P.W.Ds
are the masters of ths engineering wing but they
never make out a plan on the technical basis rather

24
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they 1o it on political consideration. They did never
took any stepon the basis of technical feasibility
and ultimately we find that the amount which has
been earmarked for the development works have
been wasied. Sir, you will bz surprised to s:e
that these officers are lacking the sincerety of pur-
poss, Unless a represeatative of thz pzople or a
Minister tikes any interest for th: devzlomenat.of
‘the certain projsct th:y do no! bother to take any
action on that. The officers from top to bottom
are not sincere at all rather they favour the corrupt
parctices. I do not understind why they do not
understaand that it is their own country and it is
for own benefit they are to do the work. Why
such a mass apathy is creeping, Unless the Ministers
are interested no successful planning can be done.
Sir, coming to another aspect of the matter, I
should like to say a few words. It is generally seen
that th: officers ace basy duci1g ‘the whole year
for collecting money and by th: ead of the year
they will chalk out certain projects and the entire
amount oa this h:ad is wasted, B:cause, by quick
chalk outs no plan can be successfully implemented
and ultimately the whole amount is spent for not-
bing. During the month of March every year you
will find suoch things. I know certain cases that
lakhs of rupees have beea paid to the contractors
but without any woerk. 1 know about a case in
my area,
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Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder: May [ know from the

hon. Member any such instance ?

Shri Dalal Chandra Barua : Yes, I can give.

Shri Altaf Hossaia Mazumder : Sir, the hon. Member
has said that in his area the contractors got the
money without doing any work. I want to know
about if. I mean a specific case, If he can give

me an instance I shall bz able to pursue the
matter better.

Shri Dulal Chandra Birua : The National High Way
in Jorhat Division from Kaziranga to Moran. If
you take the measurement to-day then yoa will
find that no work has been dope.

Shri Altaf Hossin Mazumder: I shall be grateful if he
can give me names of the contractors., [L will be
helpful to me that is way [ an askins for ths
names. (Mr. Spzaker re-occupied the chair),

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : T will tell that, [t js that
contractor who has been enirusted with the work
to construct an approach roid to Jhanji villags on
eithzr side. Tie paym:at ha: b:en m.dsy in toto
but without any work. There is oane bridge in
between Bokakhat and Mathoni Tea Estate, I have
forgetten the name of the bridge, wher: the payment
has been made before the completion of the bridgs
and approach road,

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Shri Altaf Hossaiin Mazumder : My I know from the

hon. Member whether entire payment was made or
some advance was made ¢ '

Shri Dulal Chandra Birua : In this case 75 percant have

been paid for the construction of the approich
road for th: b‘ridg.s. But at Jhiaji conplet: pay-

ment has becen made.

Sir, I find that there isa big amount allotted
for the construction of the bord:r roads, Yesterday
the Minister was very much pleaszd to place a list
of border roads on tae Library Tabdle. It appzars
there are 112 projects that are propos:d to be tak:a
up. But we are not sure whether this work has
been comﬁﬂ:tad or simply amount has besn earm-
marked ? Thaen, Sir out of that nearly 34 ars for
the Cachar disirict. { have no grudg? if more allot-
ment is made for the district of Cachar. What I
mean to say that there are cercain other roads which
deserve more consideration then the roads which
have been tiken up in Cichar. For example, ano-
ther alternative ro:d from Karimganj to Silchar,
how could it come ander the purview of border
road. '

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder : Sir, permit me t5 clarifi-

[

cation. The hon. Member might be confusing.
There is one Bord:r Road Organisation which is
a Central Government Organisation, The work is
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done on behalf of the Defence Ministry, There

are certain roads which are constructed entire for
the purpose of defence —that is one type of border

road. Secondly in the last meeting of the Road
Communication Board allocations -were made for

the different heads. There it was recommended
that to cover bordering area with Nagi Hills and
Mizo Hills, some roads should be constructed which
are of importance from the State S:zcurity point
of view. So far Cachar is concerned there is one
only rcad which was taken under this schemse,

and that was taken not at the behaft of
Public works Department. It was taken entire at

the behest of the Political Department who felt
that road was absolutely necessary to face the
Mizo depredation. And, there is only one ‘road
which was tiken from the security point of
view under the Government of Indiu’s Border
Road scheme in thz yzar 1967 bordering Indopak.
So it is not a fact that any excess amount his been

spent in Cachar by diverting fund from other areas. :

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: My point is that there are.

some other roads bordering Sino-India and Assam
Nagaland border which should have beea taken

up. I urge upon the hon’ble Minister to look to
the interest of the State as whole and not to. con-
centrate his energy to further his political and "
admipistrative activitics in Cachar alone. We have
Seen for the last 1 years he is busy in spreading
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his political influnence in Cachar. His action and
activities should be diverted to other arzas also,
I hope the construction of border roads in other
areas will also be taken up.

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder: Tam very much thaokful

for the hon, Member’s suggestion. But I can tell
him that I cannot neglect my political activities

in my district as 1 have got .political opponent in
my district.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Now, I would like to submit,

Sir, that all the officers from top to bottom in the
P.W.D. have been purchased by the big contractors:

- This is the opinion of people of Assam in general.

Assam has been made a colony [of exploitation by
these big contractors, If you look into the list of
¢0ntractoqs who have been allotted works in the
National a High-way you will find, Sir, almost all the
contractors come from outside the State. Sir, you
will be surprised to 'know that there are some good
officers in P.W.D. who wants to do their job honestly,
they cannot do so. In this connection I would like
to narrate an interesting story. There is one Mr.
Gogoi, Subordinate Engineer, who was working at

‘Jhanji approach National Highway. He was verysstr-

ict and honest officer. He wanted to ‘get works from
the contractor. When he became strict this con-

tractor went and threatened, “I do not care a
small fry like you. Even the Chief Engineer is in
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my hand. T will see how you can supervise my
work. I have been doing the work according to
the instructions of the S.D.O. and the Executive
Engineer.” After that the said contractor came and
met the Executive Engieer. Immediately after that
Shri Gogoi, Subordinate Engineer, was transferred
at the- instance of this contractor. Then Shri Gogoi
came to me and narrated the incident. I contacted
the Executive Engineer and the Superintending
Engineer and told them if ‘théy are going to transfer
this boy I will take proper action in the matter.
The most funniest thing is. Sir, that'on that night
at about "8-30. P.M. a first class car entered my
home and there were two gentlemen, 1 know one
of them as he is a man from Jorhat and the other
gentleman I do not know. My father was also
sitting by my side. Then immediately after certain
discussion he told me ‘‘we have some-how managed
to transfer this boy. Why you are opposing it 2’
I told them I will oppose it till last. After-wards
they took out Rs. 5,000 and offered me bribe. I
caught hold of that man and wanted to beat him ;
but my father who was sitting by my side did not
allow me to do so. Then they told me that they
came to bribe me at the instance of Shri Dutta

Choudhury, Executive Engineer, National High-way.
This is the state of affairs, going on in the P.W.D.

of people.

case has been registered with the Police ¢

Shri Dulal Chahdra Barua: I have informed the Police.

I have reported this matter to all concerned. But
no action has so far been taken.

This matter is also known to my frienc? in the
other sids. Shri Ratneswar Konwar. This is how
the things are going on in our administration. My
whole contention is this Department is meant

for the welfare of the people of the State but

instead of that, there is exploitation for some-
body’s comfort, Therefore, I submit that there
should be overall change and reorientation of the
entire Department for effective implementation of

‘the plans and programme.

Apart from that, I must submit that this Depar‘t'-
ment has become a top heavy Depariment. We
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always blame the lower categories officers. There

s an Assamese proverb. “sferq @il AAl, FHEA Pl

«f% aifs fol,” Sectional Assistant is one of the most
important part of the machinery ; but they have been
neglected. The Subordinate Engineer is another very
important part of th: machinery ; but they have also
been neglected. They have, times ‘without number
represented to the Government about their grlev-
ances. But no suitable action has been taken by
the Government to fulfil their demands. They were
always told that their grievances were being looked

into but up till now nothing has been done. Tnere- :

fore, I urge upon the Goverument to look into the
grievances of these set of people who, are vitally
engaged in the development work of the State, so
that they also become free from all corruption.

This Department has maximum responsibility
because they are not only engaged in canstruction

of some buildings. They are constructing important -

bridges in varieus places. But in the course of last
10 years they cannot show a Slnole buﬂd]ng con-
structed by them defectless ; a single bridge with
any defect, My suggestion is there should be very
highly technical committee which may be constituted
by the Engineers themselves who should give the
guide-line of the work.
