Mr. Speaker, Sir, yesterday according to us the Govern-
ment has fallen because in the motion of disapproval of the
activities of the Minister in Charge of Agriculture, Coopera-
tion, etc, a voice vot: was taksn and in the voice vote
there was not a sinzle voic: from ths Trzasary Beach and
we claimed that the Goverament had accepted that they

were d:feited so far as this particular motios was concer-

ned, Not only that; Sir, in the Houss with fac: and figures,
with documents, ths allegatioas which war: brought wsre
proved without any shadow of doubt and in this

backgr-
ound there is no reasor why after everything proved to
the heel wz again se: my hoa Friead and my n3ighbouar
Shri L, P. Goswami, the Miaister in caarge of Croperation,
who has sold our State of Assam, our peasantry, our Coop-
erative Movement and evreything to some black marketeer
miller of his own selection. Now we find him here sittiog
in the same plac: wh:re he ussd to sit for the last more
than three y:ars. So fir as we are concerned, we cannot
tolerate the presence of this Minister who is a friend of
ours but because he has betrayed the Siate, because he has
betrayed his own party policy, because Le has betrayed his
own Government policy and he has betrayed everything
dear 1o al] of us ; not only to the opposition but also to
that party which is there behind him.

Mr, Speiker, Sir, in addition to what has bzzn said by
Hon’ble friend Shri Baral want to submit a few things
to you. Sir, we have established a prima facie case against
Shri L. P Goswami, the Minister ¢f Agriculture and Coo-
peration by bringing a censure motion against him from
this side of the House and it has bcen established beyond
doubt ;, and, he also confessed his guilt to some extent.
After that Sir, when the matter was placed for voting by
Voice Vote there was no voice except one from the Trea-
sury Bench but all the voices were from this side of the
House, Butimmediately after the Deputy Speaker directed
us to go to the respective lobbles for voting in Division.
That we did not do. According to the Rules and Proced-
ures and Conduct of Business in the House once ths
Speaker or the Chairman who presides over the  House
directs something the House is to abide by the decision and
when we had raised this point the hon’ Deputy Speaker
wanted to chapge his decision which he can not according
to the rule. Moreover, when the House was about to rea-
ssemble the prccedure is to adjourn the House either by the
Speaker or by the Presiding Officer formally by sitting on the
Chair but that was not done yest:rday and that has gone

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against the Rules or Procedure and Conduct of Business in

the Assembly. 1 have informed the Governor about this
matter in the House. When we have established charges of
corruption againsta Minister who is in the helm of affairs

and whko is acting ageinst the interest of the people of the
State and when we have established a prima facie case against
a Minister who is acting against the interest of the State,

agginst the interest of the Constitution how a Minister can
continue or the Government can continue in this way ?

When we are following democratic principle, when the

Government is based on democratic principie, when a case
is established against a Minister, or when a prima facie

~case is establithed by either side cf the House the Ministry
should resign. Therefore, Sir, when the Deputy Speaker

Sir, I have a few things to submit. First of all, a Minister
or a Ministry continues in office so long as he or the
Ministry continues to enjoy the confidence of the House.
And, so long as a Minister or a Ministry enjoys the confi-
dence of the House there is no provision in the Constitution
or in the Rules that he or the Ministry can be removed
from office. Sir, this Ministry enjoys the confidence of the
House and the Honble Minister cooperative also enjoys the
confidence of the House. Therefore, removal of the Ministry
or the Minister is out of the question.
Secondly, Sir, who will decide when an allegation 18
brought against a Minister by a no-confidence motion 3 The-

y competent authority to decide is the House. The House

Therefore, Sir, it is not
upto the Speaker to give a Ruling whether a Prima facie
ase has been established against any
It is for the House to decide.

House is not a regular court. There is a procedure laid

down how the decision of the House should be ascertained
viz,, that it should be done by taking the votes of the mem-
bers of this House. But in this particular case, Sir, 2 point
has been raised that a voice 1ote was taken. There is pro-

vision in the rules how to take a voice ~vote. But who
will decide on the voice vote » It is for the presiding officer

to decide whether by voice vote he is satisfied that the
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House has come to g certain decision. In this case, Sir,
even after taking the vojce vote, the presiding officer was
pleased to decide that there should be a division. The only
technical point op which Messrs. Bora and Barua argued
is that when the Deputy Speaker ordered division of the
House, and said “Ayes to the Ayes” and “Noes to the Noes™,
and their argument is based on this point. But actually
nobody went either to the “Ayes” lobby or the “Noes” lobby.
Nobody walked either into the “Ayes” lobby. or the “Noes”
lobby Eeverybody was sitting down in his own seat, Therfore,
Sir on this score also no decision was taken, Sir, I want to
submit that regarding division there are certain rules laid
down. Rule 292 says “On the conclusion of debate, the Spea-

. ker shall put the question and invite those who are in favour
of the motion to say ‘“‘Aye»

to say “No”.

and those against the motion

The Speaker shall then say—*T think the Ayes ( or
the Noes, as the case may be) have it”, If the opinion of the
Speaker as to the decision of g question is not challenged
he shall say twice : “The Ayes (or the. Noes, as the case may

be) have it” and the question before the House shall be
determined accordingly.”

Then (3) (a) “If the opinion of the Speaker as to the

decision of a question is challenged. he shall order that
the Lobby be cleared.

(b) After the lapse of three minutes he shall put the

question a second time ang declare wheher in his opinion
the *“Ayes” or the “Noes” have it
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This is the procedure laid down. For a division at
least three minutes’ time is to be given by the presiding officer
to clear the lobbies for the members to vote. The only
thing has been that the Deputy Speaker through mistake
had said “Ayes to the Ayes and Noes to the Noes” before
three minutes had elapsed. Sir, a presiding officer has got
the right to revise his decision.

A Voice : There is no such provision,

Shri Mohendra Mohan Choudhury :
There is. The presiding officer has the right to amend

his Ruling or amend his decision in time....

Shri Hiralal Patwary
On a point of order, Sir. Under what Rule the presi-
ding officer has got the right to revise his Ruling ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury $
Sir, when a presiding officer commits a mistake, he can
certainly revise his Ruling or decision. To err is human. I

was also the Speaker of this House for 7 years and I also

on many occasions had to revise my decision. It may be a

slip of tongue or something like that.

Shri Hiralal Patwary :
On a point of order, Sir. I want a Ruling from you under
what Rule the Speaker has the right to revise his Ruling.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury :

It has been the parliamentary practice. At the moment
I cannot off-hand point out the relevant Ruling or the
Paliamentary Practice, You will be able to find out from
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the Parliamentary Practice and Procedure that a Speaker has
got the inherent right to correct his mistake. The Deputy
Speaker committed a mistake and he wanted to correct that
mistake. But as the House was noisy and the lhon.members
of the Opposition were so excited, that the Deputy Speaker
did not get the opportunity to do so, He was denied thit
opportunity and it is for this reason that he could not clear
his position;

Therefore, Sir, whatever points have been raised by
the hon.members from the Opposition are not supported by
the Rules, Procedure, Custom and Convention of legislative
bodies and should be ruled out.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya :

Mr. Speiker, Sir, T wish I could "agree in full with
the Deputy Leader of the House ; but I have certain diffi-
culties;: Barodly speaking, there are two aspects of the
matter. One aspect is with regard to confidence or no-confi-
dence of the House in the Minister in quest'on and the other
is the conduc: of this House. It will be unfortunate if the

two things are mixed together.

So far as the- first part is concerned, probably the

matter will be taken up by the ruling party itself, If I had
been a member of that party I would definitely have
pressed for the: miterto bstaken up at the appropriate
level. But it is their domestic affair. So far as the conduct
of the business of the House is concerned, this is a matter
where not only the Government but ‘the Opposition also ure

equally interested. Sir, as his been very well established, the
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fact remains that the basic charges which were brought with
due notice against the Minister concerned have been estab-
lished. Rather they have been foundly admitted. There can
be no better evidence than admission. So on the very
admission of the Minister, kis fact should be decided. Ifit

is not decided here today,- well, people will decide it in due
course ( Applause from the Opposition ). So, I am not con-
cerned. about that aspect of the matter. What I am concerned
is with regard to the interpretition of the Rules of the House.
I do admit, Sir, that to err is human. And simply because
somebody is elected to that exalted position which you are
occupying today, it cannot be said that someboday occupying
that place also. may not sometimes commit Mistakes. Any-
body and everybody may commit mistakes but these mistakes,
if they are to be corrected, should be corrected according
to the established norms. My friend, Shri Patwary, raising
a point of order said that there is no rule in the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business of this House which
shows that in a matter of this nature the Presiding Officer can
revise his decision. On the contrary, the hon Deputy Leader
of the House who also had occupied this position for about

7 years said that though there might not be any specific
rule to this effect jn the Rules of Procedure and Conduct

of Business of this House, there are precedents in the Mother

of Pa_trliament and also in the Indian Parliament with regard
to this. And he said that if he gets time he will; be able to

show. these precedents. We do not want to shut that door.
Therefore, I should like to suggest for a calm and tranuil
conduct of the business of the FKouse you may be
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pleased to cancel the Question Hour today and consult
the Leader of the House and other Leaders whom you might
like to choose so that this procedural and technical aspect
of the matter can possibly be thrashed out. We from this side
of the House again assure that so far as the conduct of business
of this House is concerned, we want to have it done smoothly
and without any noise or disturbances. So we pray that
for smooth conduct of the business of the House let the
matter be discussed outside the House, in your Chamber,
if you so please.

Mr. Speaker ¢

I have heard Mr. Bhattacharyya, Mr. Phani Bora and also
the Deputy Leader of the House. The Deputy Leader of

the House had already asked for time to consult the relevant
Rules of the Constitution on this point and also ag desired by
Shri Bhattacharyya I want to have a discussiop relating to
this matter in my Chamber with the Deputy Leader of the
House and also Leaders or Opposition Groups, viz, Shri
Phani Bora; Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya, Shri Lakshy.dha

Sir, after this I would suggest that in order to facili-
tate proper enquiry, the Minister-in-charge of the Co-operative
Department does not remain in-charg of that Department
atleast that is the minimum demand. You Kknoow, Sir,
even in the matter of an enuqiry against a Govt,
officer, during the peiiod of enquiry ths  officer
is keept under suspens’0n, Aand I am afraid, as many hon,
Members have pointed oot yastarday, that the enquiry
may b: manipulated if ths Minister agaiost whom
the enquiry is pending or is to take place remains in-
charge of that Department. Therefore, Sir, I would suggest
that at lcast, as the most minimum demand, the Minister
is removed from the charge of that particular Departmeant.
Moreover, there are precedents even in the Parliament
when there is an enquiry or charge against them they
relinquish their charge of the Ministers, Therefore, I hope
that pending the enquiry repoit, the Minister should not
remain in ckarge of that particular Department,

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury s

Sir, you were kind erough to.call the leading Members
of this House for a conference to discuss what took place
in yesterday’s session of the House, and in the course of
discussion, there was cirtain general agreement. In purs-
uance of that agreement, [ made a statement just now. In
that discussion tois matter was never raised by my hon.

friend, Sbri Bora who was present in the discussion. Sir,
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this is a new point that he has raised. Again Sir, when
there is an enquiry, if we take action pending that eaqu-
jiry against anybrdy whoever he may be, then it will
prejudice the issuz, Therefore, the suggestion  which has.
been given by Mr, Bora cannot be agreed to. Agan Sir,
there are certian. procedures about the appointmznt of Mi-
nisters, and the Ministers ho'ding the oftice. The Chief
Minister appoiats his own Council of Ministers and they
hold office at his plzasure. If anything is to be represented
é.gainsz any Minister, the hoa, Mezmbers are. competent to
make that representatton to the Chief Minister. But this
matter canoot be brought before the House, Taerefore,
Sir, if we agree to what has been suggested by the hon.
Member, Shri Bora, it will b2 creating a very uanprecedea-
ted convention. Therefore, Sir, I oppose his suggestion,
and, as has be:a agreed to by the hon. Members whom
you callzd to discuss 'this matter and as an agreement
has been reached already, we should mnot go beyond that

agreement.

While speaking on the admissibility of the Motion he
stated, inter alia that he informed the police about the occu-
rrence but the police has not arrested the culprits up till
now. He mentioned the names of the culprits who are still
at large. He submitted that the motion had fulfilled all require-
ments.

Shri Bishnulal Upadhyaya also participated in the discussion.

The Minister for Parliamentary Affairs opposed the
motion saying that the matter is a matter of the administra-
tion of law. He further stated that the occurrence took place
during clashes between encroachers of the professional grazing
reserve and the graziers. Police have taken up the case and
investigation is going on and some persons have been arres-
ted. He assured the House that he would see that the in-

vestigation is carried on properly so that the culprits are
brought to book.
The motion seeks to discuss a murder case which is

under investigation. Itis an individual case. If for discussion
of such individual cases the House has to be adjourned, then

this House would be converted into a court of law and no
business of the House could be transacted: The matter is
definitely a matter of adjudication by a court of law. More-
over the Minister for Parliamentary Affairs has assured the
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House that he would see that proper investigation of the case
is carried on to bring the offenders to book.

In view of the facts stated above, I hold that the motion
is not in order.

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer ( Minister, Education ) ¢ Mr,
Speaker, Sir, the attention of the Government has been
drawn to this matter; Now, I would like to make a
statement. The Assam Sangeet Natak Academy is a non-
Government body. Th: Government have no dirzct hand
in their managzm:nt nor in the arrangem:at of Annual
Sessions which are the responsibility of the Local Recep-
tibn Committees,

The Government sanction a recurring graat of Rs,
7,500 annually to the Sangeet Natak Academy. In adition
to this they get non-recurring grapt almost every year. A
sum of Rs, 12,000 was saoctioaed in 1968-69, out of which
a sum of Rs, 2,500/-was earmarked for the Tenth Plenary
Seéssion. Further an amouant of Rs. 2,500/-was given by the
Academy to the Reception Committee  for managiog the
Tenth Plenary Session of the Academy.

The Tenth Plenary Session was held at Gaubati
from 3rd March to 7th March, 1970. The local Reception
Committee was incharge of manag:ment. The S:ssion failed
because of want of funds, It appears that the local Recep-

We sent our
rescue vehicles to Sonapur and there our buses could not
proceed ahead as there was another ]and-sllde In view of
this both sides were blocked.

Shri Dulal Chandra Batuas As stated by the hon. Mini-
ster, the land-slides took place and buses got stranded since
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28th last. Today is the Ist of April. May I know why
immediate step was not taken by the Government to rescue

the passengers ¢

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury ( Minister, Revenue ) s
The land-slides cou!d not be cleared. Immediately on rece-
ipt of information from Sonapur 3 buses were sent to rescue
the passengers which were stranded there as there was
another land-slide on the 20th mile from Jowai as soon as
buses paseed that point. These three buses were also stranded.
Every effort was made to clear the land-slides  but
even with the help of the police personnel the lanc-slides
could not be cleared. So after a good deal of damages to
the buses somehow or other they have been brought back
and passengers rescued. There was no death as reported.
Not only State Transport buses but even private passen-
gers who came from Silchar and also from Shillong were

_also stranded there. Therefore the number of passengers

who got stranded was much more than the passengers car-
ried by the State Transport buses. Fortunately for them
all the passengers who got stranded both in the private and
State Transport buses were brought back and they are safe,

Shri Rothindranath Sen s Sir, while expressing my thanks
to the hon, Miaister for the trouole taken by him, [ would
like to say that as the raipy season is well ahead and as
it ‘has been our experience that during that period for 4
or 5 -months ‘the Shillong-Badarpur road was always subj-

- ected to a heavy land-slide and got blocked on several

occasions for days together due to the fact that the road
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was not fully completed, will the Transport cr P.W.D Dep-
artment keep a mobile patrol atleast for the rainy season
so that when such a catasirophe occurs relief measures
can be giver immedidately atleast for the children and
womenfoiks. This is the humble request of the people of

Cachar through you, Sir, to the Honble Ministers of the
Depariments,

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder (Minister of State P.W.D.
(R&B) s Mr, Dupty Speaker, Sir, there were land-slides on
this road and I can tell the House that the Officers of the
Department are working day and night to remove the
land-slides. In the meantime fresh land-slides have taken
place. About the condition of the road during the rainy
season Mr. Sen stated that land slides were occurring on
several occasions. So far as my Department is concerned,
whkenever Iand-slides occur the officers work even in night
time round the clock to clear the land-slides, That is the

position. In spite of that we are trying our level best to
keep the road as free as possible.

for years together. These things canoot be avoided. The
measures which have beewu suggested by my friend, Shri
Barua, are of course measures which can, toa certain
extent, minimise the occurrence of land-sildes. But that
will be a costly affair. I do not know whether it will
be feasible or not because it is difficult to take up con-
struction of a drainage at the hill top which involves diver-
sion of water. It may also take a long time to have it.
