Here
under Rule 13(3), the hon. Members will kindly see
“on such report being made, notice may be given of a
motion or motions for discussing the Governor’s address.
On receipt of notice of such a motion or motions or even if
no such notice is received, the Speaker shall allot a date and
time as early as possible compatible with the State of
business of the House for discussion of the matters referred
to in the address given by the Governor...... ” “Amendments
may be moved to such motion or motions in such form as
may be considered appropriate by the Speaker. Now, I ask
Shri Gaurishankar Bhattacherjee to give his view-point on the

% Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya : Sir, the Governor
has addressed the House under the provision of the Constitu-

tion and that provision of the Constitution is Art-176,

Clause (1).

Now, Article 176(1) of the Constitution makes is obliga-
tory on the part of the Governor to address the House.
This Article reads “At the commencement of the first session
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after each general election to the Legislative Assembly and
at the commencement of the first session of each year the
Governor shall address the Legislativé Assembly or, in the
case of a State having a Legislative Council, both Houses...”
So, this is obligatory on the part of the Governor to address
the session of the Assembly which meets for the first time
in the year. And as the year is a calendar year, this ig
the first session in the present year.

Now, what is the purpose of this address ? There must
be a purpose. And that purpose is and has always been to
acquaint the country— the State-- through this Legislature
with the progress made during the past one year— abouyt
the problems that have been faced by the administration
in the past year—about the matter and the manner in which
and by which these problems were tackled and what the
Government proposes to do in the year that is continuing—
in the period that is coming. So, the Governor’s Address
is not just a formality. You will be pleased to see that tq-
day in the address of the Governor, there is only one sentence

Sir, Article 176 of the Constitution has met the points

made by Shri Bhattacharjee. The Article reads like this:

«“At the commencement of the first cession after each general
election to the Legislative Assembly and at the commencement
of the first session of each year the Governor shall address
the Legislative'Assemny or, in the case of a State havihg
a Legislative Council, both Houses assembled together and
inform the Legislature to the causes of its summons.”
Therefore, Sir, in the Governor’s address only those things
have appeared for which the session has been summoned.
The causes of this session have been stated by the Governor

and therefore, there is no omission, Sir. For two purposes
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this session has been summoned. One for the ratification of
the 23rd Constitution amendment and second for the
validation of the Ordinance in place of the Preventive Detention
Act.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharjee: 1 have advisedly read
the last paragraph of the Governor’s address. If he would
not have mentioned these things and if he would have
confined to the Ordinance whereby Government wants to
kill the democracy then it would have been a different
matter. If he would have said that for the upliftment of
the scheduled caste and scheduled tribe the Congress
Government had failed not only ten years but 20 years
and therefore we want a lease of another ten years and
if he would have confined to the two causes of the summon-
ing of the session then we would have nothing to say.
But he did not confine to these things only and he inter-
polated and brought in certain other things also. If he
had said so, he should have mentioned the details. If he
would not have added the last paragraph then that
have been understandable.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, the Minister for Parli-
amentary Affairs has read the Article 176 and stated
the purpose for which this session has been summoned

and therefore, this motion cannot be accepted in this

particular form. If the Governor was here only to tell

e/
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us the purpose for which this session has been called
even then the motion can be accepted. If the session has
been called for the extension of the reservation of the
scheduled caste and scheduled tribes and for the validation
of the Ordinance then also this motion can be aceepted
If the Govt.,, wants to hide their defects and if the house
has got no right to discuss the merits and demerits of the
Government and their omissions and commissions then T
think the House should not sit. By considering that aspect
also as mentioned by the Parliamentary Affairs Minister,
our line of approach is correct and I hope you will kindly
allow us to move the motion. Apart from that Sir, as
the Leader of the Opposition has said, since the Govern-
ment has mentioned about the achievements and progress
of the Government, he ought to have given the details.
So many things have happened during the last 5 or 6 monihs
but he did not mention about those. He did not say
any thing about the Esiablismant of Second Cil Refinery
and about the happening at Nampur, and which 1 consider
to be a great omission. We feel and it is the feeling

of the people that the Governor is not here only to put
