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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha : Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, may 1 refer
to’ Governor s Address on the- law and order situation in the State of
Assam Sir, according to the Governmor the law and order sxtuatlon
in the State during tle year is under comtrol. Thereafter he negated it
by making mention of the assults on moving vehicles and ‘passengers,
throwing of bombs, burning of houses and other forms of violence and
crime that took place as aresult of anti-social activities, partxcula.rly in
Kokrajhar district and Udalguri- Sub-division in the context of agitation.
Sir, this-has not correctly reflected the acutal state of affairs that exist
in_the State, Sir, the situation is more ararming than that. It is more
explosive. What is happening in Kokrajhar district 7 What is happen-
ing in Udalguri Sub-division ? Sir, we all want that there should be.
an end ‘to all these violent activities and acts of terrorism. Sif, -you
would appreciate the situation is very grave and very danget‘eus, could:.
you imagine, Sir, that even the trucks which were upder the Police
escort in the convoy of trucks were set on fire, Police could not protect
the trucks which. were in their custody. The Goverpment. fiave -failed.
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There-is no administration, Or if itis there, it is not functioning. Roads
have been damaged ; bridges have been burnt ; there is total dislocation
of communication in the areas. By making some sub ways éomehqw
communication has been restored, but when the rain will set in the
entire district will get . isolated ; there will be isolatéd pockets. Govern-
ment must appreciate’ the danger that while it will be easy for the terro-
rists to operate from isolated pockets, administration- will find it difficult
to funciion. Government has not taken any stepsto tackle such a situa-
tion. Sir, .we: want that there should be an end of it. How can we put
an end to such a probiém- ? Sir, we have_suggested that there should
be immediate discussion. Those who are sponsoring the movement,
shoilld .ényhowbe brought to the negotiating tabl;.' We feel ‘qnly b’y
discussions the proialem can be solved. This is a political problem. Govern-
ment “have to find out a political solution. 1t cannot be solved by usé
of force.

Sir, if such steps are taken, there will be an atmosphere in which
negotiation can take place. Sir, the urgent need of the hand is to have
the mnegotiation apd -we feel the negotiation can be held without .aﬁy
difficulty on the basis of tri-partite participation or may pe bi-partite.
Sir 1 should like to remjpdr.those who are now in the Government that
they also once Sponsored a movement. When they were fn .the move-

ment they also had a discussion for the solution of the problem, That
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discussion was bi-partite, The discussion was between the Sponsorsfof
the movement and the Government of India. They boycotted the State
Government which they considered to beillegal. The State Government
was by passed. All political parties were considered to be irrelevant.
We did not mind. Though we were irrelevant at that time, we still insis-
ted that, whether we are participant or not, that does not matter, but
there should be negotiation between the sponsors of the movement and
the Government of India. The negotiation took place. Now they are in
the Government. They should not make a departure from.  their
own committed stand. They should take the explosive situation of the
State into consideration and they should not make delay, by making a
departure from their own committed stand. Others may be wisz,  but
the Government is the authority. It is not the people who can solve

the problem. It is the Government that will have to do it,. More having

the authority will not do. Government must -exercise their authority

tactfully to solve the problem. Sir, I am worry to find that the Government
is not using their authority with tact. Tactlessly they are handling the
situation. As a result, negotiation-is not taking place. Sir, very often
statements are made that there will be no further division of the State
of Assam.  We are also not for any further division of the State. We
are already on the record. Government is already on the record that
itis not for any further division of Assam. But Sir, every morning and .
every evening, should we go on making such statement ? By doing that,
Government is only provoking the sponsors of the movement and vitiat-
ing the atmosphere. So far Government stand is absolutely clear, Now we
are to create an atmosphere wherein negotiation becomes possible and
it can take place. We should not make such irresponsible statements
every day which will further vitiate the atmosphere for discussion.

Sir, I toured in the district of Kokrajhar and there I found that
inspite of this turmoil there was a congenial atmosphere prevailing among
the different ethnic groups living in the district. Unfortunatcly there are
agent provocateurs and these agent protocateurs are trying to effect
dissention and mistrust among different ethnic groups so that there may
be communal flare up. I am not inclined to believe that the Government
has a hand in it, but the circumstances are such the Goverpment has
been functioning such a way as to make us believe that it is in creating
mistrust among different ethnic groups living in the district. Sir, if the
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. Government think that the problem can be tackled by creating mistrust
among different ethnic groups and creating conflicts among them, they
are entirely wrong. The problem will have to be solved by negotiation
and not by creéating ethnic mistrust or conflicts.

Sir, I have only one word and then I shall conclude. For the
solution of the problem, understanding among different ethnic groups
is necessary. T am happy to see that the sponsors of the movement are
constituting Peace = Committees so that there may not arise’ any
conflict between different ethnic groups. There is understanding amongst
them So that their movement succeeds. For the success of their move-
ment they want ethnic understanding. For that purpose they are consti-
tuting Peace Committees with their own initiative. The Government
scems not to 'be interested in constituting Peace * Committées.
'Government is not interested in maintaining Peace among differert
section of people or in procuring the co-operation of the  people.
Without the co-operation of the people it would be very difficult
for the Government to create an agreeable atmosphere for nego-
tiation. I appeal to the Government to initiate steps for immediate
negotiation—let it be a bi—partite— let it be a tripartite, but under
any circumstance but in any circumstances the Sponsors of the move-
ment should be brought to the negotiating table so that all these vio-
lent activities and terrorism may come to an end and we cin live in
peace and devote ourselves for the development of the State, Now,
Sir, all the development works have suffered and there will be no
development at all, if the alts of violence and terrorisms continue.
When violence and terrorism prevail in one part, other parte will also
have to suffer. I, therefore, once again request the Government to take
initiative again for negotiation. It is the bounden duty of the Govern-
ment to initiate such negotiation without any further delay. Let it pe
either bi—partite or tripartite but the movement leaders must pe brought
to the negotiating table as early as possible. Sir,the sooner this is
done, the better for us all. With these words, Sir, I conclude. :

Sir, when these lakhs and lakhs cases have been
enquired by the police, I think, everybody will agrec and the Home
Minister will also agree and the Mirister for Implementation of Assam
Accord will also agree what is meant by the police enquiry, enquiri-
es -are neither innocent more without torture I 'do not undesrstand how
the Members of the AGP can forget this so quickly. By their; six years
movement they know what is meant by police enquiry, they have the
experience and they have the idea of police enquiry. -So sir, in his
Address for 1989, the Governor has said that while implementing
the - Assam Accord, the Government will see “that no Indian citizen
is harassed.”  Then sir, when.lakhs and .lakhs of cases were enquired
into by the police and only a few Cases have been referred to the
Tribunals and out of which also a very nominal cases have been decided
either by the Foreigner’s Tribunal or- by IMDT..
