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title recommended may be placed on the table of the
House)

(b) Whether, these recommendations have been sent in
time to the Government of India ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister) replied :

1. (a)—Yes, Recommendation were sent to Government
of India as and when found necessary. It will not
be in the public interest to say whose names are
recommended; The President of India ‘s the authority
to give the awards.

(bY—Usually in time except in 1963 in connection with
the Republic Day awards.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir. what is the criterion that

is generally followed by the Government in recomm-
ending names for such awards ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha ( Chief Minister )—The criterion
has been laid down in the procedure for giving the
Pa {ma awards. Generaﬂv; presons of outstanding merits
in the fields of arts, literature, science, social services,
culture, sports etc. are given the awards.

Smt. Renuka Devi Barkatak’'——May I know whether there
is any committee at the Govt. level which selects and
recommends the names to the Govt. of India or the
President of India ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—Generally, the
Cabinet cocsiders this matter.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Whether it is a fact that due
to delay in submission of names this State has been

g

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deprived of its legitimate share of these awards? If

so, what are reasons for delay in submission of names ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha ( Chief Minister )—It is not true,
Tt has been already said that there was some delay
in 1963 ; even the names recommended in 1963 were
considered later. Though the names could not be
considered that year because of the delay in submis-
sion, subsequently these were considered.

Smti. Renuka Devi Barkataki—The Chief Minister said that
this matter is brought to the Cabinet and Cabinet
decides the names. May I know from the Chief Minister,
in the last two years, after he became Chief Minister
how many times this matter was discussed in the
Cabinet ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—This was dis-
cussed once.

Shri Atul Chandra Saikia—Whether it is a fact that the
Central Govt. also selects some persons for giving
awards, ignoring the State Govt. recommendations ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—That is not
within my knowledge.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—The Chief Minister said that
this matier was discussed in the Cabinet once; when
it was discussed ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—That is not
with me,

Shri Dulal Chandra Biaua—Even though the names are
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sent from the State Govt.,, the Govt. of India is
not taking cognizance of such recommendations; if so,
why ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha (Chief Minister)—The State Govt.
recommends the names and the president gives the
awards. It is for the president to accept the recomm-
endation.

- Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Is there any committee in
the Central Govt. level to consider the recommenda-

~ tions of the State Govts. ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha. (Chief Minister)—That is not
within. our knowledge. Even if a committee is there,

the president is the final authority.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Whether any name has been
- recommended from the State for awarding Padma
Vibhusan ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, (Chief Minister)—As T have
already said the particulars cannot be revealed in
public interest, but the names were recommended.

Smiti, Renuka Devi Barkataki—Is it a fact that as Assam
is far away from Delhi any information sent from
Assam 1s received late in Delhi and similarly outstanding
persons in the field of literature, they are not known
in Delhi and that is why the persons recommended
by the Govf. of Assam are not given the award ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, (Chief Minister)—That is not
true,
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Shri Dualal Chandra Barua—Whether it is at the instance
of the Govt. of India we are to send the names or
regularly we are to send the names ?

Idris (Minister —35ir, commission or committee is
constituted to enquire into certain incidents and find
oat causes etc. Here the cause is there, but the point raised
by Mr. Barua is whetlier Govt. feels that there
should bz a thiaking how bsst a proper distribution
channel can be established. That is why we have
dispanded the earlier committee and we are giving
our best thinking to reconstitute the committee by
which the distribution can be properly and more
efficiently done.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, a decision was taken three
years before that one college in every subdivisional
headquarters would be taken over by Govt,

Shrimati Renukadevi Barkataki—Sir, Both the Universities,
Gauhati and Dibrugarh, have been asked by the
Govt, not to allow the public to start any new colleges
giving the understanding that the existing colleges
would be taken over by the Govt, and because of
that understanding given by the Govt., the Universities
are not allowing new colleges to be set up or established,
Now. the hon’ble Minister has said that Govt., has

not taken any decision of taking ovyer the  collegss,

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First, he said there is no firm decision and after that
he said there has not been any decision. So we
want a categorical reply from the Minister, Education,
whether Govt. have any intention to take over the
colleges or Govi. will allow things to go on like that
and whether they will cease to interfere with the mana-
gement of colleges because it appears that Govt. has
been too much interfering wilth the management of
the bo]lcges.

Mr. Speaker—You are making a statement.

Shrimati Renukadevi Barkataki—No, Sir, I am not making
a statement, I am compelled to elaborate because the
hon’ble Minister has not given a straight reply to
my question.

Iron & Steel materials are in short
supply all throughout the country and distribution
of these materials is being regulated by the Govt, of
India through the Joint Plant Committee and the Steel
Priority Committee, The entire operation for procurement
of iron and steel materials can be categorised into
two stages, viz., (a)Indenting and (b) Priority allocation.
Upto 31st March, 1972 as per procedure, a SS1 Unit
could submit indents for iron and steel materials dir-
ectly to Joint Plant Committee through the sponsoring
authorities, i.e., the State Directorate of Industries:
But since April, 1972 as per revised procedure adopted
by the Joint Plant Committee all priority indents are
to routed through the State Small Industries Development
Corporation, except in the case of Wire Drawing
Units, brightbar industries and tube making industries
who may submit indent directly to the Joint Plant
Committee. In addition to the allocation as per above
procedure, iron and steel materials are also obtainable
through ASIDC from the stock-yards of different main
producers .in the country.

From the given below for the last two years
it will be seen that the position ~with regards to
obtaining necessary allocation of iron and steel materials
from. the Steel Priority Committee has been maintained,
while the lifting has registered a considerable improv-

Besides the above quantities lifted against Steel
Priority Committee allocations, additional quantities of
iron and steel materials were also received from the
last 2 years,

From 1172 to 311272  877.88 M/T

The above figures indicate that the allocationg
received were much below our demand. This as stateq
earlier is obviously due to severe scarcity of Iron ang
steel material in the country, The lifting against allocatiop
has been also subjected to various constraints, Damely,

want of railway wagons, booking restrictions ang

inancial difficulties. Inspite of these constraints, the
lifting was to ihe extent of 42.4 per cent during 1977
and 91.7 percent during 1973, As such there is absolutely
no basis for the allocation of “miserable petformance?
by ASIDC Ltd. In fact, ASIDC has been procuring
and there is no lack of will nor managerial lapsés on
the part of ASIDC or the Industries Department,
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while the department has placed additional funds with the
ASIDC to augment its financial position, the transport
bottleneck still continues as major hindrance.

It may be stated that on account of insufficient
allocation for the State, the Industries Department
took up the matter specially with the Govt, of India
for enhanced allocation and has succeeded in getting
a special allocation of 2000M/T during 1974. Another
allocation of 270 M/T upto June 1974 has also been
recently obtained for the backward districts of the

State. The Industries Department has also placed a
demand with the Govt. of India for a special allocation
of 12,775M/T of iron and steel materials for SSI Units

in backward districts,

The iron and steel materials received from time
to time were distributed to the SSI units in the State
through ASIDC Ltd. On receipt of certain reports regar-
ding alleged misuse of materials by different allottees, the
allotment procedure was reviewed and some modification
were felt necessary. These steps naturally took sometime
and allotment were held up during August to November
1973. This might have caused temporary difficuity to
some S.S.I. units during these months. But to obviate
their difficulty. adhoc allotments were made in December
1973 and again in January 1974. In total a quantity
of about 1000 M/T has been alloted through
thess two adhoc allotments, A further allotment is being
made shortly. It is not true that even a kilogram of
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iron and steel material was not received by the SSI
units since last August. In fact. against allotments
made earlier, the quantities were lifted by the SSI

units during August, September, October and November,
1972 as shown below,
