Shri DULAL CHANDRA BARUA asked:

Shri - SARAT CHANDRA SINHA ( Chief Minister )
replied:
125. (a) and (b)— A statement furnishing the
required information is placed on the Table of the House.

Shri Dulal Ch. Barua:= Sir, it has been shown
in the statement that the Central assistance in Assam
from the Second plan on Wards is higher than any
otner States. Sir, if it is so, then why the Governor
in his address at page 10 has stated this-*“ The State

planning Board considers that within g period of 15
years, the disparities in incomes between Assam and
rest of the country and those obtaining within the
State it self should be removed through implementation
of feasible plans ¢ If the Ceatral outlay is higher than
any other States of the country, then why there is
economic backlog in the §tate of Assam ?

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha, Chief Minister — Sir,
that is precisely the problem before us. Here; Sir if you
look at the table you will find that during the first
Plan per capita outlay in Asiam was 34.87 and at
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that time all India average was 37. We spent more.
Then, Sir, in the second Plan we spent 60.28; the
per capita expenditure of all India was 58, Sir, we spent
more here. Then, coming to the Fourth Plan, Our
capital “outlay was 290, when the all India average
was 150: Now, coming to the Central assistance, the
per capita Central assistance in First Plan was 23
when the average of all States was 24. It was almost
equal. Then in the Second Plan our per capita assis-
tance increased form 23 to 34 but at the national
level it increased to'29, Sir, if you examine in this
way, you will find that in the Fourth Plan the per
capita assistance to us was 185 when the all States
average was 81; When the all ‘States are getting 8!
we are getting 185. Now, coming to Punjeb, during
the First -Plan the per capita outlay was 101; ours was
34 and all. India was 37.: ‘Subsequently = they ' stated
spending more and more from capital outlay If you
look at the Central assistance they are getting less.
Now, coming to the Fourth Plan in respect of Central
assistance, you will piad that we are getting 185; while
the all States average is 81 and Punjab is getting 90
Maharashtra is getting 61. What does it signify ¢ Out
Tésowas are not enough and; therefore, the outlay is
less and -we need more assistance: We  are all trying
to get more assistance, What is this assistance 3 This

is a loan burden, That is precisely what the Stateis

facing. We are trying to lesson that economic disparity:

we are trying to generate Qur own economy. Unless
we lessen our dependance on central assistance, it is
not possible to improve our economy, That is preci-
sely the point, I quite appreciate the point that has

been raised by the hon’ble questioner and also the
implication of the question,
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Shri Dulal Chandra Barua— The second point is
either we have misused the assistance that is given or
we have utdised it. We could not utilise it, therefore
the economic condition of the State is such. That 1s
why before makiong such planning whether Govt. has
considered about the utilisation or otherwise of the
amount of assistance that has been given by the Govt.
of India from fime to time 7 '

'In this sector,
the.employment had-declined by 9°5% trom 494 thousand’
during 1968 40 447 thousend during 21969 and 11970,
which , has - further. declined t0 431 thousand by 1971,ie:.
by 3.6%- Compared to posifion maintained during 1968,
therdscreaspase - has: <been of. the ‘order 'of 13/ by
1971, This shows that the scope for: expesnsion of ave-
nues of employment in the private sector s rather bleak’,’

Sir, the*managerial section ‘and other jobs includiug‘
the labourclass have been “affedted by thédiscriminatory _
policy ‘adopted "by the tea garden ownders. 1 will cite an
example of how and what conspiracy is going on against
Assam in' the ‘matter of employment, Sir, one Mr.
Bijoy Bora and another ‘Mr, U.C. Barbarua were under
the Jorehaut Tea Co. in Amguri tes garden. Bijoy is
q brillient student and he was recruited through com-
petition; but suddenly the boy was sacked for reasons
best. known to- them: I have been told that the people
of Amguri want to . interyene in the matter and made
a demand but I have been told due to intervention
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from certain high ups from the Govt. side, it is for
the Chief Minister and the labour Minister to find
out, this has not beea done and as a result of which
tbe young boy has been thrown out of employment.
Not only that, the management of the Jorehaut Tea
Co., Manager Natwar Singh, they have wrrtten to all
the industrial -concerns as well as to the banks not
to give any financial assistance to the boy. No pro-
tection is given to the boy from the Labour Depart=
ment. Now, again they are making a plan to oust
Mr. Barbara: He was once released but again re-
employed but they want to sack him how. -One very
dangerous man from West Bengal is entering in the
field of tea in our State and he is Mr. B. K, Dubey.
He is conspiring against the people of the State and
also against the tea industry of the State of Assam
He was a black listed man of West Bengal, Bihar
and U. P. Govts. This is known to the Central Govt.
and we were repeatedly telling our Govt; to find out
his background but no action has been taken against
that anti-national ran because he hobnobs with high
ups and knows the tactics. He has entered the Cana-
dian company which is now in the management of
Jorehaut Tea Company. The General Secretary of the
Students Association has written to Mr. Dubey. 40
Russel Street, Calcutta and the subject-dismissal of
Assamese Youth from the Tea Garden of Assam. Now
this has beesn agitating the mind of young boys who
might take law into their own hands if the Govt,
does not take effective steps. They want to sack our
boys. There is no employment opportunity for them
on the other hand; P. G Clayton, Sawai Singh, cousin
of A. T. Singh and Indulal Sarma. for them employ-
ment potentiality is there, employment opportunity is
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there. But for our boys there is no opportunity. This
is the fate of our State. This is the policy adopted
by the Govt. in the matter of employment, Sir, I will
read out another letter to show how and in what
way the doctors were released from the tea gardens-
our Assamese boys, Assamese doctors. Sir, one Dr. K.
Saikia was in Langharjan tea estate, He is a good
doctor, I have been told, but due to the secret arran-
gement that has been made by certain high ups of
of the Jorehaut Tea Company, he was transferred and
when he refused he was sacked. The manager G. Singh
wrote a letter dated 7. 2. 73 which is, quote-“Reference
to our discussion in the past I wish the transfer order
of Dr. K. Saikia, AMO Langharjan T. E. should be
issued without further delay. No alternative action
can be taken against him for want of definite allegation.

Dr. Saikia is an active member of the Youth
Congress, an office bearer of A. C. K. S., and of late
he has joined his hands with I M. A. These anti-
social organisations are a danger to our collective
intevests. It is high time that we the non-assamese
upite ourselves and stand against the assamese (assami)
Rember what they have done to the bhigh minded
Bengalees during last language issue

I am informed that Dr. Saikig ig facing great
hardship from various family set backs and he may
refuse to accept the transfer order and in that case
we shall try to remove him from the compauny.”

Now," Sir, the employment position in the Central
sector is horrible. T propose that the Establishments
like the Railways, P&T, Accountant General’s office,
Central Excise,” In come Tux etc., should also be exa.
mined by this department where employment avenues
are maximum, &ir, there is another Tacuna which has
been rightly pointed out by the Committee, that is the
man power planaing: Sir, we have got any indepen-
dent Directorate of man-power and unless a man-power
Directorate functions effedtively, the organisation” or
establishments here on this plea and on: that plea
will man these organisations bringing people from -out-
side the State. 'fherefore,‘ I suggest that there should
be an independent man-power Directorate in this
State. - Now I bave been told that a. part-time man
has been appointed for he purpose which is not sff-
cient for this purpose, because this part time . arran-
sment will not serve the purpose, because We are to
evaluate all categerise of people, technical and non-
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technical so that as soon ag employment. avenues are
opened, we can tell the organisations or establish-
men!s to man their organisation from our Tocal people.
Sir, the planning has been made in a very half-
hazard . manner, The hon’ble Chief Minister has rightly,
pointed out that we are to deal wi‘th‘the human pro-
blems from the root. But in practice, what we have
scen. A sectarian feeling has been encouraged by the
planning Board through such kind of sectarian pla-.
noing. For the people of Assam, there cannot be any
class and they cannot be devided into classes except
into poorer sections of the society. Therefore, the man-
power planning ‘should be ‘made from' the root so
that ‘the young boys and girls who are moving around
for bread can have their proper émployment in various
fields and they are to. be guided properly; ‘And for
their guidance alsor the man-powet ' Directorate is’to
be strengthened and made ‘independent of alli The
planning: should be made in sych! a way ‘that after
making proper: evaluation of Various “plahs ‘and pro-
grammes andalso after taking into ‘consideration the

man-power .reésources available ‘in the'State in different
fields; we can start the industries, We have seen that no

economic benefit is derived by our- people out of ‘setting
up of industries in respect of employment or otherwise.
1 have  been telling that we are to prepare the ground
for our youngmen to man our industriés by -ourselves
and nobody .else should be allowed ‘to have any sort
of industries here unless these can be manned by our
own people. That is why, I haye. beeq telling  that
proper evaluation and assessment is' to be made about
the natural resources.. The Minister, Industries is smi
ling and talking with some of his colleague ; I ‘have
telling him about this; did he make: any = evaluation
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or assessment about the possibility of industrial resonrces
on the basis of which the industries can be set up.
If it is not done, this sort of thing, as has been
pointed out by my friend the other day in respect
of distribution of raw materials without the industries
will continue for ages togetber and there will be no
imndusiry and there will be no employment potential.
Therefore, a coordinated planning is to be made by
taking into account the resources available and taking
into account the trained man-power available and
taking into account the employment avenues to be

opened for the youang generation if the State.

In that way the planning is to be made and we
have been telling that all the members of the planning
Board must be made permanent and this should be a
permanent Body comprising of experts and also techani-
cally qualified persoasin diffsrent fields of activity, as
has been done in the NEC secretariat; Apart from that-to
make the recommendations of the Committee mandatory,
the Bhagawati Commission’s report may be given effect
to, wherein that Commission has rightly suggestied for
setting up of a Board or Commisslon at the State
level for reviewing the employment possition and tack-
ling the ~unemployment problems of the respective
States. Our State Government should make no delay
to implement the recommendatioas of that Commission
Str, if we make it a Commission, thea the recommen-
dations of the Commission will be binding on all
concerned and that will not go against the existing
provisions of the Constituticn. That can be very well
done by the Government under. the Commission of
Enquiry Act, and if it is done, I think, our young
boys will get some sort of strength in various induystrial

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developments. , Sir, what is going on Very.  re-
cently, I have came. . to know that nearabout a thou-
sand boys were colled to appear before an interview
by the Cement Corporation of India here in the Indus-
trial Estate. The interviews were taken and the boys
were sent back.
