Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Mr. Speaker, Sir, while
supporting the Cut Motion moved from this side of the
House on the demands ‘Roads and works’ of the P. W.D.,;

To get things done
we are to depend on the machinery; The P; W. D; organi-
sation is a big organisation; but though big it is not upto
the standard. Efficiency is not there in this organisation.
Government of India is putting blames on the Government
of Assam in the P.W;D; for its inaffectivenegs,
reason many works have been taken over by
Road Construction organisation.

I do not want to go into the details
The basic thing that is required in the budget is not
there, What is the basic thing Co-ordinated road planning
and development: of the various roads on this region:

petition.  Sir, in {hat way, ultimately an excess amount of
Rs. 60 thousands has been paid to him., Then the other

Contractor Shri Manki Das also managed to increase the
rate from' the Addl. Chief Engineer and ultimately he was
also paid an excess amount of Rs. 40 thousands. In the
mean time, the matter has been referred to the Anti Corru-
ption Branch and the Anti Corruption Branch has investigated

the matter, *But late has investigated the matter.

But later on, under the leadership of the New Mini-
Ster payment has been made to this contractor illegally.
Sir, apart from that I am saying about the lateral road
construction. This isa very sad phenomenon on the part
of the Government of Assam. That is, for construction of
the Lateral Road the amount has been spent, but no work
has been done, Therefore, the Government of India raised
objections and when they visited the area they gave a
very disappointing note to the Government of Assam and
they refused to make the payment. Now, the matter was

Sir, Government of India remarked
that false and defective design had been madein Lateral
Road construction by the Engineers and the officers who
were in charge of the Lateral Road construction. Even
after that Government of Assam did not take any action
against the particular man; Sir, the case of Guwahati La-
teral Road was referred to the Vigilence Commissioner and
the Vigilence Commissioner by their letter of 28th Novem-
ber, 1969 written to the Chief Engineer about the whole
affairs ; but nothing has been done so far. Now, Sir, coming
to another aspect of a thing, this Government is telling
that there is no money. But you will be surprised to hear
that Rs; 18.94 crores worth of stores are lying with the
P.W.D. including rotten vehicles.

not the least I want to know how and in what circumst-
ances the Govemment or the Minister is showing undue
favour to some people there by causing great loss to the
State exchequer Sir, for construction of the remaining were
of the Silchar Medical College thres tenders were there from
B. N. Paul B. M. Paul Choudhury and Gannon and Dunkerly.
ShnB M. Paul Choudhury was a defaulter; he was given
WOlk for construction of Assam .Medical College but he
could not complete it. Though the other two parties were
there, I do not know of the party but'I am telling by knowing
fully well the background of  the man, this Department has ;
allotted the work to B. M. Paul Choudhury who is not in a
position to work and who is a defdulter. Goverament have
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given \the work at a higher rate there by losing about Rs. 10
lakhs which is very much improper. knowing fully well
about his conditions, knowing about his antecendents why
at a higher rate this man has been allotted work at the
cost of the State exchequer and thereby we are to pay
Rs. 10 lakhs morey In this way, Sif, this Department is
functioning very inefficiently: We are having the maximum
number of officers-Secretary, Deputy Secretaries, Chief En-
gineer, Addltional Chief Engineer and so on and so forth.
But is there progress ? By increasing the staff is there any
progress in work ¢ I admit the workload is increasing but
the way the number of officers are increased, the efficiency
is not increasing, This is a top heavy Department and we
are spending more on administration or payment to officers
than they actually deserve. Therefore, I feel the entire or-
ganisation is to be reorganised and Government should
adopt certain policy to reoreient the Mechanjcg) Branch of
the organisation. I feel that the Mechanica] Workshop should
be a training cum production centre so that ywe can employ
more people: The Mechanical Division should pe pade a
full fledged Division and the divisions of the other organ-
isations like E & D should be amalgamated together, We sho-
uld have only one Mechanical Division ang have as top
officials experienced officers and if we expand the programme
we can accchm(?date more LT.I passed boyg for training
and apprenticeship. There fore I feel this OIghttication 18
to .be reorganised fully. Sir, we should seg that i ot
which has been earmarked by the Governmeny of India for
us, we should go and move the Governmepy of India to

Ilqve this amount in time, What we haye found is that

=

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though we are having maximum number of officere at various
level, the proposals which are generally sent to the Governm-
ent of India are sent very late and they are not in a posi-
tion to convince the Government of India to have their due
Share. Sir, last but noi the least, you know about the road
communication very well on the north bank and south bank.
Therefore, whatever may be the fund position Government
of India should be convinced to take up the project of bridge
construction at Silghat without further delay. If they cannot
give us direct fund assistance then they should give us loan
on long terra basis as has been done in other States but
it is to be taken up immediately. Sir, as I have already
Said when there is no planning there cannot be any succ-
essful implementation. [ feel that the Design Division and
Architect Division of the Department is to be reorganised
because, for example, for the Medical College we have paid
maximum because we are lacking in respect of experienced
and better architects. Therefore, the Architect and Design
Sections are to be expanded and that organisation is to
be manned with properly experienced persons to deal with
the problems and designs of the Government buildings that
are coming up. Sir there are grievances of the Subordinate
Engineers’ Service, Though it is oldest organisation the service
rules ‘of the officers have not been prepared and gradation

list is not maintained. I think unless proper incentive is
given to the officers nobody can have any efficient work

from them. Grievances of the officers in respect of their
gradation list and service rules should be taken up imme-
diately. I think Government also assured them to meet their
demands, Therefore, T feel all these things are to be looked
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into and the present system of the P: W: D, should be
changed and reouentei so that it can take up the work
of the various projects effectively and the amount®that
earmarked is utilised properly for betterment of the people.
With these observations, Sir; I support the cut motion’ mov-
ed from this side of the House.
