Sir, as you know, few years back
our State Government. set up a Committee under the
Chaiimanship of Mr. Omeo Kumar Das. The Committee
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made certain recommendations in this connection.

Sir, recently a Parliamentary
delegation visited the district of Cachar and they
visited three categories of gardens.
