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cases in which persons involved may happen to be close
to any leader or high authority. Cases are dealt with
strictly on merit and applopna[e act10n taken as may
be warranted by the facts and circumstances of a case.
We are not aware of any files or documents relating
to vigilance cases being - untraced or lost. Although
additional expenditure has to be incurred in providing
for the performance of duties of posts held by offic- -
ers placed under suspension in vigilance cases, every
possible effort is being made to minimise such expen-
diture by expeditious disposal of departmental proceedings.

There can be no question of any innocent officer’s
clearance being unduly delayed and of any guilty person
being given protection on political considerations. The
Govt. is not aware of any person charged in a vigi-
lance case, securing central intervention for his benefit.
The :rep_ort‘relating to some influential person moving
about daily at Dispur to plead on behalf of accused
officers is also without basis.

It has been Govt’s earnest endeavour to deal ex-
pendiiiously with all case involving corruption or mal-
practice subject to full examination strictly on merit
in the intrest of justeice and fair play.
