Follo-
wing the treaty of Yandaboo in 1826, the political
control of the entire area comprising Ahom king-
dom slipped into the hands of British. In the areas
occupied by the tribes like Abors, Mishmis, Nagas
etc., direct administration was not seriously consi-
dercd 1ill the latter half of the 19th century. Sir,
you know that there is no specific area know as
Naga territory which could be traced till late 19th
century. The hill areas bsyond the effective limits
of the Ahom Kings were occupied by the different
tribes hostile to each other., They lived on the
mountain tops and occ sionally came down to the
plains for trade or raids.

However, gra-
dually, following the completion of this long process
of boundary adjustment to facjlitate complete British
