Here we have a road Research laboratory in
which Directors are posted from the rank of
Superintending Engineers who go for a very
short period . to work there. The result is that
they cannot work in continuity in the Research
Laboratory. In the Road research laboratory
there should be a person posted as Director who
has the capacity to go on with the Research work.
The Sﬁperintending Engineers posted there do
not like to stay as they do not feel happy there.
The next point is about the border roads,
There are Govt. of India border roads which are
long and big. For construction of roads on the
borders of Mizo Hills, Nagaland, Arunachal,
Meghalaya we should have our own means. In
the year 1962 two more roads on the Nagaland
border were decided to be constructed.
