Shri Bipin Hazarika :— Why they have not been
“prosecuted ?

Shri Jagannath Sinha ( Minister, Labour):— So,
long they were not prosecuted but now prosecution has
been started.

Shri Bipin Hazarikd :— I want to know if there

is an instance, Sir.

Shri Jagannath Sinha ( Minister, Labour ) :— Ins-
tances are there, Sir. This question relates to the trai-
ping of npurses but yet I can say that instances are
there, There are almost one thousand tea gardens in
Assam and overnight prosecution cannot take place in
all the Tea Hstates. Plantation Labour Act come into
force in 1954 and prosecution were not done SO long
very seldom. We have taken over only one year back

and have started the process of prosecution.

~in the open market, black marketeering and extreme

hardship to the common people.

« Shri Dulal Chandra Barua ( Minister }:— My,
Deputy speaker, Sir, the matter has been discussed before,
So I do not like to give a long statement on it, Even

then', just to clarify the position I want to state as f ollows;

# Speech not corrected
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The kerosene supply position in the state was
more or less satisfactory till the end of Deember, 1978
tut thereafter due to maintenance shut-down of Gauhati/
Digboi refineries, irregular despatches from New Jalpai-
guri and non arrival of tank wagons in run quickly
to Assam destinations, the supply positidn was adversely
affected since January, 1979, particularly in areas tagged

to New Jalpaiguri Termiaal. point.

New Jalpaiguri Terminal point generally feeds the
areas comprising Darrang, Lakhimpur districts and also
part of Zonme IV comprising Nowgong, Cachar, karbi Ang-
long and N. C, Hihlls dist;ricts of Assam. The tagging
of zones Wwith sources of supplies however varies from

time to time as decided by the Goverment of India.

The stock at New Jalpaiguri also caters to the
needs of North Bengal, Bhutan, Sjkkim etc. besides Ass-
am and supplies from New Jalpaiguri are mostly depen-
dent on supplies from outside sources. Irregular des-
patches from New Jalpaiguri was mainly due tO !ow

stock of kerosene for non receipt of supplies. It will be

relevant to point out that the stock of kerosene at New

i
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Jalpaignri Terminal point as on 1:3,79, 7;3.79 and
10. 3. 79 were only 1397 KL, 1473 KL and 930 KL

respectively including dead stock of 275 KL and 600
KL reserved for supply for Army.

To improve and maintain the supply line, the sta-

te Government immediately took the following measu-
res i—

1. Close liaison was maintained with the NF Raj-

lways for expenditious movement of tank wagons in
transit.

2. Arrival and despatch of tank wagons at

Lumding which isa normal hold up point for wagons
for Cachar has been monitored and immediate actions

have been taken to despatch kerosene wagons which
arrive Lumding, to defferent destinations.

3. Deputy commissioners and Sub-Divisional Offj-
cers were instructed to:—

(a) Plan distribution of the available kercsene

stocks equitably to all the areas from cil; Company
depots to retail outlets as well as from retail outlets

to the consumers.

(b) Take stern measures against such unscrupu-
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lous eliments who might indulge in malpraetices taking

advantage of short supply.
(c; Appoint approved retailers for distribution of

kerosene oil in areas where cooperatives GPSS have

fai ed to- function effectively and.

(d; Assess fortnightly requirement of each educa
- tional institution and its hostel at the rate of 2 litres a

week for each student ; to select approved rataileras/fair

price shops for each institution/hostel and to allot for-

tnightly quota equivalent to total requirement as mig- -

ht be required from a nearest kerosene depot for dra-
wal by students against coupons to be issued to stud-

ents by the head of the Institutions.

4. Rescue supplies by tauk lorries were made as

and when necessary from Gauhati and Digboi refine-

ries even to areas tagged to New Jalpaiguri Termin-

al point.

In respect of Cachar district also which is in zone

IV, there were shortages of kerosene in the months of
January, 1979 and February, 1979. During the month

of December, 1978 cansumption of kerosene in the dist-

[
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rict of Cachar was 1545 kL. As against this Cachar

received 1094 kL in the month of Januvary, 1979 and
1156 KL in the month of February, 1979: There had
therefore, been a short fall of 451 kL in January and

389 kL in Febrvary, 1979 taking December, 1978 as the
base.

The state Government requested the Government
of India to replenish the stock at New Jalpaiguri Ter-
minal point and also to divert some alloeations from New
Jalpaiguri to Gauhati Refinery for maintaining smooth

supply.

The Petroleum Ministry assured to take steps to im-

prove supply of kerosene to Assam by arranging supp-
lies of more products to New Jalpaiguri Terminal point
from Haldia and also to increase releases of kerosene
for Assam from Gauhati Refinery. It was further in-
formed that the supply position of kerosene in Assam
got affected partly because of ourtailment of produc-
tion in Digboi Refiney also owing to non availability
of wagons for moving out Naptha and Furnance Oil

and partly due to transport bottleneck created by labo-

ur unrest in NF Railway: The Government of Indai in
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our request had increased releases from Gauhati refi-
pery by about 100 MT per day over and above théir
normal releases and agreed to expedite movement of kero-
sene tank wagons from New Jalpaiguri to Assam des-
tination on preferential basis. The New Jalpaiguri stock is
now under process of replenishment and it had a stock of
about 4000 MT as on i9, 3.79 and 2 more rakes carry-
ing about 2400 MT were on transit from Rajbondh to

New Jalpaiguri as on that date.

The kerosene Unit of Gauhati Refinery which was on
maintenace shut down for some time came into pro-
duction from 13/14th March, 1979; Releases from Gauhati

Refinery are normal now and the back log of supply
is also expected to be cleared by the Gauhati Refinery:

Taking advantage Of the short supply, charging of
higher prices by some unscrupulous traders in some
areas can not altogether be ruled out. The Govt. as
earlier mentioned have already directed the Deputy

Cmmissioners and the Sub-Divisional Officers to take

stern actions against unscrupulous climents indulgiog in
malpractices under the Essential Commodities Act and

the Rpules framed there under.

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With improved stock and despatch of kerosene fr-
om New Jalpaiguri Terminal Point and distribution of
the same through cooperatives/GPSS and approved reta-

ilers, the supply position in the state is expected to be
improved to a great extent in near future,

In the meantime Sir, I have asked the secretary
supply to contact Government of India directly. He went
there and contacted the appropriate authority and he
was successful. We are now getting higher quantity of
kerosine from the Gauhati Oil Refinery, and as well as

from New Jalpaiguri. We have engaged Tank wago-

nes to bring the kerosine by road to the state, from
Jalpaiguri.

Shri Narennath Datta :—  The honourable Minjs-

ter in his statment has clearly stated abut the unscrip=
ulous traders who are taking advantage of the situation.
He has also stated that stern action would be taken
against the unscripulous traders as well, My submi-

MISC/ 3/ 77] 78 ) has been retained in p/c) for drawing
up the scheme properlyT I have given p(c) to control

all plan schemes including schemes for sub plan.”

Under the planning cell the Deptt. has no inter-

est in looking after the interests of the Bodo Sahitya
Sabha. Now, I read out-the minutes of discussion hald

on I5.3,79 at 3 .p m, at Janata bhawan:

the Minister, Education and Forest Minister of Assam
intimating that the Central Action Committee of Bodo
Sahitya Sabha had decided to launch agitation from
6-3-79 for not fulfilling the demands of Bodo Sahitya
Sabha at all. The agitation was to take the form of
Satyagraha in front -of the Assembly Bhawan, Dispur
and Circle and Block Development Officers’ Offices in
Bodo populated areas and the Suh-Divisional Head
Quarters of Nalbari and Kokrajhar on 6-3-79; The
Bodo Sahitya Sabha also decided to picket all Govern-
ment Offices within Bodo pupulated areas from 26-3-79

until and unless the demands were fulfilled.

The Government has always tried to fulfill various
demands through mutual discussions. So the Govt, had
decided to start dialogue with the representatives of

the Bodo Sahitya Sabha. Accordingly, discussions were
held with representatives of Bodo Sahitya Sabha on 26-
2.79 and 2-3-79 where the Minister of Education, Minis-
ter of Forest, Minister of Flood Control, Minister of
State for Education, Several M. L. S’s, Secretary and other

Officials of Education Department wzaIe present.

After detailed discussion the following decisions

had been arrived at :—

#h
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i) The Minister, Education assured the Bodo
Sahitya Sabha that 150 posts of Bodo teacher of Secon-
dary schools ( High & M. E.) would be sanctioned from
the budget for 1979-80 and would te given effect from
1-3-79 provided' the teachers were in position and were
duly qualified. In thig connection, the Secretary, Eduy-
cation, pointed out that the sanction would be jssued
only after the. budget for. 1679-80 was passed and affter
clearance from the P& D and Finance Department;

ii) The Bodo Sahitya Sabha agreed to the Govern-
ment allotment of 65 posts of Hindi teachers for Bodg
medium schools during 1972-79,

iii) Out of 292 posts of Hindj teachers sanctioned
for. M. V. Schools, 30 posts would be alloted to Bodo
Medium M. V; Schools during 1978-79.

iv) Out of 2090 posts of’ Primary Schools teachers
proposed to be ciaeated 300 ( three hundred ) would pe
alloted to Bodo medium Primary (L, P.) schools. It
had also been decided that non Bodo teachers from -
the purely Bodo medium Primary Schools would be
withdrawn, provided the Department was Satisfied that
continuation of such teachers was not necessary.

On the complaint made by Bodo Sahitya Sabha
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that at the time of pmuincialisation of secondary Schools
Bodo medium teachers were left out, the Addl; Direc-
tor of Public Instructions clarified that no such case
had occurred: The D.P.1 however, assured that if
sueh cases Were brought to his notice he will look

into it.

At the conclusion, the Minister of State Educa-
tion requested the representatives of the Bodo Sabitya
Sabha to appreciate the sincerity of the Government

in fulfilling the grievances through mutual discussion

and appealed to the Bodo Sahitya Sabha to call off

the proposed agitation from 6-3-79.

Accordingly, the meeting of Central Action Co-
mmittee of Sahitya Sabha held on 2-3-79 had decided
to postpone the proposed agitation upto 30th April, 1979,
in view of above decision of Government and intimated
their decision tO the Govt. in writing. The meeting
also resolved to resume the agitation from Ist. May,
1979 if the promises are not materialised jn the mean-

time:
