There
was a sudden blast of air accompanied by a zoomi-
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ng sound. Immediately, afterwards, the site of accj-
dent was filled with smoke.

- Immediately, the Mines officials and work-
CfS organised rescue and First Aid operation. Al-
together 320 workers were in the Mines at the the
time of accident. By 2-30 p.m. all affected workers
were brought out of the Mines to the company’s
Central Hospital at Margherita where immediate
medical treatment were given to the injured. Mines

Rescue Station Unit of Ledo assisted the colliery
personnel in rescue operation,

All together 58 persons wére affected 1in
the accident. Of these 12 persons died at the site
of accident, 4 persons died subsequently in the hos-
pital bringing the total death to 16.37 persons were
discharged by 31.1.79 after medical treatmet while
5 persons were still under treatment as on 6th Feb-

ruary, 197, All these 5 persons are out of dunger.

A team Qf officers belonging to Director
General of Mines Safety, Govt, of Ind:ia headed Dby
Deputy Director General camped at Margherita from

23179 to 31.1.79 and conducted detailed investiga-
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tion of the accident. They have completed their inve-
stigation and yet to submit their report on circums-
stances leading to the accident. They will submit
their report to the Central Government and the
Central Government after receipt of the report will
tske a decision on the constitution of a Court of
Enquiry. Here I want to add that in the meantime
they might have submitted resort because the Cen-

tral Government instituted the enquiry for which
I will give a statement later on.

On hearing the news of accident, the
Deputy Commissioner., Dibrugarh deputed Additio-
nal Deputy Commissioner, Suprintendent of Police,
Civil Surgeon and Sub-Divisional Medical Officer
to Margherita, Tle Autopsy of the dead workers'
Was conducted by the Sub-Divisional Medical Cfficer
and by midnight of 22.1.79 all dead bodies were

handed over to their relatives for cremation and
last rites.

Union Minister for Energy and Labour
visited the Colliery on 251}, January, °79.

The Director of Geology & Mining, Assam,
also visited the Colliery on 27th Jun, °79,
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It is learnt that the Colliery Management
paid and ex-gratia amount of Rs, 500/- to each fam-
ily and an additional amount of Rs. 200/- hasbeen
paid to each family for funeral expenses. A further
sum of Rs, 1,000/- has been paid to each of the
bereaved family as an ex-gratia amount as annou-
nced by the Ministry of Energy, Govt. of India; .
Actiohs have been initiated for the payment of
compensation and other legal dues to the heirs of
the deceassd workers; such compensﬁtion are €xpec-
ted to be botwesn Rs. 21,000/~ and Rs. 24,000/~ for
every case. The Ministry of Energy has announced
that 1 adult member from each bereaved family

shall be given employment in the Colliery

Persons discharged with minor injuries have

already been rehabilitated to their original jobs.

of India bas created a gre t hurdle on the per-
marent solution bf‘ the Nagaland Assam border
problem. Sir, the previous Govt. also did not take
into confidence this August House and conceal d
the shillong Accerd. V- hy such a matter was kept
outside the knowledge of this August House and
also of the people of the State ? The present Govt.
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also- made no moation about the agreement execcu-
ted by Mr. Lallan Prasad Sirgh as representative of
the Govt. of India on 11.11.75 which agreement is
commonly known as Shillong accord. Sir, what is
the afiect of this agreement ? I am coming to that
agreement later on because that agresment is a very
vital one and that is not yet krown to this House

though the agreement ‘was executed in the year 1975.

What is the affect of this agreement on the present

Chief Min‘isier of Nagaland and present MPs of
Nagaland + Fiom the press statement and from the
publications in journals I am quoting, Sir, Shri
Vizol the present Chief Minister of Nagalang went

ang as the Shillong accord is there and no fruitful
purpose will be served by sigeing amy treaty. Sif,
what is the view of the present M.P, Rano Saiza 9
Rano Saiza, M.P.7also made a statement in Sunday
weekly dated 18.2.79 wherein she said Nagas would
accept or reject Shillong accord wholly aod not par=
tiall:, So, both the MP and the Chief Minister of
Nagaland have their 16-point programie and the
Shillong Accord, and the Shillong Accord is nothing
but a part of the 16-point Programme. Sir, 10 the
year 1957, first, Nagaland and the Tuensang Areas
came under the administrative authority of the Gover
nor of Assam and the Nagaland was placed under
the Ministry of External Affairs, Govt. of India.
And the area defined in the Schedule of that Age-
ement was the area defined in the Nagaland State-
hood Act, 1962; that was in conformity and in con-

gonence with the 1925 Notification, In 1963,
Nagaland obtained Statehood but at that there was
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another Nagaland Government known as Federal
Government of Nagaland under the leadership of
Phizo. So, Sir, internal chaos and confusion was
going in between the undergrond Nagas and the
Government of India’s army. A Peace Commissi-
on was formed with late lamented B P Chaliha, our
former Chief Minister, Lcka Nayak Jayprakash
Narayan acd the Mr. Michael Scot. That Peace
Commission went a bit ahead; B.P Chaliha worked
very much for a peaceful settlement on the Nagala-
rd and Assam boundary issue. But unfortunately,
he expired ard Mr. Scot had also to be ousted.
The Nagaland Convention in 1959 gave a 16-point
memorandum and the clause 12 and 13 is like this:
All the Reserve Forests and Naga areas that were
trar sferred out of Naga area will a returned to the

Nagaland with clearly defined bonndary under the

- present settlement, ( clause- 12 ): The other Naga

tribes inhabiting the areas contiguous to the pre-
sent Nagaland be allowed to join the Nagaland if
they so desire ( clause-13-), That is mentioned in
the 16-point programme which was placed before
the Goverrment of India by the Nagaland National

Council, The Peace Commission tried to bring

peace there, Even the person like late Jawaharlal

1

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Nehru went to ‘Nagaland in 1953 but his missionv
was boycotted by ‘the people at that time there.
Many big people tried to solve that problem, but

it is not yet solved: In 1971, Shri K:V Sundaram

was appointed as an Adviser by the Home Minis-
try, Government of India; he was simply an adviser
and he had no statutory powers. In this regard, the |

~ previous government headed by Shri Sarat Chandra

Sinha told several times that when the Sundaram
report comes out, they would look into this and -
would see to that. When Shri Sundaram was sur-

veying into the whole matter, Nagaland gone under
the President’s rule. So far as I know, Shri Sunda-

* ram did not submit any report to the Government

of India, but he,ﬁof course, left some notes with
the Government of India. Why he left some notes
only and couvld not give any report? That is be-

. cause of the Shillong Accord which was signed by

the Governor of Assam and Nagaland as Repre-
sentative of the Govt. of India and the represen-
tatives of the underground Nagas on 11.11.75, at
Shillong. The first clause of the Shillong Accord
was made by the Governor of Assam/Nagaland
withthe representatives of the underground Nagas.

The first clause states— “JThe Representatives of
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the underground Naga = Organisstion voluntarily-
accepts the Constitution of India; the 2nd clause
states— “Representatives will be given ; reasonable
time to surrender the Arms and Ammunitions and
come over ground ; and the 3rd clause states—
“After the surrender of Arms they will be given
reasonable time to formulate other issues for final
settlement of the Naga Tssues”. That is the most
damaging “clause, which states—’ after the surren-
der of arms and ammunitions, they will be given
Teasonable time to formulate other issues for final
settlement of the Naga Tssues’.. Nogaland was crea-
ted and an Act was passed by the Parliament and
there was a legally Constinited Government in
Nagaland in December, 1963. Scveral times Peace

Commission worked for peaceful settlement. Then

Shri K. V Sundaram was appointed by the Govern-
ment of India as an Adviser. But in 1975 the
‘Governor of Assan /Nagaland and the representa-

tives of the underground Nagas signed that Accord.
What happened then ? The clause is that the

representatives  will be given reasonable time to
surrender their arms and amunitions and to come
overground. Some of the underground Nagas sur-

rendered their arms and ammunitions and have
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€ome over ground but some of them have not

yet
done so. So, clause- 3 of the Shillong

Accord can-
not be operative unless and until all the under
ground Nagas come overground. Shrimati R, Shajja

She told that they stand by the Shillong accord
and if they accept it they will accept it wholly
and if they want to reject it they will reject it
wholly. Therefore, Sir, Nagaland matter is a burn

ing matter. This information I have received and

there may be something more also. ket all the
papers right from the time of Shri B. P. Chaliha,
as a member of the Peace Commission be placed
before the House so that the members can go

through them and understand the problem.

So Sir, I shall personally request the Chief
Minister, He is not in the House to day. but my
friend Shri Dulal Chandra Barua, Deputy leader,
who is in charge should try to search our own
Department  if there arc anyother papers missiﬁg
and not placed before the Cabinet or in this August
House, Only then the question or permanent colu-

tion, the question of future agreement will arise.

With these few words I resume my seat.

was very much gracious to say that he is going to
villsge and not the town.

~ village. Not a single school has been taken over

t‘ill’dat}e. They say in the planning they have spent
155 crores in the current year. But what is the
improvement. n the statement it is said Rs 155
crores this Govt. is getting in the next year plan.
How nice it is ! Last year you got 155 crores that
is in the current year. What progress we have
made ? It is known to all of us, the hon’ble mem-

_bers, And the same amount they are getting for

next year. It is just lubricating the wheel; But
there is-no progress in the field of economic develo-
pment, Sir, with one point I shall resume my seat

and that is the Department of Supply. It has mise-
-tably failed. It is a vital Department, You go

from Mankachar to Jonai, Karimgainj to Bhalukpung
you will find that in every village, the salt is selling

-at prices upto 100 paise per kg. Few traders have
monopolised.
