It is not the

therefore, the present accident js unfortunate and
we are really sorry for it, It is not the Janata

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Goyt. whs is respoasible ; because of historical
developments, the Congress Govt, is more responsi-
ble for this event and this must be clearly accepted
by the Members iu the opposition bench, Next
thing, I would like to refer he e is that inspite of
these efforths on the part of the Janata Govt. the
accident occurred and took a dimension which was
not at all anticipated and hence the i)eople suffered
a lot and the life and property of the people could
not be safeguarded properly as we have expected.
But one thing must be accepted here that any
Govt. whichever it may be, has pitfalls, and it can-
not be said that it is a total failure of the

Janata Govt.

I agree with my Hon’ble Member Shri
Atul Goswami that even in a very sweet dish if
only a few drops of kerosine are added the co-

mplete dish will be spoiled. Therefore, the oppos-
ition Members should not be impatient about

the pitfalls of the Janata Govt. perhaps they will
not also be able to do better if they are placed
in the same oircumstances. Hence it should be a
matter of rejoice on the part of them.

Sir, it must be admitted that the paesent
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Govt. has done some reasonable and grod things.
One of the problems I must refer to is the cre-
ation of districts and subdivisons in various par-
ts of the State. This problem ardse due to the
genuine demands of the people of the State, The
Congress Govt. could not do so even by appoin-
ting the kohli Commission; they were quite indi-
cision in the ratter of implementation of the Co-
mmittee’s report. Therefore, they could not take
a final decision, The Japata Govt. has the cou-
rage to take a decision on the matter and this
has met the aspirations of the people. Sir, T myst
also point out that some mistakes have beep
committed, particularly in the n-atter of creatiop
of districts and subdivisionas and their headquayt-
ers. It has become an open question all OVer the
state that in selection of a district at Karimganj
and Ramkrishnagar as its headquartrs, the Govt,
has created serious misconception jn the minds
of the people. As a result of this, the people
of this subdivision observed bandh on several
days. I personally protested this decision, On the
very next day, I produced the open appeal de-
fore the C.M. He gave me a word that he will
consider it, I must say that our C.M. is alright

e
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but the team attached to him as  his Ministers

are not working properly. On the one hand the
C. M. gives me assurance on the other hand two of

his Ministers were issuing statement that Karimanj

-movement had got no relation with the public, It

is Mr. Lilamoy Das, Sri Jagannath Sigha who
wade this Statement. T have got the paper with me
and I can produced it mow, I am totally against
this decision. I, on behalf of the people of Kariri-
¢anj say that more than 93 percent people of
Karimganj district are against this decision It is
unacceptable to them and against the wishes of
those people it would not be possible for the Janata
Government to implement _their decision because
they will fight it up to the last. Sir, T can point
out here that our people of Karimeanj will not
become violent, if the Government concedes their
demand and appropiate method is taken for the se-
lection of Sub-Divisional & District headquarters
for Karimganj; otherwise the problem will be moer
complicated. I have already circulated papers to
the Chief Minister and other Ministers that this
will creat :more problem and the administration will
go further away from the people and the irplene-
ntation of the developmental progaamms will ham-
per if Ramkrishnangat is made the Sub-Divisional

and district headquarter of the newly created dis-
trict. It is not my intention to do anything again
st the rural people of that area. I wish for their
development. They are well come. I am the fir-
st man to sympathise the people of Ramkrishnana-
gar area, But for this I cannot sacrifice the interests
of the 95 per cent people of the whole district, who
are against the decision of the Government. Each
area must develop, each village must develop: But
the ioterest of ©5 percent people of that area
should not be thrown out. So, this isa mistake co-
mitted by this Janata Government. I believe in the
integrity and sincerity of the Chief Minister and [
hope he will maks a decision what soever with-
in this session of the Assembly. Otherwise the pe-
ople will be much impatient and this will aggr-
evate the problem for us, the members of the
Assembly even. So, I request the Chief Minis.

Now, I am passing over to another imp-
ortant point. 1 hope tae Hon’ble Deputy Spea-

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Mr. Deputy Speaker : T think non-of the Hon’ble mem-
bers is given the right by the Hon’ble House to

give auy comment regarding the Chair,

Shri M, Fekhrul Islam :— [ withdraw it if it casts

aspersion on the Chair, I do not mean any-

thing to hurt,

( Voices— this should be expunged )

The next point is that our Janata Gover-
nmart is- attempting to bring about upliftment of
the rural people; but still we are to sce upliftment
of the rural masses because specific measures have
not yet borne any fruit. We are yet to see what
specific steps have been taken and what specific
project have been taken for solving the unemploy-
ment problem.- It has to te formulted earlier. Sir
some industrial centres have been created but in
some distrcts not so much of interest is paid as
desired by the people. Therefore, Sir, our in-
dustrial policies are not making much headway in
solving the unemployment problem, which becowe
very much acute now-a-days. I hope the Govern-

ment will pay due attention to it.

Next thing is that, as T have already
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poin-ted out, the grant of pension to the real needy
people, old age pension to the rural agricultural
peoplé are quite appreciable steps that have been
taken: by our. Goyernment. acd fqr this, the Gove-

. rnment has to be congratulated. This is a very

" new scheme for the upliftment of the rural people

in accordance with the principle enunciated by
the Janata Party for raising the standard of the
common people...

The' next thing I must point out js that

- the- industrial ‘developilient of the country now-a-
- days depends; to a great extent. on the availabi-

lity of edergy. But regarding this, we have scen
that we are sufférring a lot because of load-shedding
and the proper requifement of p0wélj is not yet
forthcoming and therefore, industrial development
could not be speeded up. So, if energy is not
created in our own projects industrial develop-
ment cannot' be expcdited. So, the Ministry of
Energy & Power is to be urged for creating en
ergy from our own sources available in our country.

The next there are several points to be di
squssed before you, but my time is not un~>limited
and ultimately T point out to the failure on 2 very
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important problem, which has been noted with sen-
timent and emotion, in this house. This is in the m-
atter of taking effective measures to check the influx
of foreigners. The adjective of this measure can
be stated like ineffective, illegal unconstituticnal.
All these uneffective measures are created for chec-
king up the influx of foreign natioals., No patriotic
men in this country will differ that not a single fo-
reign national should be allowed to remain here,
But not a single Indian should be harassed in the
name of checking foreicn nationals. A large num-
ber of members of this Hon’ble House pointed out
that harassment is being done to the Indian natio-
nals and no effective measuaes are being taken to
bring about judicial procedure, how this infiltration
is to be checked. This thing has been brought to
the notice of the Chief Minister He said that ap-
propriate measure were being taken, But what is
the appropriate measures, Sir, in certain areas at
mid night people are taken out of their houses and
sent to the border. It is not at all a scientific system
of sending back the foreign nationals. Why the
Indian nationals, nobody should be taken away at

such hour and in such a manner. Even if our Ch-

-jef Minister is taken out all of a sudden at mid-

e e
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night, how he can prove that he is Shri Golap Bo-
rhora. If the Governor, Shri L. P. Sing is taken
out at mid-night, how he can prove that he is the
Governor, So also may be the case with us, the
members of the Assembly. No chance is given to
prove their identity. So, the present measures ta-
ken by the Janate Goveanmet for sending out the
foreign nationals are illegal, unconstitutional and
ineffective. And for this large number of compla-
ints have came to the Government to adopt a
judicial procedure in a scienititic way. e suould
see that the foreign nationals are to be checked.

We should see that the Indian Nationals in the
pame of infiltrators are not harrassed. The Chief

Minister said that the appropriate meas:tes are be-
ing taken but what is that appropriate measures
are being takeng every day. Tt is a great concern
that the people living in rural areas are taken aw-
ay to the Border areas at mid-night for deportation,
If the innocent people are taker away at mid-night,
there is little scope for them to prove that they
are actually Indian Natiopal. If the Chief Ministr
of Assam is taken out of his residence at mid-night,
he himself cannot prove that he is the Cheif Min-
ister of Assam, ( Laughter ), This isa very unsci-
entific and illegal method adopted for searching the

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foreign national. We request this August House
that the Indian Nationals are not harraseed in
this manner, We should be vigilant that not a si-
ngle foreign national is allowed to enter into our
State, Therefore, we must point out that lurge nu-
mber of complaints have come to the netice of the
Government regarding Bangladeshi national enteri-
ng into our State. We will have to see that the
actual Bangladeshi are spotted and deported therea-
fter. Before taking act:on for deportation, we must
see that he/she is actually foreign national. No
punishment should be iuflicted on the Indi:n natio-
nal in any form. Thousands of foreign nationals

are escaping the notice of the authority of the Po-

-lice Department. They donot know who is exactly

Bangladeshi or say, foreign nationals, but they ha-
rrass [ndians irrespective of caste and religion like
anything. I know some cases. Indian Nationals liv-
ing in interior villages in Goalpara are sent to Ka
rimganj. border for deportation. It is a fact that in
the name of foreign nationals, we are searching
our own men, There is a Border Security Force,
Are we not spending lakhs of ruppees for mainte-
nance of this Force ? What are they doing ?

W hat action Government proposes to solve this pro-
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blem? For this purposs, appropriate effective
measures should be taken so that people living in
different parts of the State are not harrassed.
But in the Governor’s Address, a reference has been
made with only 12 words in the last part of the
Address. This is not at all adequate measures und-
ertaken by the Government. We should see that
appropriate safeguards are given to then in regard
to their lives and property. In the Border area,
the policemen search from house to house at mid-
pight. This policy should be forthwith withdrawn,
When a specific charge is found to be true, only
in such case. they can be driven out. We have
seen recently in the local Newspaper that appro-
priate action is being taken to drive oyt mern
women and children from this State, During th;

last 31 years of Congress Regime, this problem

could not be solved, even the Janata Governm-

ent has done nothing in this direction

The planning sho-
uld be such that it will upiift the living condition
of our people. More cffective and proper planning
should be decided upon., Morcover, as far as the
Flan allocation is concerned, it was mentioned in
the Governor’s .\ddress that the Annual Plan Out-
lay is only of the order of Rs., 155 crores and 11
crores for the Hill Areas, This is a very sad state
of affairs as I say, because this was the Annual
Plan figure for last year also. We are facing the
mewnacing increase of population, If the plan alloc-
ation remains what it was in last year, the standard
of living of our masses will not improve. Qur
masses will remain poor and the backward places
will ncver be developed if more money is not in-
vested for our developmental work. Itisan estab-
lished fact that prices of all essential commodities
are rising alarmingly. li the Annval Plan alloca-
tion is not increased, the condition of the people
wili remain same what it was in the last year; The
Janata Go\ernment always is concerned about how
to increase the Plan allocation with the resources

May I know whether this is a proper form of the

So our Ministers, who are our leaders, should
not onlv run the country but also should be ideal
in their practice and prophetism; they should also
set example of democratic behaviour but that is
sadly wanting.

Then again enother
promise given to the country is to protect the rights
of the minorities particularly the scheduled castes and
schedﬁled tribes. It has been accepted as a special

responsibility of the Government under the Co-
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nstitution. that these two sect ons of the people having

been backward.and neglected for centuries should be

geven a new,status and a new sensc-of prestige. And

Mahatma Gandhi. spent a good part of his life in

uplifting the conditions of these down-trodden and
neglected people. Now, Sir, in the second booklet—-
The FIRST YFAR it has been stated ‘ the experience
of the last -5 yesrs has shown that enacting laws by
itself does not provide the sense of security Wwhich
these vulnerable sections of the community are enti-
tled to as citizens of a democratic couatry’” During
the 25 years it is said they have .sufiered from a
sense of insecurity and it has not been possible to
restore a sense of security amongst these people.
We also recognise that. By setting up the Minority
Commission, what has happened ? Why Shri fasan;
had to resign ?. He had to resign very soon because
of some vital difference with the Central Govern.
ment, The Minority Commission ‘set up by the
present Government  under the chairmanship of
Mr. Massani it is decared, will not only act as a

watchdog of the interests of all minorities, religious

as well as linguistic, but will also prevent discrimi-

nation against them in matters like voting, educa-
tion, housing, and employment, The protection

against discrimination is not merely in respect of

one citizen against another, ~:All this goes to under-
line the Government’s determination to ensure a
secular, democratic, united action’, ‘But what has
happened ? ' Has this Commission ‘been able to give
any sense of security amongst the minoritiesy I
want to ask this question. [n this' House, most of
the members iucluding some -member of the Janata
Party have expressed great anxiety over the treat-
ment meted out to certain sections of people. The
muslim minority and the Bengali speaking minority
who are 'suspected to be nationals of Bangladesh,
are being treated in the uafair manner as discussed
in the House. Why such a most serious situation
was allowed to develop ? 1 want to krow from the
Chief Minister whether this important question has
been referred to the Minority Commission. ‘1 have
never seen in my life that the indigenous muslims
would be so panicky and come lo ask ‘shall we be
able to live here’ ? Why this has happended ?
Under the Janata Government, there will be no
democratic values if this kind of situation is allowed
to continue, Vyhy this situation has come about ?
Sir, I put @ number of questions during the last

session t0 the hon. Chief . Minister as to whether
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Government were going to set up Tribunal in this
regard and he replied that the Government would
consider.thc matter. Many of the hon memb:<rs are
saying that the Bangla Desh natjonals, when they
come over, get mixed up with the other people.
On aecount of their physical features, ethnic religious
and other. Common Traits they are so identical
that it becomes very difficult to identify these persons.
But if some other foreigner comes, one can detect
him easily and deport him. But when people after
croséing Indo-Bangladesh torder get mixed up then
it becomes very difficult to identify them. So, for
this, tte whole thing should be subjected to judicial
scrutiny. It is a human problem. As Sri Fakrul
Islam and Shri Noorul Huda have said, this sort
of thing has created panic and a sense of insecurity
in the minds of the minorities. Why this has been
doney It is very cfficult to believe whether by |
setting up that Minority Commission we w'ill be
able to bring back the confidence to these sections
of people. 5o, I would urge upon the Chief Minis-
ter to set up some machinery immediately by which
all these cases can be subjected to judicial scrutiny.
This can be done under 2 laws, There is the

Indian Passport Act under which, if a man enters
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India from foreign country illegally, he can be
arrested even by an SI and produced before a
magistrate and if that person is found to have
entered India illegally, he can also be imprisoned.
There is also the Foreigners Act which has wide
powers; under the Foreigners’' Act the State Goverp-
meut is aufhorised by the Centre and the State
Government jn its turn can authorise some officers
to deal with the infiltrators.” Now to give this very
dangerous weapon to an SI to deal with, a great
deal of caution is necessary because the power may
be misused. The Government should see that any
power piven is exercised with much care and caution
that it is not misused. I see that the House has
expressed great anxiety on this score. Here
I have a suspicion that there is a sinister desion
at work otherwise how can certain media say in
categorical terms that very recently there have been
9 lakhs b‘an.gladeshi infiltrators 4} lakhs' Muslims
and 4 Hindu Bengalis.
