Shri Dulal Chandra Barua ( Minister )—The leader of the
opposition has not tried to realise the position.  We are not going
to do any harm ; we are not vindictive too, ( Vioces : this is not a
question of breach of drivilege ) why not ?  This is a breach of pri-
vilege. Sir, if any member disrespect the chair you can name him

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed—Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir, we have
shifted from one point to another.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua (Minister)—I am amused to see his
attitude,

Shri Mukut Sarma —You have shown it from this side of the

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua (Minister)—Yes, but we have main-
tained dignity of the House. I want to remind the hon’ble member
that he has shown disrespect to the House and the to chair. It
amounts to breach of privilege. - Hon’ble member has dishonoured the
House as well as the Chair. It is a clear case of breach of privllege.

Mr. Deputy Speaker—I point to Rule 297 of the Rules of Proce-
dure ahd Conduct of Business. It says “The Speaker may direct
any member whose conduct is in his opinion grossly disorderly to
withdraw immediately from the House, and any member so ordered to
withdraw shall do so forthwith and shall absent himself during the
remainder of the day’s meeting.” Then Rule 298 (i) says “The
Speaker may;, if he deems necessary, name a member who disregards
the authority of the Chair or abuses the rules of the House by persis-
tently and wilfully obstructing the business thereof”. In (2) it says
“If a member is so named by the Speaker. he shall forthwith put the
question that the member (naming him) be suspended from the service
of the House during the remainder of the session :

Provided that the House may. at any time, on a motion being
made, resolve that such auspension be terminated.”

Now (to Shri Golak Rajbangshi) are you ready to withdraw
the word ?
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Shri Golak Rajbangshi—1I had to intention (interruption),

Shri Mukut Sarma—He must be allowed to explain his position.

Indian Citizens were harrassed by the O, C. Paneri Police Station.
Why they were harassed ?

Shri Golap Borbora (Chief Minister)=The representation of
Sri Harendra Kumar Tarapdar was forwarded to the D.C,, Darrang,
Tezpur for enquiry and report, the spot enquiry has made by the DICh
Tezpur, S.P.,Tezpur, Subdivisional Officer, Mangaldoi, and Sub-divisional
Police Officer of Mangaldoi. The enquiry. reveals that on
19. 1. 79 202 Bangladesh nationals were deported from Nalapara
area which falls under the Rajgarh Mouza of Kalaigaon Circle,
Mangaldoi Sub-division. The list of deportees is at Annexure X.
On 21. 1. 79, certain persons of the locality physically obstructed

the Police Party of Paneri Police Station and ‘they had to be
dispersed by lawful means.
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Regarding the signatory of the representation the Deputy
Commissioner, Darrang  had shown the original representation to

Shri Harendra Kumar Tarapdar and he was asked whether he

signed the said representation. Shri Tarapdar admitted that the
representation  was submitted by him. On being further asked
whether he had any personal knowledge of the contents of the
representation, he stated before the Deputy Commissioner, Darrang,
that he bad no personal knowledge of the contents of the represen-
tation and that certain persons of the locality brought the represen-
tation and asked him t6 put his signature on it which he accordingly
did.

95th February, 1979 under the caption “1200 bags of cement become

_ unfit for use.”

*Shri Zahirul Islam ( Minister )——Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir.
Govt’s attention has been drawn to the news item appearing in the
Assam Tribune of 25th Feb/79 under caption “1200’ bags of cement
become unfit for use.” It is not correct that 1200 bags of cement
became unfit for use entirely. The fact of the matter is that between
April 1974 to June 1976, the Town Planning Organisation procured
15,712 bags of cement. Out of which 13,782 bags were utilised in
Departmental works till May 1977. The Town & Country Planning
Deptt. was if furcated into two wings viz. Planning Wing and Engineer-
ing Wing in 1974. The Engineer-in-charge of Engineering Wing of

Town Planning Organisation thereafter disposed of another 641 bags

of cement on loan to Reserve Bank of India, Public Health Engineer-
ing Deptt. and also to two individuals—Sri I. M. Chetia, Executive
Engineer, Town Planning Organisation and Sri P. K. Baishya, Under

Secretary, between May-June 1977. The prices of cement issued on/ i

loan has been received and deposited except an amount of Rs. 381.92
which is due from Shri P. K. Baishya. Under Secretary, He has
been instructed to pay up urgently. Thus balance stock in godown
was 1289 bags. Out of which 280 bags of cement was reported as
caked by Executive Engineer, Drainage and Sewerage Division on
8.9.77 to Town Planner, Assam.

The Engineering Wing of Town Planning Organisation was
abolished on 93.7.77 and Town Planner, after consulting Govt. gave
wide publicity to Govt, Deptt. and he disposed of another 562 bags
leaving 727 bags as balance in stock. This 727 bags were already
deteriorating and none of the Govt. Deptts. wanted to take them.
Théy could not be given to publi\c also because of that condition.

The Govt. in Town and Country Planning Deptt, - was not
satisfied with the manner in which the procurement and disposal
of cement was handled by the Executive Engineer-in-charge of

*Speech not corrected
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Engineering Wing and as such an enquiry was made by the Joint
Secretary, Town & Country Planning Department. On the basis of
the enquiry report as well as of the facts reported by the Accountant
General Assam in his review note, it has been decided to draw
up departmental proceedings against the then Executive Engineer-
in-charge of the then Engineering Wing which is now under
process.

In the meantime Town Planner, Assam reported that the balance
stock in Godown is now unfit for use and moved Govt. for writing

off the value Rs.15,498.21 has been proposed.

Speaker, Sir,
the Assam Sugar Mill has got a history, a peculiar and unprece-
dented history. The foundation stone of this Sugar Mill was laid

by the then Chief Minister, Shri Mohendra Mohan Choudhury.

1S the background of it. Now I would like to clarify two matters.
One hon’ble member has brought allegation about Bagobahar and
aboyt this, the hon’ble member met me few days back and he
Mmentioned about this and I assured him that the matter would be
enquired into and I said that if the allegations are found to be
true, drastic disciplinary action against the officers would be taken.

Civil construc-
tion works in respect of the main factory building, machine
foundations, guest house, spray pond was awarded to M/s. Assam
Government Construction Corpn. Itd. The order for supply, execu-
tion and erection supervision and commissioning of the plant was
awarded to M/s. Saraswati Industrial Syndicate, Haryana and an
agreement in this regard was drawn up on 238.7.78 between the
Company and the said supplier.’ Sir, at the material time, i.e., in
the year 1971-72 I was the State Minister for Industries and in
any case I was not connected with this, The Cabinet Minister
for Industries at that time was Shri Biswadev Sarma and he was
in charge of these industries, The total cost of the project
which was originally assessed in October, 1975 at Rs. 540 lakhs
has since gone up and the same is now estimated at Rs, 724,54
lakhs.

Sufficient cane could not be crushed as, by the time the sugar
mill started its trial runs, bulk of sugarcane had been converted
into juggery. In addition, the difficulties in the transportation
of cane cropped up at the last moment as the trucks were
requisitioned because of election and the contractors could not
place the trucks for transportation of cane.

During the first phase of trial runs defects were noticed in the
centrifugals and Turbo-alternator and these were rectified, The
erection of remaining parts of machineries continued till 3rd week of
December, 1977. The 2nd phase of test/trial runs were undertaken
on 23.12.77 and these continued till 81.12.77. The factory started
commercial production from 1.1.78 till 26.1.78. During the period
from 93.12.77 till 26.1.78, 6334.33 M.T. sugarcane was ‘crushed and
9374 M.T white sugar and 100.7 M.T. brown sugar was produced.
As a result, the cash losses during the year (1977-78) is 25.48 lakhs
and anticipated further loss in the year (1978-79)is 100.00 lakhs.
The performance was poor mainly because of (1) inadequate supply
of cane and (2) defect in Machine particularly in cane carrier,
centrifugal and turbo-alternator (3) non development of Feeder Road.
Sir, the feeder roads are not perennial roads and these are only
seasonal roads. Sugarcane in this area is grown on hillocks and
many inaccessible areas from where transportation of cane to the
factory is extremely difficult unless served by a ‘net work of feeder
roads. The company has in fact started construction of feeder roads
in phased manner. The scheme taken by Cachar Sugar mill Ltd. for
construction of feeder rood is as under :—

Things improved in 1978-79 and from 16.1.79  to 28.2.79 the
Company could crush 20,621 M.T. of cane and produced 156556.8 M.T.
of white sugar. It is expected to reach a level of 25,000/26,000 M.T.
of crushing by the end of the season.

Brown sugar which is produced at the end of each season is
reprocessed in the next season to produce white marketable sugar.
This quantity of white sugar produced in a particular year includes
production from brown of the previous year. The conversion of
ratio of brown sugar to white sugar is about 75% to 80%.

The Mill can run upto its rated capacity of 1250 M.T. per day
provided that the available cane can be brought to the factory By

- overcoming the transport difficulties. In fact the Mill has already

crushed 20,621 M. T. upto 28.2.79 and may end up with 25,000/26,000
M.T. this season.

The company expects to crush a total quantity of 70,000 M.T.
in the next year i.e. 1979-80.

The Compa.ny has made arrangement for cultivation on Ceiling
Surplus Land allotted to it and also on growers’ field, The area for
next year is expected to be:

Out of the above, 70,000 M.T. of cane is likely to be received by the
Mill in 1979-80. :

The company has already received possession of 21,280 bighas
of Ceiling Surplus land and allotment of further 13,900 bighas is under
consideration. All these could happen because an efficient MD
has been placed incharge of this Mill. The corrupt officers are being
gradually removed.

The company took up captive cultivation in 500 acres of Ceiling
Surplus land at Bidyanagar, Serispore and Maniknagar in 1977-78.
The output of the captive farms suffered due to late planting, bad
weather condition and other difficulties.

The total expenditure on the farms so far incurred Rs; 9,81,763,25.
This was financed with loan assistance from United Bank of India
(Rs. 8,51,031.85),
