In the month of January; 1979 the new Bongai-

: gaon G. R. P. recovered 6 (six) pieces of elephant tu-

sks which appaared to be of two tusks when. ]oxned
together. On receipt of this information, the I/O ac-
companied by A. C. F. and Asstt, Engineer went
there and examined the two tusks but the zoo autho-
rity did not identify tze same as the tusks missing
from the zoo Museum, The two tusks were recovered
from one Babu Lak Jain and Om Prakash Jain of
Rajasthan, But they also could not give satisfactory
account as to how taey got the tw, tusks: They
also arrested as it was suspectod that these two per-

sons belonged to a gang dealing with stolea elephant tusks.

Shri N. C. Chakravarty, IFS D, F.O. incharge of
700 took over charge of the zoo including the Museum
in May, 1,78. His predecessor, Shri S. L Kazi, the
then D. F, O., made Botanical Asstt, Shri N. C;
Das responsible for the upkeep and for looking after
the exhibits of the Museum "vide his standing order
Jated 24-5-78, Shri Chakravarty, the present D. F: O:
