The Assam Govt. was never satisfied the way
this royalty was fixed. Even our ex-Chief Minister
moved a Memorandum on 6. 1. 78 about the imbala-
nces and irrationality of ;:oyalty fixed: Perhaps Hon’-
ble Member also knows it very well because he
has studied a lot in this matter, Under Section 6 of
Oil Field Regulation Development Act, 1969 it
was laid down that the Central Govt, will fix
the royalty at a rate not exceeding 20% of the
sale price of mineral oil. But the royalty was
fixed more or less at the rate of 10% as price rate.
Naturally the State Govt. was aggrieved. In 1972
the royalty was assessed at 10% of the full posted
price of the middle east crude so long it was
dispute regarding percentage. After 1972 when
the price of crude went up, it was seen that we
could get even at 10% higher than what was
given Ly the Central Govt. So, Assam Govt.
moved the then WUnion  petrolium Minister
Shri D. K Baruah who was given a Memor-
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‘andum and the Assam Government’s demand was

placed before the Central "Govt. But, in 1976,
they ( the Central Govt. ) departed from all
accepted principles end the matter was referred
to Prime Minister and without adhering to any

principle which was followed earlier or conceding

‘our demand at the rate of 20% an award was

given fixing arbitrarily the royalty at Rs: 42/-

_A'gainst that the them Govt: also moved and

a Memorandum was placed before the Govt;
When we - come to power the matter was taken
up by the C;M: He.also followed the earlier
course of action that was adopted by' our
prcdecessors, to point out imbalances. The Umo:&
Petrolium Minijster assured that when the question
of revision will come in 1980 all matters will be
discussed. In the meantime also, we are gitting
in touch with the Gujrat Govt. which is the

of the Janata Government iSs a mere propaganda
Sir, th’ey" should not have pointed out such accy-
sing fingers at us. Their party is now in the name
of certain persons; Earlier we heard it was ‘Reddy

. Congress’, then it was after -the mame of Soder

Sarwan Singh and after that Indira Congress js

" .. there; A few .days back it was stated that S. Swarap

Singh.. Congress and Indira Congress will be uniteq
and the newspapers also .state that unless Mrg
Indira Gandhi is made the President of the uniteq
Cohgress there cannot be any unity; As the signs
show Congress man is going to be united and join
Mrs Gandhi’s Congress; So, perhaps, it will be
rather the fittest observation, if I say that their
party is interested only in personalities; Therefore

‘Sir, when a party -is interested on a ‘personality
- there' cannot be democracy: I have referred this
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matter only because they have raised it: Now about
the border situation, I want to explain the position
before the House because it is my people who have
been murdered, it is our people who have been
uprooted, it is our people who lost their lives; On
15th and lo¢th January, we had the oportunity of
visiting the border areas and we obtajned a list of

the deceased and also obtained a list of arrested

persons perhaps we should go into the details and
find out or discover the trend on which this
situation has taken a turn; Sir, out of the deceased
and lost on 15th January 79 the Govt, have listed
the member to be 48. Out of these 48 the killed
people are classified caste-wise as flows: Bodos 29,
Nepalis (2 and Assamese 3, ex-tea garden
labourers 2, one Biharee and one rﬁcmber from
Karbi Anglong and out of a_ll these, 42 members
are male and 6 are females. They have been
living iu Assﬁm for ages and we have been living
in Assam for ages and we know the Nagas, There
are many records which say that it is the Nagas
who intrude our land. It is a recognised fact all
over the world: When we visited these border
areas, we saw a large number of people in hospital

and they also corroborated that the persons who
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were k.illed,r were killed by th: Nagas. But the

Nagas have a reputation of performing a neat-trick

in killing, and they are not used to mutilating

the body by severing limb, such as cutting away
the leg or hand and throw it away. So, these

peculiar - ways of murder must be verified - whe-

‘ther these were commited by Nagas only or
~others are involved in this. But the persons whom

we met in border areas said that it was not the
Nagas but our ngali 7 brethren who Killed our
people. Sir, we were told by certain people there,

‘that these Nepaleese came there about 21 years

ago and some of them as recently as six months
ago. When we visited these areas, the people
living there said that these Nepaleese were brou-
ght there by certain persons viz. Sri Binode
Bhuyan and Sri Bhupen Rava., We told the Sub-
Divisiogal Officers of Golaghat, that the said two
persons might have brought these Nepali people
at the fees of Rs. 25/- ayear and Sir, Sri Binode
Bhuyan belong to Congress Party and he was a
Councillor and Sri Bhupen Rava is sych .a' type

of person that he can speak in 5o many lan-

guages, Sir, I do not know whether this Binode )

Bhuyan is really a social worker, Sir, under the
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active co-operation of these two people, the Nepa-
]eése were” given settlement there and at the same
time the Nagas encroached our land. Sir, these
encroachers were charged a cash toll of Rs: 50/- a
year. This system of payment has continued for
so many years; This time. Sir, somshow, the
people had objected to the system of this case-toll
of Rs. 50/- a year. This state of things and some
other relevant things were highlighted. Sir, it is
reported so for that only 21 Nagas were arrested.
Basides this, 16 were Nepaleese, 2 were ex-tea
garden labourers. Sir, the people from Nepal are
still coming to our state and brought into Mizoram
and brought into Nagaland to clear the jungles.
Sir, this Goveinment has completely failed to
safeguard the interest of our people. Because its
“Intelligence wing” has failed of provid advance
information, which may faceilitate protective actions.
On the other hand Sir, we were surprised how the
Moscow Radio could broadcast the news of massacre
only after 24 hours of its occvrance, Even we heard
the news bing broadcast by B. B. C. And as a
matter of fact, Sir, I can say that the Intelligence
Services of Government of India and the Govern-
ment of Assam did not contemplate what may be
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goingon~in. our Borders. Sir, when we visited
the border -areas, we personally -interrogated the
Superintendeat of Police and he had flatly denied
that they had.not received any advance information
about this - incident. Sir, it is a fact that the-
Superintendent of Police had to appraise the
Assembly Committee on Schedule Caste and
Schedule Tribes with the facts and the steps
required to be taken by Government, Here, Sir, we
were. reported -that the Chief Secretary in Dispur
have been tremling in fear, and the Superintendent
of Polics did not have the power to take any action
and he further asserted that it is the Home
Secretary, who is to direct us for action, Sir, I
have personally pointed out this position to the
Chief Minister, The Hon‘ble Chief Minister had
kindly said that he had informed the Central
Government about this matter. Sir, we had been
reported that people were murdered at random.,
We had also been told that some raiders severed
the heads of people in one place, severed the hands
of other people in another place and severed the
legs of some other people in another place,

Therefore; Sir, I hope, all Hon’ble -Members of this

House would agree with me that a good job is
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not done by our Govt. According to the manner
of murders, it must have been done by the people
from outside These utsiders are the Napaleese.
Sir, T have explajned in detail on this issue. It is
a fact, Sir, that these Nepaleese do not reside and
settle permanently in one place. Their settlement
is entirely on temporary tasis. ' The land once
occupied by the old Nepaleesé are again occupied by
new Nepaleese aad the Nagas preferred to utilise the
Napaleese, So, Sir, this is the factual position, There-
fore, Sir, we bave to sce if really any big power is be-
hind this issue. Sir, there are some rumours that du-
ring this massacre, the Christians were not touched,
only the Hindus were touched. Why these rumours
were being allowed to'be spread ? Why this corrup-
tion in news has been brought in ? It is pefhaps the
activities of the non-Christians to bring bad name
to the Christian Community as a whole. I know,
Sir, the Nagas who are not Christians, are supposed
to be the Semas and at present in Nagaland, the
Semas and the Rengmas are directly piaying
opposition politics and these people would even
sabotage the discussions between the Government
of Assam and the Government Of Nagaland,
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‘Therefore, those people Who have tried to propagate
that christians are behind this are absolutely wrong.
I would like to refer to hon‘ble member Shri
Idris who said about minoritees and in every issue
people are trying to involve the christians. I object
to this aad we as christians, we have faith in this
country and we would like to work for the unity
and progress of the country;

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I had brought in certian concret cases as to how

blacké'topped :roads in my .constituency, :.I am now
happy to say that there is now atleast 1 k.m.
black-topped road ti‘my constituency. We find
in‘ the Advisory Council that Rs. 95 lakhs haye

" been allocated for roads in the tribal areds under
* tribal sub Plan, but till this year, this fund is

not separately allocated for tribal area develop-
ment. About Education, we have found now that
the total allocation under the head— Edycation

" during 1978-79 was Rs. 325 lakhs and out of
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that we were informed that Rs; 125 lakhs would
be utilised for tribal education. Over and above this

we have come to understand that last year the
previous government had made proposal for 87.50
lakhs under the Additiv Scheme which was to
be demanded from the Central Government. But
these scheme were taken to Delhi for discussion
with the National ¢lanning Yevelopment organistion.
But these sehemes have not been traced out in the
office of the Government of Assam till August,
1978. If this be the fund position, that is allocatcd
for tribals, we do not know what the tribals
should do by staying in the State of Assam. After
1963 there is not a single Bodo medium teacher
appointed; Few days back the DPI and his
officers came for discussion with Bodo Sahitya
Sabha and there it was disclosed that though as
a common and normal process the demand of such
teachers should have been made since 1968, no
demand for Bodo-medium teachers were made by
the DPI. So, I would request the pfesent Government
through you that these anomalies should be removed
immediately. While concluding, I wish to refer to
one-line paragraph at page-19 which has drawn

the attention of the members in a vociferous manner,
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- @Our friend, Shri Fakrul Islam has made a very

good point; he said that if at midnight, the Chief

‘Minister is aroused and deported as a Bangladeshi

he will not have the chance to proe himself as an

Indian citizen. Sir, it is very true and we the

aborigins of Assam have to view this situation in
avery dispassionate manner. I also appeal to the
hon‘ble . members of this House to think about
the position of Assam now. In 1971, the total
bopullation of Assam was supposed to be 148
lakhs, and according to this, the tribal popultion
was i5 lakhs, that is almost 1i% in the Plains
‘and in the hills the -population was 5 lakhs, that
is about 5%. Similarly, if we go to the tea gar-
dens and we considerd tea garden tribal labou-
rers snd ex-tea garden labourers asa group, they
say and claim that there are 40 lakhs of them.
Similarly, the Nepalis claim that there are 20
lakhs Nepalis in Assam ; and the census figures
say that there are atleast 28 lakhs muslim popu-
lation in Assam and tsere are about 20 lakhs
Beagalis in Assam. So, Sir, all these figures after .
totalling comes to 123 lakhs remain on an average
who are of Assamese origin. In this connection,
I would like to refer to the action taken by the

West Bengal Government and some of my friends
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had _refcfred to the. incident of Marisjhapi. what
is the position ? The issue there”héi:s'been refe-
rred and some members were criticiSiﬁé the action
taken by the CPM Governament in West Bengal,
But let us not make it a political jssue.

Bengal. These people now ‘at Dandakaranya are

*from Pakistan or Banladesh as the case ‘may be,

they must be havmb thexr relatxves m West Bengal
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and so it is very natural for them to want to

live in West Bengal but the CPM Gcvernment

for various reasons have been compelled to send
them - back to Dandakaranya. Sir, I have referred
how illegally people were settled in Assam ; every
one of the tribal belts and blocks have been
‘occupied:

Sir, I now wish to refer to the law and

of our people died under the sum without any
shelter in Gohpur area in the district of Darrang

died because of land and now we gather that at
Gohpur where these people are there since 1970,

Sir, if this be the state im Assam
where the tribals are a matter of refection
what would be the fate of the tribals in Assam ?

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has referred to the peace in Assaam and Nagaland
border. I say, peace at what cost ? They say that
they have made an agreenient in 1672— was it an
agreement to give away 5 KM of land from Assam
boundary inside Assam ? Was it peace by ignoring
the fact that Dimapur has been the land of the
tribals, land of the Bodos where our last capital
was located ¥ Who gave the previous Govt. of
As;am the permission to give away Dimapur
without asking ~us ? Therefore, Sir, I demand that
the tribal areas now that have gone in fo the
Nagaland must be brought back to Assam and no
Government of Assam or any one else has any
richt to give away Dimapur to the Nagas, Sir,
this way the tribals are allways violated and
therefore T have nothing but remorse, to express
my confidence on this Government, e hear that
in democracy when failures are there thc Goverp-
ment resigns and I also had a desire to dcmand
