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A counsignmet of Bitumen containing 164
drums ( 27.05 M., Ton) was reccived by Executive
Engineer PWD. Barpeta Division on 22.11.78 as
despatched by A.0.C. vide R/R No, A 206003,
against the said supply order. Out of above quan-
tity so drums of bitumen were taken for utilisation
in the works of Metalling and blacktipping on
Bashbari Mathanguri Road leading to Manash
Game Sanctury ; sanctioned under C.R.F. pro-
gramme. 22 drums were used in the first coat
surfacing work in 3rd, 7th and, 8th Kmon 21,12.78
and 28-12-7» Total length covered was 194 metres, in
all the kilometres stated above. As per report of the
sectional Officers, S.D.0. and Executive Engineer in
charge of the work, the bitumen in question was
heated to about 260 F to 280 F. prior to spreading
on the road surface: The above temperature is
within the permissible limit of 250 F to 900 F for
this particular grade of Bitumen known as
Indosphalt ‘C’ 60/70;

Immediately after spreading of the bitu-

men pea gravels ( Small stone j were spreded and

rolled with Road Roller of 8/10 tons capacity:

When traffic was allowed to pass over the com-

pleted surfaces, it was observed  that most of the
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Pea-gravels started coming out from the Bitume-
nous binders. Immediately further surffacing work

with this particular bitumen was stopped.

Executive Engineer has sent a telegram

to A.O.C. on 25.2.79 requesting Assam oil com-

pany to send their expert for necessary inspect-

‘ion and varific-ation of the quality of the Bitu-

nen. A telegrum has also been sent by the Addl
Chief Engineer to A.O.C. for the same purpose
on 28,279. A sample of the bitumen has also
been sent by the Executive Engincer Barpeta Div-
ision to the Departmental Road Research Lubo-
ratory on 26.2.79. for testing.

Out. of 164 drums received by the Exe-
cutive Engineer against above consignment, 32
drums ' were used on Basbari Mathanguri Road
and 88 drums for patch repairning works on diff-
erent roads: Balance 54 drume are atill in hand

and its use has been stopped.

The Addl. Chief Engineer acconpanied by
the Superinfending Engineer Gauhati Circle has
juspected the affectcd portion of the road on

33,79 and found that the condition of the road
surface had deteriorated and in their view the
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Bitumen used in that stretch is not upto the

required standard.

The department will take a final view on

the matter after receipt of the reports from the
Road Research Laborutory and from the experts

of A.(Q.C. Digboi.

Sir, I wel-
come the Resolution for ratification of the 45th
Constitution ( Amendment ) Bill because this 45 th
Constitution ( Amendment ) Bill is a big step to
dismantle the institution which Shrimati Indira
Gandhi and her notorious caucus tried to build
up through the 42nd Constitution ( Amendment ):
The purpose of the 45 th Constitution (Amendment)
Bill is to restore the parliamentary democrecy and

to prevent recurreace of those dark days, I mean

the period between June, 26, 1975 up to early March,
1977. During those days, Mr. Speaker, Sir, you
will kindly recall that freedom of the Press was
muzzled completely and more than a lakh of people
were detained under the lawless law called MISA,
which the great parliamantarian Shri H V Kamath
described as the maintenance of Indira- Sanjay Act:
Qir. lakhs of people were _arrested, and the
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democratic rights of the people of India were
completely scuttled. These are the things, the
repetitions of which we do not like, and both
the Houses of Parliament in their wisdom have
brought in this amendment. Sir, let us recall as
to how this 42nd Constituion ( Amendment ) which
was passed into an Act, was introduced. in the
Parliament during those dark days. This is rather
clear submission before the House that the 42nd
Constitution ( Amendment ) Act was the product
of insatiable hunger for power and grotesque
exhibition of the lust for power and greatest form
of anti-people outrage which are the reminiscent of
the days eof fascism and dictatorship of Hitler
and Mussolini. The 42nd Constitution (Amendment)
Act represented an evil in the body-politic in
our country and it was an attempt to perpetuate
the dynastic hegemony of one individual and one
family through the rubber-stamp Parliament, which
was also called the captive Parliament in those days.
The 42nd Amendment Bill was nothing but a
declaration of war against people of India. [ wish
to recall that in those dark days the slogan of

one country, one nation and one .leader was
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raised, which was reminiscent of the fascists, cry
of Hitler’s Germany between 1933 to 1945,

Shri Noorul Huda : — Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir, I was
telling that the slogan which was raised during the
emergency was one country, one nation and one

" leader and during 1975-77 when we were in jail
this slogan reminded us of the dictatorial regime
of Adolf Hitler in Germany during 1933-45 up
to the fall of Third Reich, That is why our

party, CPI ( M) in Parliament, when this Cons-
titution Bill was discussed some time back during

last year, demanded and the people expected that
the Janata Government would repeal the 42nd

Constitution ( Amendment) lock stock & barrel:
We expected and demanded that the unconstitu-
tional, illegal and unlawful provisions of the
42nd Constitution Amendment would be totally
scrapped. But to our amazZement we find that
since the two congress parties fjointly enjoy

temporary majority in the Rajya Sabha, the Janata
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party dragged its feet and thought of arriving
at a decision by compromise and consensus with
the same people who had perpetrated ghastly
crimes against humanity, with the same people
who did not express sorrow or shame over what
had happened during the emergency. Rather they
gloated over the so-called gains of emergency:
That is why we are very much sorry that 42nd
Amendment was not repealed and the undemocratic
provisions the most undemocratic and obnoxious

provisions of the 42nd Act were not scrapped.

Now Sir, when I describe our reservations,
first of all our reservation is about emergcncy
provision; You know Sir, — I am going back again
to the 42nd Amendment Act because it preceded
the 45th Amendment Bill and because of 4.nd
Amendment, we have before us the 43th Amendment
Bill for ratification, the essence of the 42nd
Amendment institutionalisation of emergency,
Here in the Bill certain safeguards have been
incorporated so that provision fcr declaration of
emergency is not misused. For cxample, in ‘this
Bill it has been incorporated that the Cabinet has

to tender a written adyice to the President. you
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will recall Sir, Shrimati Irdira Gandhi the then
Prime Mnister had declared the State of Emer-
gency without consultation with the Cabinet,
without consultation  with the senior mem-
bers of her Cabinat or with the Congress working
Comnmittee at that time, That is why. this particalar
provision has been incorporated that the Cabinet
has to tender a written advice to the President..
Secondly Sir, another feature, another safegu-
ard is that within one month of ths declaration
of the emergency it must be ratified by bcth
Houses of Parliament by 2/3 rd majority as is the
requirement in- any Constitutional Amendment .
Thirdly, there is another provision or safeguard,
i. e, if the Lok Sabha fecls that the ¢ ntinu-
ance of emergency is not proper it can adopt a
resol ation to that effeect Ly a bare majority calli ng for
revocation by the President and the Prosident will
be bouid to revoke the proclamation of ems:raency.
The last afeguard is that if iG% of the membership of
the Loka Sabha want at any stage of time, they can
requisition a special sescion of the Loka Sabha and
withip 14 days of the notice of such requisition they

can pags or adopt a resnlution for reyocation of the
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emergency and the President is bound to revoke
the state of emergency. Sir, in the 45th Constitutional
Amendment Bill in place of internal disturbances,
the words, ‘armed rebellion, has been incorporated.
Now, Sir, who is to define this ‘armed rebellion’ ?
In our humble submission, if there is the slightest
loophole in the Constitution, we have seen to our
bitter experience that loophole is again and again
misused by the majority in the Parliament to
crush the opposition. So, this talk cabout armed
rebellion’, any group of persons, any individual
or group of people can provoke or start
provocation some 2/3/5 or a dozen agent provocateurs
can throw some bombs in different places of the
country and conjure an armed rebellion: There
is no safeguard against such eventuality Not only
that. Suppose, Sir, we have also seen, and it
is our experience during the emergency, Ssuppose
that the majority in the Parliament allege, mark
my word, allege’ that there 1is a rebellion in a
part of the " country then that majority of
the Parliamentarians through this allegation can
conjure a state of ‘armed’ rebellion’ in a part of

the country and the state of emergency can be
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declared: So ‘what we wanted, Sir, we wanted or
Tather our patty wanted that emergency should
be “declared ‘only in case of “aggressionby-a foreign
-power ‘Or in ‘case ‘of actual war with any foreign
power. ‘We do not want ‘that ‘this kind of internal
disturbance ‘or armed -rebellion should 'be there
in ‘the ‘Coustitution because Smti. ~Indira Gandbi,
and ‘may-be, in future 1 do not-know-whether she will
come back, ‘we would wish-and/try our best so that
that lady does:not .come'back ‘again ; but, suppose,
Sir, another 'lady or -another gentleman. of her
nature game back to 'power and these words ‘armed
rebellion’ or ‘internal disturbance’ can be conjured
up and he orshe can ‘maaipulate the overwhelming
majority of the Parhamentar.ans and declare a
state of emergency in the whole conntry with what
disastrous effect you very ‘well know and the
whole: ‘Hoase knows; our Hon'bie Chief Mnister
and some of our colleagues, ir, Islam, Mr.
Lektieswar ‘Gohain and from our side Mr Biresh
Misra, Mr, Naren Dutt:, some of the Janata
Members, some of the RC?I Members ( except
all those inthe Congress (1) know what disastrous

effect this state of affairs had, lakhs and lakhs
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of innocent people were detained without trial
for moths and months together, to the extent of 20/21
months, and these persons including some national
leaders like ShriJaya Prakash Nzrayan, and the pre
sent Prime Minister of India; Shri Jaya Prakash Nara-
yan was at the sick bed at that time in June, 1975,
that you know, Sir, That is why we wanted that
only in case of aggression by foreign power or
in case of actual war between our country and

any other country the state of emergency should
be declared, otherwise not;

Our next reservation is in the case of preventive
detention provisionin the Couostitution. Sir, I was
a student in 1949-50 and I tasted the hated
Security Act at that time, In 1549 August I was
jailed for a conple of weeks without tyial Now,
Sir, that was in 1949 before the Constitution,
this Constitufion came into operation. Sir, after
the 26th of January 1550 and till the other day,
i. e, 1978, Febrnary (] hope ‘during the Jast
one year there was not much detention withoyt

That is why we
have seen that the Preventive Detention Act under
whatever name you call it, is always directed
against the political opponents, always directed
against the struggling Trade Unions, always directed
against the democratic unions and peasants struggle
including the students, women’s struggle all over
the country; and, that is why, Sir, we say that
this is a very obnoxious piece of legislation and
this should pot find a place in our Constitution;
Sir, the normal period of detention has been cut
down from 3 to 2 months. That is only, Sir, a
kind of sugar coating that has been given that
the normal period of detention Las been cut
down from 3 to 2 months and I would dare say
that there is no other democratic country in the
world which has institutionalised preventive defention
provision in its Constitution. Tam not mentioning
the Socialist countries but we boast of the mother
of Parliamentarian Democracy- the United Kingdom
Unpited States or France or Germany
other country where you will

ot find such a piece of legislation and our friend

Mr. Mukut Sharma and his party always gloat
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over the fact that they have established democracy
in our country. It is an obnoxious provision and
the Hon'ble Supreme Court has repeatedly said
that institution of Preventive Detention starts
where the rule of law onds, Rule of law is the
main thing, The rule of law and the Preventive
I"etention Act are naturally incompatible and Sir,
in my humble submission cannot be possibly .
reconciled and also our party leaders while discussing

the measures in the Parliament repeatedly, during
the Session of the House, have drawn the attention

of the House and I would humbly like to draw
the attention of this House that so lonmg as you
have not done away with the Preventive Detention
Act in any form you c.naot establish the Ruje
of Law. Because any petty dictator, wheiher it is
Smti. Indira Gandhi or it is some other leader
(now we hear that the Congress Party will come

So, any petty dictator by enacting MISA
and some other piece of legislation can arrest
people. So the lawyers have defined that Preventive

Detention means detention when there is no

_inténtion to charge a person with crime. When

there is no evidence against a man, we say P.O;
Act is obnoxious tothe rule of law. It has also
been provided that an Advisory Board with a
sitting Judge and two other retired Judges would
be constituted and unless they recommend for
further detention beyond 2 months, toe detention
lapses. Sir, we were in jail. I do not know Sir,
where you had been at that time. Comrade Biresh
Misra, our present Revenue Minister and others
were in jail: Our experience was that Shri S, C,
Sinha wino adorns the (Qpposition Bench now,
had consticuted an Advisory Committee with a
sitting Judge as Chairman. 1 am not casting
aspersion. And at that time Shri Mukut Sarmah
was enjoyiag our discomfiture. He was very ncar
the Nowgong Special Jail. He was also very much
active at that period: Sir, a Judge was appointed at
that time by the Honourable for mer Chief Minister
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to go irto. whether any injustice was done, to any
person. Honourable Justice Shri K. Saikia was a
member of. that Advisory Board, and that Advisory
Board I dare say could not acquit a single
person bcause of the fact that they had no other
materials than whatever the police or C, I D.
or the Intelligence Branch had. produced before
them. There was no other material Sir. In our
case we appeared at-the Nowgong Circuit House
and stated abOut tbe injustices done to us and
yet none of us was acquited. Later on after one
or two months Shri. Baharul Islam the then
Chairman of that Advisory Board bas visited us
in the jail. We asked Shri Baharul Islam “Why
you have become the Chairman of this Advisory
Board where you have been dictated to by certain
police officers  Sir this kind of body has got no
value, because their existence in 1975,76 and 77
was completely unfelt, as they could not release
any detenu. JYhat is why such Advisory Bodies
aud the provision of such Detention Act will be
an anathema to -any Democratic seystem;

My wuext reservation is regarding abyse or
misuse of Axticles 356 to 300, It means President’s
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unlimited power to interefere in the working of the
Sté,tes. Articles 356 to 360 were put to use in 1959
by which a populariy elected Ministy in Kerala,
after 2} years of its existence uander the leadership
of Comrade Namoodiripad was dismissed by Jate
Shri Jawaharlal Nehru at the instigation of Shri-
mati Indira Gandhi, who was the Presidect of the
Indian National Congress. It was a united front
Ministry and in that Ministry Communist Party
of India and other smaller ijérties also pérticipated.
[n the 45th Constitutional Bill ths period was limi-
ted to one year only. It is our expeiience that the
Govt. which are not liked by Central Govt. are
dismissed under these provisions, That is why we
want Arts. 356-360 should be deleted lock, stock
and barrel. Since democratic rights of citizens
and the autonomy of the States are guaranteed
there is no reason - why Arts, 35°-360 be there
which give unlimited powers to the President, which
go against the very sense of federal structure of the
country, Sir, in case of Central Goyt, the provisions
of these Articles are not used. Supposing Sir, if the
ruling party loses majority in the Parliament there

Is no provision of imposing President’s Tul®
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throughout the country, ©Only in the case of
a State whether it is Assam or any other State

the provisions of these Articles would be put to
use, if it loses majority in the House: Fortunately,
in Assam the Congress party maintained semblance
of stabilty in the Govt. I don’t know whether the
Janata Govt:; at present has 50 per cent stabi]ity,"
Secondly, if West Bengal, Kerala, Punjab, Tamil
Nadu ruled by other parties which cannot see eye to
eye with the Central Govt, they may intervene. In
U.P. some years back when the provincial armed
constabullery revolted the Central Govt. had to
intervene and replaced the Chief Minister. It indi-
cates that even the ruling party is not safe not to spe-
ak of othefs. You will have to toe the policy of the
Prime Minister and the Cential Govt. 100 Percent
otherwise you are not safe. That is why we want that
Artcle 355 to 360 should be done away with as
these are not necessary. Sir, I want to conclude
by saying that we support the resolution and the
provision of referendum. Referendum is a provi-
sion which we support. Ours is a country which
has been ruled by a minority party for the last 3]
years; Fven the Janata party which is ruling the
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country now is a minority party. Due to the
multiplicity of the pelitical parties, any party obtain-
ing 359 to 40% votes, can get absolute majority
in the Parliament or in the State and then rule it:
The otherday Shri: Umaruddin, the hon. member
of this House was asking the. Chief Minister whether
the:latter has 357 votes at his credit. I would say
here that during the last 31 years the Congress Party
could never obtain absolute majority of votes; The
maximur they had got was 44 percent. In Bengal
and some other States they had to remain content
only with 30-35% votes. My- last point is about the
right to work and I would like to submit that thi.s.

this connection we have also moved a resolution
which may come up soon for discussion in this
House, Sir, the Congress leaders in the past had

situations do pot occur, Sir, after the emergency
there was Parliamentary poll all over the couatry
and through ballot boxes there was Protest from the
nook and coner of the country. If that protest was
to be analysed, there was protest against inroads in-
to the democracy, fundamental rights and judiciary.
The Janata party came to power in that upsurge
and it was the moral obligation to meet the aspira-
tion of the people who pat the party tn power and
we are happy to see that the Janata party has ful-
filled this commitment and it is going to fulfil it
further; My friend Shri Huda also welcomed that
amendment but with certain observations.

Apart from- that, a part of the 42 -imend-
ment was also revoked and nullified. Sir, in
this amendment, which we are now discussing for
the purpose of ratification, has got some aspect
which need attention of the whole country although

there are differences of opinion on certain provis-
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sions of this Bill. My friend has also stated about
the preventive detention, WNaturally, this is what
is going in the country. In that context, people
surely have some objections. Bnt Sir, as you are
aware, there were times and occasions in the
country, Govt. had to take recourse to preventive
defention, I agree with My hon’ble friend that
in taking recourse to preventive detention, greatest
amount of care and caution must be there, Sir
in respect of preventive detentiion the Board will
go into it. I am  not going to cast aspersionson
the Judges who are heading it because it is not
our attempt' tc do so, but Sir, let us have confi-
dence in the judiciary and the imminent judges

who are to head this Board.

Now, as regards the right to property,

there was a good deal of upsurge throughout the

country., People thought that by amending this

bill the right to property was going to be taken
away and natura'ly the right to property is going
to be abolished. It took a steering effect in the
minds of the people. Butfin éffect, amendments

stand, though it has been deleted, but the legal
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rights to the properties concerned has rot been
abolishad, 9o oae can take away property with-
out recourse to lecal process. So there is nothing
to apprehend that omiscion of the articles from
the Constitution of India by this amendment is,
in no way, going to affect adversely the lepitimate
rights of the property holders. Sir, Article 352
has been amended. Now 5ir, in this amendment
there are some objections from sorie Members
inside and outside. Here we find that the

proclamation of emergeucy can be issued only

‘when the security of India or any part of its

-territory is threatened by war or extcrnal aggre-

ssion or by Armed Rebelion, Certainly, emergency

can be taken recourse to if the security of India

is threate.ed. Perhaps, nobody will have any’

objection to that, Similarly, if there is external

aggression, we will have no objection to the

imposition of emergency.

The next point is armed rebelion. My
Hon'ble viembers have' expressed doubts about
it. Tne connotation of armed rebelion is nothing
but a defiance of established orders of the Govt,

using waponry. Besides this, the human elements

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are there to create disorder in the country; this
cannot be denied. Sir. if t! ere is armed rebeiion
against the established regime under the Constitu-
ution against the people of a couatry, and against
democracy, certainly emergency can be welcomed,
However, there is restriction to impos: emergency;

So I am reading out the same
explanation which has been accepted by the
Parliament. Next point is regarding preventive

detention.

Subject matter of prevenlive detention. Preventive
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detention is not a very pouplar thing, but the
Constitution makers thought that perhapsin some
extreme situatsons preventive deteniion was neces-
sary. In any case, it is most essential thar even
when preventive deteation has to be resorted to,
the safeguards should be such that it is not
posfibl for any Govt. to abuse the power of
preventive detention under any circumstances. It
is with that object that some very important and
salutary safeguards are being souaght to be intro-
duced in the costitutional provisions regarding
preventive detention.” I do not go to the con-
