Chapter — I 

Grant No.9 (TRANSPORT) 

The Departmentally Related Standing Committee on Development (D) 
Departments took Grant No. 9 incorporated in the Budget which was presented to the House 
on 10th  March, 2025 for the Financial Year, 2025-26 for consideration. 

The Departmentally Related Standing Committee on Development (D) 
Departments has made this Report incorporating all the facts and data given in the Budget and 
Preliminary Status Paper including Action Taken Report furnished by the Transport 
Department which are briefly focused as follows- 
1.1. While examining the papers and documents, as received from the concerned 
Department in respect of Grant No. 9 and the budget provision made thereto, the 
Departmentally Related Standing Committee on Development (D) Departments held the said 
meeting on 13th  March, 2025 and took oral evidence from the Departmental representatives 
for discussing all the points raised by the Hon'ble Members of the Committee. At the same 
time, the Committee considered the Action Taken Report on the recommendation made in its 
Twenty Sixth Report for the year, 2024-25.

The Committee examined the Major Head of Grant No. 9 and took oral evidence 
from the Transport Departmental representatives. The Transport Department under Grant 
No. 9 comprises/incorporates various schemes taken by the Departments for the fmancial 
year 2025-26. 
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CHAPTER-Il 

A brief note on Grant No.9: - 

(I) The Commissioner of Transport: 

The Commissionerate of Transport, Assam, is a major revenue-generating department, 
contributing significantly to the state's exchequer. In the current financial year 2024-25, an 
amount of Rs. 1284.72 Crore has already been realized as Motor Vehicle (M.V.) Revenue, 
marking a 4.35% increase compared to the same period in the previous year. Since 
lstSeptember, 2020, all departmental revenue is collected online, promoting digitization and 
reducing revenue leakage. The Comniissionerate is also focused on improving road safety 
through enforcement of laws, road safety awareness, and educational programs. 

The Commissioner of Transport, Assam has initiated several key projects and schemes: 

I. Contactiess & Faceless Online Services: 56 online services have been launched, 
allowing the Transport Department to offer service delivery at citizens' doorsteps. 
Authorized automobile dealers are now empowered to register fully built vehicles on 
first sale. Additionally, driving licenses and registration certificates are now issued 
electronically in PDF format since l5September, 2023. 

II. CM-TRANS System: The CM-Transport Randomised Allocation Networked System 
(CM-TRANS) has been implemented for enhanced transparency. 

III. Vehicle Scrappage Policy: To encourage the voluntary submission and proper 
dismantling of old, polluting vehicles, the Assam Vehicle Scrappage Policy 2022 was 
introduced. The first Registered Vehicle Scrapping Facility (RVSF) in Eastern and 
North-Eastern India was set up at Rangia, Kamrup (Rural) in 2022, followed by three 
additional RVSFs. Over 7,500 vehicles have been scrapped to date. 

IV. Green Tax and Incentives for Electric Vehicles: A "Green Tax" is levied on transport 
vehicles over 10 years old and non-transport vehicles over 15 years old, as per the 
Vehicle Scrappage Policy. To encourage electric vehicles (EVs), a 2% M.V. Tax 
subvention is provided for the purchase of new non-transport electric vehicles, and 
these vehicles are exempt from registration fees until 3lMarch, 2025. 

V. Enforcement and Monitoring: Strict enforcement against violations of the M.V. Act is 
conducted regularly. Electronic monitoring for over-speeding, which accounts for 65% 
of accidents, is carried out with 46 Traffic Interceptor Vehicles (TIVs). Portable Weigh-
in-Motion (WIM) devices are used to detect overloaded vehicles, and regular drives 
against drunk driving are conducted using breath analyzers. 

VI. Automated Testing Stations (ATS): To eliminate human intervention in the issuance 
of Fitness Certificates, fitness testing of vehicles in Barak valley is compulsory at the 
NIAMiIT Silchar facility. The first ATS for fitness testing has been operational at 
Kendukona, Kamrup Rural, and the construction of an Inspection and Certification 
Center at ISBT, Lokhora, is nearly complete. Four more ATS are under construction 
and will be operational soon. 

VII. Driver Training and Testing: To improve driving standards, accredited Driver 
Training Centres (ADTC) with automated testing inftastructure are under construction 
at five locations: Moran (Dibrugarh), Nagaon, Biswanath, Kamrup Rural, and Barpeta. 
These are expected to be operational by mid-year. 
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(II) Inland Water Transport Assam: 

The Directorate of Inland Water Transport (IWT) Assam, functioning under the 
Transport Department of the Government of Assam, oversees water transportation activities 
in the river routes across Assam, focusing on passenger ferrying and cargo transportation on 
the Brahmaputra, Barak, and their tributaries. Inland Water Transport is the most 
economical transport mode, supplementing overburdened railways and congested roadways, 
reducing traffic jams, and providing access to remote areas. Currently, IWT Assam operates 
90 ferry services, with 72 in the Brahmaputra valley and 18 in the Barak valley. It also 
leases vessels to private operators for cargo services, contributing to the state's revenue. The 
Directorate is focused on upgrading infrastructure, developing terminal facilities, adding 
vessels, and enhancing river transport safety. Enforcement of the Assam Regulatory Act and 
upgrading the IWT Crew Training Centre are also priorities. 

The newly formed Assam Inland Waterways Company Ltd. (AIWCL) alms to 
transform the sector through investments via PPP and leasing models for passenger, cargo, 
and tourism activities. Since November 2023, AIWCL has been operating the Guwahati-
Umananda ferry service. Additionally, a MoU has been signed with Numaligarh Refinery 
Limited for bulk High-Speed Diesel (HSD) to power IWT passenger vessels stationed in 
Guwahati and Jorhat, with most vessels now using HSD from NRL. 

IWT Assam has also outsourced five retired navy personnel to provide maritime 
training to departmental crews and local youth, issuing Certificates of Competency (CoC) to 
those completing the program. To promote religious tourism, the government has launched 
the 'Development of Riverine-Based Religious Circuit through Waterways in Guwahati', 
with a quadripartite MoU signed between IWT Assam, SDCL, IWAl, and ATDC to operate 
hop-on/hop-off services along seven important temples on the Brahmaputra's banks, 
offering a unique experience for tourists and pilgrims. 

Furthermore, two Fiber-Reinforced Plastic (FRP) Catamarans have been procured 
under SOPD-G to meet passenger and tourist demands, providing durable, lightweight, and 
efficient vessels. 

(III) Assam State Transport Corporation: 

Assam State Transport Corporation (ASTC), a key organization in the northeastern 
Indian transport sector since 1970 and a State Transport Department since 1948, has 
undertaken major infrastructure projects such as the construction of ISBTs at Khanapara in 
Guwahati and Tezpur, and the development of EV charging stations.. As of now, 98% 
progress has been achieved on the ISBT project at Khanapara and 93% at Tezpur. For the 
financial year 2024-25, the State Budget has allocated Rs. 500 lakhs for the Tezpur JSBT 
project, Rs. 100 lakhs for the Khanapara ISBT, and Rs. 300 lakhs for EV charging stations. 
These projects will significantly enhance Assam's public transport system, promote 
environmental sustainability, and reduce dependence on fossil fuels. 

ASTC has long been burdened by its large workforee in relation to the number of 
vehicles, with many employees, especially drivers and conductors, being aged. The average 
age of regular ASTC employees is around 50 years. In response, ASTC issued a notification 
on 05.02.2022 for Voluntary Retirement Scheme (VRS) applications. A total of 397 
employees were found eligible, with an estimated cost of 1,21,00,86,113. In the first 
phase, ASTC received Rs. 5000 lakhs in the FY 2022-23 Supplementary Budget, releasing 
170 employees and saving Rs. 73.67 lakhs in gross salary. In the second phase, Rs. 2500 
lakhs was allocated in the FY 2023-24 State Budget, with 83 employees released, saving Rs. 
47.40 lakhs in salary. 
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ASTC also faces outstanding liabilities, including CPF, Gratuity, and Un-utilized Leave 
Salary from January 2016 to December 2024, estimated at Rs. 18000 lakhs, along with EPF 
liabilities for May to December 2023 assessed at Rs. 600 lakhs. Inclusion of fImds for these 
liabilities in the 2025-26 State Budget would significantly ease ASTC's fmancial burden.

ACTION TAKEN REPORT 

Furnished by the Transport Department on the observation and recommendation 
contained in the Twenty Sixth Report of the DRSC on Development (D) 

Departments on Grant No.9 of the Budget 2024-25 

SI No. Observations &Recommendation Action Taken! Status Report 

The Department: provides free Driving Training Course 
to the unemployed youth District wise. Though the 
Hon'ble MLAs are members of the District Level 
Committee, they are not informed by the DCs regarding 
selection of the youths. Hence, the Committee 
recommends the Department to instruct all the DCs to 
involve MLAs in the selection of the youths for driving 
training course. 

It may be mentioned upon perusal of the Scheme of Skill training 
in Driving of 50 youths from each Legislative Assembly 
Constituency area of Assam, it is observed that District 
Commissioners under the guidance of the Guardian Minister of 
the District select the individuals. There is no mention in the 
Scheme of Skill Training in Driving covering 50 youths from 
each Legislative Assembly Constituency area of Assam that 
Hon'ble MLAs are members of the District Level Committee. 
The scheme is to be wind up soon. Steps will be taken to instruct 
the DCs to take guidance/views of the Hon'ble MLAs. 

2. The Committee observes that there is not a single bus 
stop or ISBT at Hatsingimari, South 
Salmara&Mankachar district for which people are facing 
lots of difficulty. Therefore, the Committee recommends 
the Department to make provisions to set up one bus 
terminal in the district. 

MID., ASTC communicated to the District Commissioner, South 
Salmara and Mankachar District vide letter no-
ASTC/CE/1496/2019/427, dated 29th  October 2019 regarding 
allotment of land for Bus terminal besides the main road at the 
District Headquarter. But till date no positive response has been 
received yet However, the ASTC is constantly perusing the 
matter. 

3. Regarding establishment of ISBT in Bhairabkunda, the 
Department has informed the Committee that land has 
not been found yet. Regarding establishment of ISBT in 
Kokrajhar, land has been found in Charpanguri which is 
too far from the headquarter. Therefore, the Committee 
reiterates its earlier recommendation to establish one 
ISBT at Bhairabkunda and Kokrajhar. 

Establishment of ISBT in Kokraihar 
MD., ASTC had already engaged an Architecture Firm for 
preparing design of the proposed ISBT at Kokrajhar, but the same 
could not be materialized due to receipt of contradictory 
communications from BTC officials from time to time. Initially 
Secretary B'rC allotted a plot of land measuring 30 (Thirty) Bighas 
under (Dag no. 279/323) at Shyamgaon under Kokrajhar Revenue 
Circle vide letter no. BTC/ Transport-42/07/12, dated Kokrajhar 
the 1851t  August, 2007, but local people did not allow our Architect 
to start the Preliminary works. Accordingly, the Deputy 
Commissioner, Kokrajhar was informed the matter vide letter no. 
ASTC/CE/07/990/623, dated 26h  Sept, 2017 for taking necessary 

action on the matter. Subsequently, the Secretary Bodoland 
Territorial Council, Kokrajhar has cancelled the allotment of the 
earlier land at Shyamgaon and re-allocated another plot of land at 
Kathalguri no. I (Titaguri) Kokrajhar vide letter no. BTC,Trans- 
25/2005/223, dated Dcc, 2017. Further again, the Under 
Secretary Govt of Assam, Transport Department requested to 
submit the plan & estimate for construction of ISBT at Fakiragram 
vide letter no.- TMV.263/2017/68, dated 1St  Feb, 2018. Therefore, 
vide letter no. ASTC/CF./07/1024B, dated 27-01-2022 
correspondence for the matter for handing over the final site to 
ASTC for smooth construction of ISBT Kokrajhar is made. But till 
date no positive response is received yet. 

Establishment of ISBT in Bhairabkunda  
In regards to the Construction of ISBT at Bhairabkunda, Udalguri 
district, a communication was made by ASTC to Transport 
Department, Dispur, Govt. of Assam vide letter no. 
ASTC/CE/07/1015/2022/60, dated 10.05.2022, 
ASTC/CE/07/1015/2022/9855, dated 08.06.2022and 
ASTC/CE/07/1015/2022/43, dated 03.05.2024, that ASTC does 
not have land at Bhairabkunda, Udalguri for construction of ISBT, 
accordingly, proposals of the land at suitable place measuring 15 
bighas (approx.) and budgetary support for construction of ISBT 
was submitted to the Transport Department for needful. 
Accordingly, Transport Department vide its letter No. Ecf No. 
205614/11, dated 10.05.2024 communicated the same to the 
Principal Secretary, BTC, Kokrajhar but till date no positive 
response is received vet.  
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4.  The Committee brings notice to the Department about 
the 5 river ghats which run under Zilla Parishad in 
South SalmaraMankachar district where management 
is not functioning properly. There is no Inland water 
Transport office in the district to control all these 
activities. Therefore, the Committee recommends that 
one Inland water Transport office should be established 
in the district, 
Further the Committee also recommended that one 
I.W.T. ghat should be set up at South 
SalmaraMankachar and continue the Ro-Pax boat 
service connecting Hatsingunari with Dhubri district. 

One Sectional Officer is entrusted duty at Dhubri South Salmara 
ferry service under South SalmaraMankachar district. 
During flood seasons a Catamaran vessel namely MV. Sankari is 
operated to ensure continuity of ferry services. However, the Ro-
Pax vessel cannot be operated throughout the year as the water 
levels of river Brahmaputra in Dhubri Hatsingimari ferry route are 
not sufficient for its operation during lean seasons. 

5.  The committee observes that huge numbers of 
passengers travel by boat from A.likashParghat, 
Chaygaon to many char areas like Batandia, 
Balagaon, Bogdiya, Nayapara, Khetrapara, 
Kalardia&Saralpara etc. including various char areas of 
Chamaria. As such AlikashParghat has a great 
importance with respect to water transport in the 
constituency. Therefore, the Committee recommends 
that AlikashParghat, Chaygaon should be upgraded. 

AlikashParghat is a notified ferry service under I.W.T. Assam. A 
new Pontoon will be placed at the Alikash ferry service at an early 
daze to upgrade the embarkation and disembarkation for ferry 
commuters. 

6.  The Committee is of the opinion that Gunii is the 
Centre of Palashbari, Chaygaon and Boko and daily 
large number of passengers travel by boat from Gumi 
to many char areas like Bhatkhurdia, Kalapani, 
Batahidiya, Balagaon, Goroimari, Panikhaiti etc. and 
also used for business purpose like loading or 
unloading of goods. The Committee feels that Gumi 
has a huge scope for exploring river business. Hence, 
the Committee recommends that one new parghat 
should be allotted at Gumi and Dakhala. 

The Gumi point is within jurisdiction of Houhuwa-Sombaria-
Bhogdia-Directory- 7 No. Panikhaiti ferry service whereas the 
Dakhala point is within the jurisdiction of Bamundi-Sialmari-
Guimari ferry service. Both the ferry services are notified ferry 
services under I.W.T. Assam. To upgrade these ferry services new 
Pontoon will be placed. 

7.  The Committee reiterates its earlier recommendation 
made by the Committee in its Twenty Fifth Report (SI. 
No.7) to mention the speed limit to different areas 
along the road side and also there should be traffic 
signal board in each and every road in Assam to reduce 
the number of accidents. 

In this context, all the concerned Road owning 
Departments/Agencies have been requested to take necessary 
action on the matter from time to time. 

8.  Moreover, the Committee also recommends that 
marine engine should be provided to South 
SalmaraMankachar, where necessary. 

At South SalmaraMankachar district 50 Nos. of marine engines 
were already distributed to beneficiaries. 

9.  In Dhubri Elatsingimari Ghat, there is no public toilet 
for which the passengers are facing lots of problem, 
specially the lady passengers. Therefore, the 
Committee directed the Department to take up the 
matter with the PHE Department so that the people of 
these areas need not to face difficulties in future. 

There is no Govt. land in the Dhubri &Hatsingimari based ferry 
services for which permanent arrangement for public toilet facility 
specially for ladies could not provided at the river banks. In view 
of above, a letter was communicated to the Executive Engineer 
Public Health Department Dhubri vide letter No. GC/146/Pt-
X1112023-2413244, Dt. 06-04-2024 for providing movable by 
toilets against both banks of Dhubri &Hatsingimari based ferry 
services. 

10.  The Committee reiterates its earlier recommendation 
made by the Committee in its twenty fiith Report (SI. 
No. 5) regarding to provide waiting sheds in all the 
ghats of Barak and Brahmaputra. 

The AIWTDS is taking initiative to provide prefabricated modular 
floating terminal which is presently in finalization of technical 
specification stage. 
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11. The Committee observes that EVs are popular now-a- Setting up of a network of public electric vehicle charging Station 
days. Therefore, the Committee recommends the in various places of greater Guwahati as per the MoU signed with 
Department to install electric charging points in all the Tata Power EV Charging Solutions Ltd.is in the process under 
district headquarters and sub-district headquarters. ASTC. 

Action Taken By ASTC: 
Considering the present demand of Electric Vehicles of heavy or 
small type, construction of EV Charging Station is essential to 
facilitate for charging of vehicles. ASTC proposes for construction 
of EV Charging station in ASTC campuses at certain towns in 
such a way that a proper route for the Electric buses get developed. 
Govt. Of Assam during the State Budget, 2024-25 has earmarked 
an amount of Rs.300.0O Lakhs (Rupees Three Crores) only for 
construction of EV Charging Stations. Accordingly, construction 
work for EV charging station has already been started at 
Mangaldoi and Nalbari. 
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OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

Grant No.9  

After a great deal of careful consideration of the papers/documents submitted by the Transport 
Department and clarification made by the Departmental representatives during the course of 
tendering their oral evidence the Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on 
Development (D) Departments has made the following Observations and Recommendations. 

1. The Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on Development (D) 
Departments observes that there is a tendency everywhere in the entire State for the ASTC 
landlproperty encroachment in general and in particular the Committee noted about the 
issue of property encroachment in the ASTC Bus Station at Sipajhar, Dist-Darrang. 

The Committee, therefore, strongly recommends that the concerned 
Department should take necessary steps together with the Local Land Revenue 
Authority to free the ASTC properties from encroachment with a special focus on 
ASTC Bus Station at Sipajhar, Dist- Darrang. 

2. The Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on Development (D) 
Departments during the deliberation makes the observation about the status of work order 
issued for various ASTC Station Building with a priority on South Kajalgaon, Dist — 
Chirang in respect of the work of "Construction of ASTC Station Building at Chirang". 

The Committee recommends that the Transport Department should take 
necessary steps to look into the matter of the status of recent work orders issued for 
different Construction of ASTC Station Buildings, with an immediate urgency on 
South Kajalgaon, Dist - Chirang. 

3. The Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on Development (D) 
Departments during the deliberation makes the observation about the lack of public 
transport connectivity via ASTC Bus Services in the following routes: 

a) Tengabari via DeomornoiiPatidarang to BhangagarhlDispur. 
b) Namkhola via Dipila/Khotora Satra to Baihata Chariali. 
c) Silchar ISBT via Udharbond to Khumba 

The Committee therefore, strongly recommends that the Transport Department 
should take necessary steps to carry out a Commercial Viability assessment in the 
above mentioned routes on priority basis to introduce Bus Services. 

4. The Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on Development (D) 
Departments during the deliberation takes note of the significance of early completion of 
JSBT, Tezpur. 

The Committee, therefore, recommends that the respective Department should 
take necessary steps to expedite the construction process and to complete it within 
2025-26 on priority basis. 

5. The Departmentally Related Standing Committee (DRSC) on Development (D) 
Departments during the meeting discusses about the present financial condition of ASTC 
and the aspects of own revenue sources and the salary regularity etc. 

After a threadbare discussion, so the Committee, recommends that the 
necessary steps are to be taken to focus on regular salary disbursement to the 
employees of ASTC with ample focus on own revenue generation scope. 
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6. The Committee observes during the meeting the importance of extensive Road Safety 
Awareness Campaigning in the greater public interest. 

So, the Committee makes the recommendation that the concerned Department 
should focus on intensifying Road Sifety Campaigns to curtail the fatalities in road 
accidents for an optimum result-oriented effort continually. 

7. The Committee during the meeting emphasizes on the immediate need of repairing the 
existing IWT office at Tezpur, Jahajghat and also emphasizes to introduce a new ferry 
service conne.cting Burha Chapori and Tezpur. 

The Committee, therefore, recommends that the Department should take 
necessary steps to undertake feasibility study to launch a new ferry service 
interconnecting Burha Chapori and Tezpur along with an urgent focus to repair the 
existing IWT office at Tezpur, Jahajghat within the current financial year itselL 

8. The Committee observes during the course of meeting about the all-inclusive measures 
undertaken by the respective Department to make user friendly door step contact less and 
faceless online services to offer various services to the public. 

So, the Committee appreciates on record the concerned Department about 
various steps taken to offer online services for different categories of Transport 
Department initiatives and encourages the time relevant approach, particularly after 
the covid stricken works. 

With these Observations and Recommendations as mentioned above, the 
Committee recommends that the Budget provision amounting to Rs. 56866.66 Lakhs 
during the financial year 2025-26 under the Grant No. 9 be accepted. 

The Action taken on the report may be submitted to the Committee within 90 
(ninety) days from the date of presentation of the Report to the House.
