Smti Nandita Gorlosa, MLA (Haflong) : Respected Speaker Sir,
It is with utmost respet and honour, I stand today to thank His

Excellency  The Governor’s Speech based on highlighting the ac-
tivities of the Government.

The government in the last five years has ushered in a new era
by leading the state towards path of unprecedented development in
Assam, inspite of the fact that last year of the tenure has been marked
by the COVID-19 Pandemic which threw open a massive healthcare
challenge to the government and it continues to do so. Considering
this, in reality the government actually got only a term of four years
to implement its developmental work. Inspite of this, our government
has done a tremendous job both in laying down developmental work
and fighting this pandemic. Sceptics would disagree with this as
usual. But a fact remains a fact and the massive mandate accorded
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for this alliance by the people of Assam stands as a testimony to the
success of the government.

As for fight against pandemic, we all know, the Assam Model
is widely talked about across the country today. Assam is one of the
state with low mortality and high recovery rate in the country. This
is the result of proactive measure adopted by the government in this
regard. However, outbreak of the Second Wave is the biggest con-
cern today. There is an urgent need to increase attention towards
containing the outbreak by severing the infection chain. It is important
to revive the focus on 3Ts of Test, Trace and Treat, as was done
during the first wave. In this regard, I would like to request the
government to take immediate step for setting up COVID Testing
Lab in Dima Hasao for convenience of the people of our district.

Apart from continuing the strategies of the previous wave, the
proactive steps adopted by the government in increase in the
production and storage capacity of oxygen deserves appreciation.
Installation of oxygen generation plants in all the Medical Colleges
and Civil Hospitals in 6 (six ) districts across the state will cater to
need of the present and future as well. I hope the government would
soon install oxygen generation plants in all the districts Civil Hospital
at the earliest.

Hon’ble Speaker Sir, the government’s initiative and the effort
in sensitising the public for COVID appropriate behaviour is indeed
timely and appropriate as this may be considered as social vaccination
that can effectively prevent spread of the virus until the completion
of the clinical vaccination, which at present is running slow due to
supply shortage. We must appreciate the effort of the government in
its effort in securing vaccines.

Apart from this, Assam witnessed a boost in Medical Education
and infrastructure during the last five years with the setting up of
several new Medical Colleges and Hospitals. Yet much is needed to
be done in the field of health care, particularly in the hills where the
inhibitive terrain is the biggest hurdle in providing health care excess
to the public. I would like to request attention to the government
towards this. Understandably, it is not possible to achieve everthing
in a single tenure. I firmly believe this government will continue to
carry out work towards universal health care for the people  of our
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state and we must stand united in this respect.
Education is one of the many sectors that suffered from  this

pandemic. Opening an exclusive education TV channel GyanBrikkya
is laudable step.

Direct transfer benefit scheme to the students of class I to XII,
the Pratyahban scheme of model schools with state of the art facilities,
consitution of high level committee for implementation of NEP 2020
are some of the positive steps adopted by the government. Several
new universities have been set up for the facilitation of higher
education in the state. In this regard, I would like to urge the
government to be inclusive and consider setting up insitution of higher
education in hills as per th Sankalpa Patra 2021.

The government initiative in augmentation of the revenue from
mines and minerals, particularly in instituting policy like the ‘ Assam
Mineral Regulation and Dealers Rules, 2020’ regulating illegal
mining, transportation, and storage of minerals and District Mineral
Foundation Trust Rule 2020 is noteworthy.

In last five year the state has witnessed 38.56% growth in
assessed irrigation potential from 2.68 lakh hactre to 10.42 lakh
hactre and 2.60 lakh hactre minor irrigation potential under the various
programs such as PMKSY-AIBP, PMKSY-HKKP-Mission for
Access to Ground Water, SOPD, RIDF etc.
` In the field of agriculture, I would like to begin by thanking the
government for selecting Dima Hasao for setting up of a new
Horticulture College and hope that academic sessions will begin
soon.

Notably proper implementation of various schemes has resulted
in the growth of foodgrain production in the last few years. This
growth in the production received supplementary support from setting
up of 244 rural godowns under the NABARD sponsored RIDF
program and 33 godowns under Warehouse Infrastructure Fund (WIF).
This is indeed very thoughtful on the part of the government.

Effective use of various Central Schemes as well as state
schemes like Swa Nirbhar Nari - Atma Nirbhar Assam, Orunudoi
are testimony to the fact of inclusive policy of the government where
in both rural and women empowerment has earned a significant boost
in the last five years.
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These positive actions of the ground level reflects in the growth
of the Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) to 12.7% against the
national growth rate of 10.72% at current prices during the period
2016-17 to 2019-20 and per capita income rose from Rs.66,330 to
Rs.90,692 in the same period.

Smti Nandita Gorlosa  MLA (Haflong): Cumulative impact of these
are the increase in revenue collection and mobilisation of fund lead-
ing to higher budgetary outlay. Prudent fiscal management and affec-
tive use of IT in financial management are important intervention of
financial management system which is newto the state, transparency
being the prime mover.

However, I would like to request the government to cosider
transferring the benefit of the state of Assam receives from the Finance
Commission for the criterion of green cover in terms of budgetary
allocation, to the hills of Assam which is considered the green lungs
of Assam.

The ‘Green Lung’ of Assam with massive tourism potentiality
may also be developed into the cultural and adventure tourism
destination of the state. I urge the government, which have been
substantial for tourism in the last five years, for laying a comprehen-
sive plan towards this.

Hon’ble Speaker Sir, the biggest achievement of the government
is in the area of law and order. The previous tenure, for the first time
in the history, passed without any conflicts of violent nature. The
recent developments also indicate sign towards lasting peace in the
state, the release of Shri Ratul Saikia. Nothing can be more welcome
than this but sadly at the same moment, 8( eight) youths have lost
lives in the last few days. I hope the government will look into these
areas into consideration and bring them into mainstream which help
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Sir, in Clause 2 of the proposed Bill, the
word 'six' appearing in lines 8 and 10 shall be substituted by the
word 'three' and the word 'more than' in between the words 'four and
another' appearing in lines 9 and 10 respectively shall be deleted.
