Shri Sirajuddin Ajmal, (Jamunamukh) MLA : Hon’ble
Speaker Sir, I express my heartfelt gratitude for giving
me opportunity to have my say on this important
heart touching topic of WAQF. I assure that I will be
to the point and submit my statements backed by data
and evidences followed by implementable suggestions.

1. WAQF is an endowment of property, movable or
immovable, to ALLAH by a Muslim, under the
premise that the transfer will benefit the deprived.

2. This implies that a surrender of properties to ALLAH,
a WAQF deed is unchangeable and everlasting.
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3. The remaining amount is expected to be spent on
the stated objectives of the respective WAQFs.

4. India, housing the third largest Muslim population
in the world, has huge WAQF properties worth
billions of Rupees located across the country.

5. It is a matter of regret that “the institution of WAQF
in India is most misunderstood and WAQF
properties mismanaged”.

6. Sadly, it is also said that WAQF estates are game
for land sharks.

7. There are around five lakh registered WAQF
properties in India comprising around six lakh acres
of land. As of now the market value of (merely) the
lands under WAQF properties is estimated to be
around Rs. 12,000 billion. An astronomical figure
indeed! Ideally, large chunks of them in urban areas
could be developed to yield an annual revenue of
Rs. 12,000 to 15,000 crore. If only a tenth of it could
be allocated to the education of Muslims (who are
its intended beneficiaries), the Minority Welfare
Ministries could do without any allocation from the
Union and State budgets. But all that the few
developed WAQF complexes and commercial
properties annually yield is Rs. 163 crore. The sad
reality is that most WAQF Boards (barring the ones
in Jammu & Kashmir, Punjab) survive on doles from
the State Governments.

8. The Assam Board of WAQF is a State Level Statutory
body which was constituted in August, 1957 by the
Governments of Assam as per WAQF Act 1954. This
Act was amended several times till enactment of
the New WAQF Act 1995 as amended by the WAQF
(Amendment Act, 2013). The term of the last board

was expired on 11th September, 2017. Since then
no board has been constituted.

9. In Assam as per Government record there are 1616
numbers WAQF properties of which 21 are under
external litigation and information is not available
with Government of Assam and the WAQF Board
for as high as 190 properties which can be safely
presumed as encroached. I demand SATRA like
initiative to IDENTIFY and RECOVER these 190
valuable properties.

10. It is whispered in the market that a substantial
portion of WAQF property for which information is
not available belongs to influential persons
including many POLITICIANS.

11.  That the WAQF is most mismanaged matter
as I stated earlier can be sustained by the evidence
that out of 32 WAQF Board in India post of
Chairman is vacant in 11 states including Assam
(since 5 years perhaps for longest period).

12.  Over the years, almost 70% of the WAQF
properties in India had been found lost due to
several factors. These resources were mortgaged,
sold and encroached upon with the connivance of
the very institutions and individuals responsible
for safeguarding it.

Respected Speaker Sir,

I would limit my suggestions into implementable ones
only.

1. There is hardly any development of WAQF properties
and a very substantial income that the WAQF
properties could have generated for the Welfare
Scheme of the community is lost because of non-
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development and large scale encroachment of
WAQF properties.

2. To streamline record keeping, introduce
transparency and to computerize the various
functions/ processes of the WAQF Boards (WBs) I
suggest to develop a single web based centralized
application which has been recommended by the
Joint Parliamentary Committee on WAQF, in its
Ninth Report.

3. WAQF BOARD should have following divisions for
its effective functioning

i. Land and Property Development Division
(LPDD)

ii. Legal Affairs Division (LAD)

iii. Administration & Establishment Division
(AED)

iv.Planning, Finance and Audit Division (PFAD)

v. Information Technology Division (ITRD)

4. As per amended WAQF Act, the WAQF may be
created under the amended Act by a person having
faith other than Islam. Awareness need to be
created for this provision.

5. Government should sincerely sensitize the General
Revenue Department that while updating the land
record they shall be obliged to refer the record of
the WAQF as per WAQF Act, which would certainly
reduce the possibility of error in Revenue Records.

6. The WAQF tribunal has been given power for
assessing damages from the unauthorized
occupants of the WAQF and to recover it as arrears
of land revenue through collector. Consequently
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the unauthorized occupants shall be liable to pay
damages to the WAQF Institutions or the WAQF
Board. The Tribunal should be made functional.

7. I demand that Government should note the WAQF
property in the name of madrassa need to be given
back or rent to be paid to WAQF board otherwise it
will be treated as illegal occupation by Government.

8. I hope that the Government will act suitably so that
every single WAQF institution will ensure
transparency by disclosing the financial transaction.
Considering the huge value of properties, the
government should adopt the accounting standards
of the Accounting and Auditing in order to enhance
transparency, and accountability of the WAQF
institutions.

9. Finally, I demand that let the fruits of WAQF
property be enjoyed by common people instead of
influential and powerful lobby of land mafias,
politicians and bureaucrats.

10. I pray that the unholy forces which force the
government to turn a blind eye to the large-scale
corruption and misuse of the WAQF property in the
State be disarmed from using the political weapon.

Here I would like to praise our present Chief
Minister who is a dynamic person, brave enough to take
decision in this matter and to give the right of the Muslim
Community and the people of Assam what the result
from this WAQF of properties.
