TUESDAY, THE 2ND MARCH, 2010 .

The House met at 9.00 AM of the Clock in the Assembly
Chamber at Dispur with Shri Tanka Bahadur Rai, Speaker, in

the Chair.
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GOVERNOR’S ADDRESS

On the law and order front, there has been perceptible
improvement largely due to the constant pressure of our security
forces. These efforts have paid rich dividends and important ULFA
leaders have been arrested in the lastfew months. Two important
militant groups, namely, KLNLF and DHD(J) have opted for
negotiations and surrendered arms. Sri P C Haldar, former Director
IB has been appointed as an interlocuter. We expect positive
developments. The major faction of NDFB has already signed
suspension of operation agreement with the Government while
the renegade group is still indulging in subversive activities. While
we will continue to deal with any acts of violence firmly, | would like
to say that the doors areé open for negotiation within the framework

of the Constitution of India.

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Over the past few years remarkable improvement has been
achieved on financial position of the state because of various
reform measures. During 2008-2009 there was revenue surplus
of Rs. 3833.71 crore and fiscal surplus of Rs. 1406.79 crore. In
2008-2009 tax collection was Rs. 3645.73 crore as against target
of Rs. 3438.00 crore: With the cooperation of State Bank of India,
facility of e-payment of 3 important taxes VAT, CST and Entry Tax
has been introduced. A dedicated fund of Rs. 500.00 crore initially
was placed at the disposal of a society named Assam
Infrastructure Financing Society for development of infrastructure.
State Government has also undertaken a scheme for
computerisation of all offices of the DDOs of the Government
offices. My Government has taken steps to give effect to the new
pay commission réport. With substantial hike in pay and
allowances, | hope that the employees will dedicate themselves
fully t§ the service of the people to build a prosperous Assam.

Assam is an agrarian economy. As more than 70% of the
population in Assam directly depend on agriculture and another
15% is dependent on allied activities for jts livelihood, my
Government is paying full attention towards development of rural
areas for socio economic prosperity through agriculture. An

amount of Rs. 42,378.31 lakh was allocated in 2008-09 for this
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sector with a substantial increase over the budget allocation of
2007-08, which has resulted in 1.2% growth in 2008-09. Target of
2.17% growth was fixed for the year 2009-10. Our efforts with
thfust on farm mechanisation, application of chemical fertiliser
along with Integrated Nutrient Management (INM), éﬁppiy and
avallablhty of quahty seeds have resulted in record food production
of rice 40. 70 lakh MT in 2008 09 with increase of 22.6% over
2007-08 (33. 19 lakh MT) and it is targeted to produce 43.59 lakh
MT in 2009-10. Similar increasing trend in production of Oilseeds,
and food grainé are being achieved.

To facilitate small and medium farmers for enhanced
agrlcultural productlon 4 11,622 Kishan Credit Cards (KCC)
have been issued with dlsbursement of Rs. 50,141,45 lakh from
financial institution. My Government is implementing
progfammes' oﬁ Farm Mechanisation, Crop Development
Disaster Managemenf. Fertiliser Consumption Plant Protection
empowerment of women, Developmental scheme for Char

chapori, Human Resource Development Prog}amme etc

My Government has so far achieved irrigation potential

of 7.39 lakh hectare through different major, medium and minor

irrigation projects. Four major and medium irrigation schemes

are under evecutlon \.ith a target of 88,106 hectare this year
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With the modernisation of Sukla Irrigation Project, revival of
Rupahi Irrigation Project under Asom Vikash Yojana, it is
expected to revive a large irrigation potential of the state. 407
Minor Irrigation schemes are under implementation. UnderAIBP
funding with targeted potential of-1,65,648 hectare, 17,729

hectare has already been achieved.

Coverage under irrigation under agriculture has also
increased due to our efforts and till 2008-09, 2.01 lakh STW/
LLP have been installed and a target of 41,418 STW and 13,720
LLP during 2009-10 is in hand for creating irrigation potential.

Animal husbandry is an important sector for improving
the socio economic condition of the rural people. A number of
schemes like Rehabilitation of Bird Flu affected families,
Repairing and Renovation of veterinary hospitals and sub
centres, milch cattle distribution to families under cattle induction
programme, Piggery, Goatery and Poultry training, completion
of meat processing plants at Khanapara, modernisation of North
East Regional Disease Diagnostic Laboratory, modernisation
of Institute of Veterinary, and the modernisation of Institute of
Farm Management at Rani have been taken up. In addition,
major thrust has been given on capacity building, women

empowerment etc. for boosting the rural economy.
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Under the Assam Agriculture Competitiveness Project
(AACP), dairy cooperative societies and Self Help Groups are s
being organised along with capacity building of officials and

farmers involvéd. Under the Integrated Dairy Development

Programme, chilling plants are being set up, dairy cooperative
societies have been organised and critical inputs are being given.
A scheme has been taken up during the cﬁrrent year to process,
procure and market milk, thereby giving an assured the
producers and clean and hygief'iic'milk tothe Consumers. Under
the Milk Villaée Scheme, cattle aind other inputs are provided to
the S/C and S/T beneficiaries.

The state has achieved a fish production level of about

2.06 lakh tonne during 2008-09 with a record growth rate of

8.4% over the previous year. Government of Assam has
undertaken a nUmber of awareness schemes to achieve self-
sufficiency in fish production and fof-generation of self; '

einployment through pisciculture.

Our strategy in education is to provide better quality
education with focussed emphasis on employment oriented

e education system. Special emphasis is being given to English

mathematics, science & techchnology.
Sarba Siksha Abhijan has been under implementation

since 2001-02 with the aim of achieving universalisation of

e A S —— v ———

elementary education and improving its quality. During the year
2009-10, provisions have been made under this scheme for
providing 3,455 additional classroom & 1845 toilets for girl
r students and special scholarship to SC and ST girl students.

During 2009-2010, cooked midday meal has been provided to
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48,77,623 students of Class I to VIl in Government/Provincialised/
Financially aided schools and EGS/AIE centres.

A special thrust is proposed to be given for Universalisation

of Secondary Education.

My Government is aware of the critical importance of higher
oducation in developing expert manpower in the State. It has been
taking up schemes fbr improving the infrastructure available in
the Universities and Collegés as well as increasing their intake

capacities and introduction of new job oriented courses.

A new Engineering College has already been started by

upgrading the Jorhat Science College to the Jorhat Institute of

Science
extablish a University of Science and Technology in the state and

and Technology. The State Government has decided to

finalisation of necessary act etc are in progress. Another two new

Engineering Colleges at Kokrajhar and Karimganj are in the

pipeline. |
Our priority in Health Sector is to provide accessibility to

the poor and downtrodden people. My Government has taken

initiative for implementation of a good number of schemes for

infrastructure development as well as augmentation of quality
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manpower in addition to the introduction of a number of new
schemes to ensure easily accessible, affordable and patient
friendly Health Service for the people of the state specially the
rural masses. A host of new schemes viz. Mamoni (Nutritional
support to expectant mothers), Majoni (Fixed Deposit
@Rs.5,000 per girls child) and Mamta have been introduced
for the welfare of mothers and children. Interventions aimed atr»
institutional delivery, immunisation are underway for lowering

the infant mortality rate and the maternal mortality rate.

Construction of the three Medical Colleges at Jorhat,
Tezpur and Barpeta is going on at full swing. The hospital of
Jorhat Medical College has already started functioning. Another
‘Medical College at Diphu is going to be established. Three
institutes of Paramedical Sciences offering 2 years course have
been established at GMC, AMC and SMC and another 2 such
institutes will be established. The newly setup B.Sc. Nursing
College at AMC and SMC will be made functional within 2010-
11. Contruction works for establishment of a new 200 bedded
Cancer Hospital at an amount of Rs. 50 crores with modern
diagnostic and treatment facilities within the campus of Guwahati
Medical College and Hospital has already been started. The
intake capacity of MBBS and PG course in 19 different discipline
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in three miedical colleges have been increased in addition to the
introduction of the M.Ch/DM courses in as many as eight discipline
in GMC. Srimanta Sankardeva University of Health Sciences has
already started functioning.

The innovative Ananda Ram Baruah Award scheme for
giving computers to students securing 1% division in HSLC
Examination has encouraged the student community towards
better performance. So far, 73,000 computers have been
distributed under this scheme.

Handloom & Textile sector is providing direct and indirect
employmient to about 25 lakh families of the state. About 11,000’
weavers in-the last three years have been:giv'en Looms’ and
Accessories as Grants in Aid and under Chief Miriister's Asom

Vikash: Yojana. Under various schemes, cotton yarh arig

blankets have been distributed among poor weavers families - |

living below the poverty line. More than 4.45 lakh weavers have
been benefitted out of the Health Insurance Scheme introduceq
for them and this year it will be extended to 3 lakh weavers. The
work for development of Handloom Mega Cluster in district
Sibsagar with an outlay of Rs. 70.00 crore has been run with

central assistance.

is presently producing 99% of Muga and 65% of Eri silk in the
country. Almost 2.39 lakh families earn their livelihood from silk
production activities. Assistance has been provided 'for
establishment of sericulture gardens, setting up féaring houses

and grainages for silk worm rearers.

All the activities of Environment Forest Department in
the State have been geared up towards striking a balance
between conservation of the rich biodiversity of the state and
capacity building for meeting the Iivelihood of the people living
in and around the fringe of the forests. Climate change is a
global phenoﬁenon and as a part of the worldwide effort, the
State Government is also committed to bring awareness among

people and undertaking schemes including a tree plantation

programme.

Government of India has approved 28 Forest

Under
PMGSY, road works sanctioned since 2000-01 is 15,908 km at
a cost of Rs. 8,801.81 crore and of this 7,858 km of roads have
been completed. The work on the remaining 8,050 km is in

progress. Under Mukhyamantrir Pakipath Nirman Achani, works
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on blacktoppihg of 735 km road have been completed and the
work on remaining 304 km is in progress. Under Mukhyamantrir
Paki Dallong Nirman Achani (MPDNA) 191 RCC bridge are -
taken up for construction covering all the LA constituencies in
Assam at a probable cost of Rs 114.80 crore. With loan
assistance from NABARD, 350 km of roadwork and 251 bridges
have been completed. Under various other schemes, both
funded by the Central and State governments, 1602 km of
roadwork and 541 bridges have been completed. Under
Mukhyamantrir Assam Bikas Yojana ihe Mangaldoi Bhutiachung
Road and Dhodar Ali are being upgraded in phased manner
and three major bridges on Barpeta Lengtisinga Road are being
constructed. The Indo Bangla. Border Road and fence works
with 226 km of roadwork, 176 km of fencing and 111 bridges
have been completed and work on 4 bridges is under progress.
Under SARDP-NE, phase-A, 203.60 km length of different NHs
have been completed with development of 2-lane road and
paved shoulders. Sanction for construction of approaches (Both
North Bank & South Bank) of the Rail-cum-Road Bridge across
the Brahmputra at Bogibeel on NH-52B have already been

received from the Ministry.

My Government gives high priority to the provision of
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safe drinking water and sanitation for all. Safe drinking water is
being made available to 6,647 uncovered and partially covered
habitations in 2009-10 under the Bharat Nirman. Special thrust
has been given to address the fluoride problem of 5 identified
districts and arsenic problem of 18 identified districts. Under
Mukhyamantrir Asom Vikash Yojana, 60 piped water supply

scheme and 2,989 spot sources has been taken up for providing

drinking water supply to ATC Gardens and water scarce

habitations in interior villages, Char Areas and SC and ST
dominated areas during 2008-09.

In rural areas of Assam, many BPL and APL families still
do not have proper sanitation. To address this problem, Total
Sanitafion Campaign is being implemented in all the districts of
Assam to ensure sanitation facilities for every household and
17,929 schools sanitation block, 3,626 anganwadi toilets and
4,94,566 individual households latrine for BPL and 1,17,343
for APL household have been installed.

Under National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP)
the target for giving old age pension in 2009-10is 6.29 lakh. My
Government has taken step to provide pension to widows of
BPL category in the age group of 40 to 64 years and disabled

person in the age group of 18 to 64 years. Backward Regions

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Grant Fund (BRGF) programme is under implementation in 11

backward districts of the state to mitigate regional imbalance,
contribute towards poverty alleviation. State Institute of Rural
Development (SIRD) is implementing Chief Minister’s Jeevan Jyoti
Swaniojan Yojana and till now 15,341 unemployed youths in the
age group 18-40 years have been assisted and out of them 1 ,107
assisted youths have undergone improved training outside the
state in different national level institutes. My Government has
systematically targeted to assist 10,000 youths annually from
2008-09.

My Government is taking steps to modernise Land
Revenue Administration, The Depa&ment has provided vehicle
to Circle officers in the last two years and under the Asom Vikash
Yojana, Gaonburahs have been provided with mobite phones and
bicycles. Survey and settlement of land in char areas is in progress
and during the last three years 4,717 bighas of land has been
allotted. Another scheme named “Panjeeyan” has been launched
for faster registration of documents relating to immovable property
in the Districts of Sonitpur, Tinsukia, Dibrugarh, Jorhat, Kamrup
and Kamrup (Metro) on pilot basis. System of e-stamping has been
introduced in two districts viz. Kamrup (Metro) and Kamrup and anamount
of Rs. 3,23,07,738.00 has been deposited by selling stamp certificates
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through e-stamping from 6t July 2009 to 31st December 2009.

My Government is implementing different schemes for

The activities for setting up of the Assam Gas Cracker
Project are in progress. The Bogibeel Rail-cum-Road project
has been approved by the Government of India as a National

Project. The process of revival of Ashok Paper Mill has started.

The constitution of Sports Authority of Assam is a step
towards proper upkeep and utilisation of the infrastructure
created for holding the 33rd National Games and organising
coaching camps and international events. The authority will
promote and encourage sports talent in the state. Initiative has
been taken for establishment of North East Regional Centre of
Lakshmibai National University of Physical Education at
Guwahati.

My government has given a number of awards to honour
eminent persons. These include the Assam Ratna award
conferred on Dr. Bhupen Hazérika, Sih-kaépha aWard to Shri
Rongbong Terang, Dr. Bhabendra Nath Saikia award to Shri
Jahnu Barua. We are committed to preserve and promote the

cultural heritage of our State. Proposals for maintenance of 25
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historical sites and Preservation/Promotion of Satras in Assam
have been taken up with the Government of India. Special
schemes have been taken up for setting up Siu-Ka-Pha
Samannaya Khetra at Jorhat, Madhab Dev Khetra at
Narayanpur, Sati Radhika Cultural Complex at Bordowa, Sati
Sadini Cultural Complex at Golaghat, Anirudha Dev Cultural
Complex at Tinsukia, Sarat Chandra Sinha memorial cultural
compelx at Chapar as well as improvement of Ajan Peer Dargha

at Sivasagar.

My Government has been taking up different schemes for
providing urban infrastructure facilities in the towns of Assam.
Under the Urban Infrastructure Development of Small and
Medium Towns, 30 Projects ata cost of Rs. 207.83 crore have
been sanctioned for water supply, storm water drainage during
the last three years and all these projects are in process of
implementation. Under Integrated Housing and Slum
Development Programme, 15 projects has been sanctioned
during the last three years for a total project cost of Rs. 67.07
crore and under this project, construction and upgradation of
7,376 housing units are in various stages of implementation
with provisions of roads, electrification, drainage, water supply

etc. Directorate of Municipal Administration has been

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implementing Swarna Jayanti Sahari Rojgar Yojana towards
alleviating urban poverty through gainful employment to the
urban 'unemployed by encouraging them to set up self-
employment venture or undertake wage employment. 36
projects in 25 towns, for constructing Storm Water Drainage,
roads, truck/bus terminus, market complexes and Rehabilitation

Centres for Hawkers and Vendors are being implemented.

Under Assam Vikash Yojana, effective steps are being
taken for solid waste management. 44 local bodies have been
provided tractors with trailers. Construction of Community toilets
are being taken up this year and comprehensive Solid Waste
Management Plan would be taken up in all urban bodies with
population over 50,000. The Assam Urban Water supply &
Sewerage Board has taken up 52 water supply schemes out of
which 11 schemes are under various stages of commissioning.
Another 7 schemes will be commissioned this year.

My Government has taken up number of schemes for
creation of urban infrastructure in Guwahati. To provide safe
drinking water to citizens in western part of Guwahati City a
water supply scheme at a cost of Rs. 349.70 crore is presently
under execution. To provide shelter to urban poor, 2338 nos. of

housing units at Fatasil Ambari. Solapara and Amingaon area
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have been approved for construction. To provide better transport
facilities to the citizens of Guwahati it has been decided to
purchase 200 nos. of modern buses. The buses shall be run by
joint venture company of GMDA, GMC and ASTC and the buses
are likely to be received within the current financial year. An
amount of Rs. 100.00 crore has been sanctioned for
improvement of roads and to mitigate the problem of water
logging in Guwahati city. A project to divert the flash flood waters
of Bahini and Noonmati basin directly to the Brahmaputra
through Bonda at an amount of Rs. 100.00 crore has been
approved and execution the project shall begin shortly.

My Government accords high priority to develop
application of science and technology. The Guwahati Biotech
Park Society has been made functional temporarily at IT
campus and a state of the artincubation centre has since been
sanctioned.

My Government has notified IT policy, 2009 offering
attractive packages to the investors in the field of IT. The
Establishment of IT Park close to LGB International Airport in
an area of about 100 Acre is in progress. More than 2,800

Common Services Centres have already been set up in the

state. Fifteen key G2C services are to be delivered through the
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Common Service Centres (CSC) and Electronic Delivery of
these services have already been started in Districts of Goalpara
and Sonitpur (e-District Model).

The main thrust in the power sector has been to supply
quality power to the consumers continuously with minimum
interruption. With this end in view since the year 2004, a number
of steps have been taken to restructure the power sector in
Assam and to promote efficiency in the generation, transmission
and distribution of power. My Government is taking all steps to
increase its own generation by expeditiously completing the
ongoing projects and by taking up new projects. Government
has appfoved conversion of Chandrapur Thermal Project
(CPTS) to coal based power station through Joint Venture. Work
on Lungnit Small Hydro Project (6MW) and Myntring Small
Hydro Project (9MW) has begun. A joint venture company
between the Assam Power Generation Company Ltd and
NEEPCO has been formed for the implementation of the 250
MW coal based thermal power plant at Margherita. There is a
proposal to set up a Gas based power station at Amguri. A joint
venture company namely, the Assam Power Projects
Development Company Ltd has also been formed with IL&FS -

for the implementation of new power projects in Assam. Lakwa

Waste Heat Recovery Project (37.5 MW) is proposed to be
commissioned this year.

Under the Rajiv Gandhi Gramin Vidyutikaran Yojana, my
Government aims to provide access to Electricity to all villages,
habitations and households and give electricity connection to
Below Poverty Line (BPL) families free of charge. During the
year 2009, 1 ,236 villages have been electrified, in 1,930 villages
electrification has been intensified and 12,52,008 BPL families
have been provided connection. Remote villages that are not
accessible to the Grid would be electrified by means of non-
conventional type of energy. So far total 793 villages are
electrified by Solar Home Lighting System.

It is proposed to complete the electrification of all the
remaining villages and to provide electric connetion to BPL
families in the entire state during the year 2010-11.

The work of 132/33 KV sub-stations at Rupai, Dibrugarh,
Sonai, Nagaon, Kamalpur are likely to be completed in 2010.

Tourism has a tremendous potential to boost the
economy of the state. Towards this end, a number of initiatives

have been taken for the development of tourist infrastructure in

Assam. Koliabor-Jakhiabondha-Nagaon and the Assam Buddist
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circuits are being developed for the development of tourism.
During the 11th Five-year Plan, Assam has taken initiative for
setting up of food craft institutes at Samaguri in Nagaon. An
Institute of Hotel Management at Jorhat is being set up. The
tourism department has already entered into an agreement with
Taj Group of Hotels for setting up a five star hotel at Khanapara.

Under the Assam Vikash Yojana, incentives have been provided

' to the educated unemployed youth. My Government has taken

steps to develop Maidam of Bir Lachit Borphukan, Holongapar
at Jorhat, construction of tourist lodge at Nagaon, development
of wayside amenities at Titabor and development of tourist facility
at Athkhelia Namghar.

Proactive measures have been initiated to invigorate the
industrial Sector by taking up various infrastructure projects,
providing assistance to artisans as well as initiating Skill
Development Programmes.

The Gas Craker Project is being implemented as per
schedule. For encouraging the down stream projects of this
Gas Cracker Project, my Government has taken steps for setting

up a Plastic Park in District of Tinsukia.

To creat more small & medium enterprises many projects
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-under PPP model in collaboration with Government of India has

been proposed Plastlc Park in Trnsukla Bamboo park in
Jaglroad Jute Park at Kharupetia, Mega Food park at Nathkuchu
Textlle Park at Srpajhar Banana Park at Goalpara and Agrihub

at Boko are included in such projects.

Under the Mukhya Mantrir Karma Jyoti Achani, necessary
tools; equipments and raw materials are provided to the artisans,
The Udyog-Jyoti Scheme under which students are given
exposure.through industrial visits within and outside the State
and the Chief Minister’s Swaniyojan Yojana under which trainees

are sponsored to different parts of the country for traning.

My Government has taken various steps for the reform
of the State Public Sector Enterprises with financial assistance
from the Asian Development Bank under the Assam Governance
& Public Resource Management Programme. Thirteen unviable
enterprises and two units of another enterprise have been closed
down. The assets of these enterprises have been taken over
by the State Government and all employees released under
the Voluntary Retirement Scheme for Closed Enterprises. As g

A state-of-art
multipurpose training complex td house the National and
International skill-training providers is coming up in Guwahati.

“An ambitious project to digitize the employment exchange
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database has also been taken up.

My Government is maintaining strict vigil and taking steps
to ensure that there is no abnormal increase in prices of essential
commodities and firm action is being taken against hoarders
and black marketers. My Government has been providing
subsidised rice, wheat, sugar and S K Oil to the people under
public distribution system. Out of 19.06 lakh BPL families in
Assam, 7,04 lakh are being covered under the Antodoya Anna
Yojana providing 35 kg of rice at Rs 3/- per Kg to each.
Remaining BPL families continue to be provided subsidised rice
at rate between Rs. 6.17 to Rs. 6.27 per Kg. Under the
Randhanjyoti Scheme, widows, women from BPL families and
SHG members are given LPG connection and 1,59,495 families
have been benefited under the scheme til now & another 8,726
beneficiaries are to be benefitted in the fourth phase of the
scheme currently under implementation.

Cooperative Movement is an effective tool for rura|
development. The exercise of revitalisation of Short Term
Cooperative Credit Structure of Primary Agriculture Credit
Societies/Apex Bank has almost been completed which in turn
would enable the state to receive fund of loan waiver from

Government of India and make all these credit societies eligible
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for financing agricultural loan to the farmers. Under Chief
Minister’s Asom Vikash Yojana, about 200 Women Cooperative
Society with financial assistance @Rs.50,000/- each have been
formed. My Government is looking into revitalising those PSUs

which will be usefull in the long run.

New interventions have been launched for providing care
to women, children and disabled persons through establishment
of two special schools for hearing and visually impaired,
providing unemployment allowances to the disabled persons
and allowances to family with disabled children, setting up of
State Commission for protection of Child Rights, Financial
incentives to girls of BPL family who may marry after 20 years
of age, establishment of Protective home for women, setting
up of Child and Woman Development Council, Financial
assistance to Unemployed Unmarried Women and Widows
above 45 years of Age, Old Age home for Women etc. ICDS
Scheme has been almbst universalised covering all blocks and
urban/town areas, villages and habitations. SNP has been
decentralised and it is being implemented through Anganwadi
Centre Management Committee. Mukhyamantrir Jiban Bima
Achani has successfully been implemented and Mukhyamantrir

Mohila Sambriddhi Achani has impacted on economic

The new system for settlement of Country Liquor Shops will
augment collection of excise revenue.

Assam State Transport Corporation (ASTC) has taken
several measures for augmentation of its revenues which include
setting up of Petrol & Diesel stations, ATM counters, Railway
Reservation Counter in Morigaon and Nagaon and Commercial
complex in important ASTC station premises.
