Shri Rockybul Hussain (Minister of Environment &
Forest,Assam) replied: -
(@) Global warming impact predictions are based on
data modeling and its real time occurrences are still
being analyzed and investigated world over..
Consequently the issues involved are not adequately
apparent. As the Impacts are expected to vary in
spatiotemporal dimension, studies may have to be
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undertaken at national or regional level in the least.
Hence, full-fledged studies at state level may not be
very appropriate approach in the matter. Efforts are
underway at national level to assign the task to
designated institutions for undertaking extensive
studies to map the impacts and their consequences and -
to prepare road map to tackle them.

At the same time , the state Government is
conscious of problems associated with global warming
and is taking measured step to unfold the issues that
may result as a consequence of raising atmospheric
temperature.

The Assam Forest Department has entered into
understanding with Pune based Centre for
Development of Advance Computing (C-DAC) under
Department of Information & Technology (DIT),
Govt. of India for undertaking studies on forested
landscapes in Kamrup and Cachar districts. One of
the objectives of this is to study land use/ land cover
change dynamics during last 18 years and the finding
may throw some light on the impacts of global
warming on ecosystems.

(b) The study has started only a few months back and

some information is expected to be available by the
end of this year.

(c) Pollution Control Board, Assam is regularly
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monitoring the industrial activities under Water, Air
and Environment (Protection) Act.

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There are numerous claims and counter-claims

regarding efficacy of various alternative forms of

cancer therapy. Regarding Insuline Potentiation

Therapy ( IPT) the American Cancer society (ACS)_ |
says that despite individual reports , there are no
published scientific studies available showing that IPT
is safe or effective in treating cancer in human. A report
of the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Centre, N ew
York States that IPT remains an unproven cancer!': ,,
therapy until there are more studies available to validate ~
its benefits. A renowned medical oncologist Dr. Tapan
Saikia, who is presenily working in Mumbai when
contacted for his comments on IPT in December’
2008, stated that due to ignorance or misguidance
many people are trying to exploit the insulin pathway
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for treatment of cancer with disappointing results.

Ewan Careron and Linus Pauling in 1976& 1978
Suggested that high dose Vitamin-C results in cure of
cancer to.a great extent. Based on this information
Mayo Clinic in USA conducted 3 large clinical trials
to establish the efficacy of Vitamin-C in the treatment
of cancer. The Multi-institutional cum international
study conducted by the Clinic failed to observe
improvement in the survival of cancer patient with
high dose.Vitamin-C. Vitamin-C provides temporary
Symptomatic improvement in appetite and strength for
a small . proportion of treated patients. However,
Survival is not enhanced by Vitamin -C There is no
denying that Vitamin C, A, E, Beta- carotene, Selenium
etc. have. anti-oxidant property and very useful for
prevention of cancer. Linus Pauling who suggested
that Vitamin-C can cure cancer, himself took high dose
Vitamin-C in his lifetime for prevention of cancer.
Unfortunately he himself died of cancer.

In the absence of strong scientific evidence it is
difficult for any institution practicing allopathic system
of medicine to start these types of alternative form of
therapy. It should be the responsibilities of those
centres who are practicing alternative medicine for
cure cancer to convince the scientific community by
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publishing such work in reputed national and
international journal.

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GUIDELINES FOR GRANT OF EX-GRATIA FOR LQSé-
OF HUMAN LIVES AND DAMAGES TO CROPS AND
PROPERTIES CAUSED BY WILD ANIMALS::

In replacing the guidelenes issued vide Government
Memo No. FRW 63/2002/10, dtd 19/1/2004 the following
revised guidelines are hereby issued for grant of ex-gratia for
loss of human lives and damages to crops and properties caused
by wild animals.

1. Ex-gratia for loss of human lives and damages to crops
and properties caused by wild animals will be paid
when such damages are caused outside the notified
forest areas. Such Ex-gratia will also be paid for
damages inside the notified forest areas provided the
sufferer was legally authorized to be present inside the
forest. |

2. The grant of Ex-gratia as per the norms can be paid
from any source of fund available at the disposal of
the Forest Department.

3. The norms for payment of Ex-gratia to various types
of damages would be as follows :-

a) In case of death of any person Rs. 5,000/- to be
paid on the spot for the last rites and then Rs.
35,000/- after issue of sanction by the Deputy
Commissioner.
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b) The cost of medical treatment for any injury
subject to the maximum of Rs. 20,000/- per
person.

¢) Rs. 10,000/~ per person for loss of any single
limb excluding the medical reimbursement.

d) Rs. 20,000/~ per person for loss of two or more
limbs or for permanent disability excluding the
medical reimbursement.

e) For damages to livestock, actual cost subject to
the maximum of Rs. 2,500 per family.

f) For crop damage, actual cost subject to the
maximum of Rs. 5,000/- per family.

g) In case of total damage of dwelling house, actual
cost subject to the maximum of Rs. 5,000/- per
family.

h) In case of partial damage of dwelling houses,
actual cost subject to the maximum of Rs. 2,000/
- per family depredation and based on the report
of the enquiry the ex-gratia to be paid according
to the above norms .

5. The Deputy Commissioner may entrust any of his
officers or any of the forest officers in his district or
Forest/Revenue Officers jointly for the purpose of
enquiry and fix a suitable time limit for completion of
the enquiry.
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6. The enquiry conducted by the Deputy Commissioner

would certain that the death/injury/damage has been
caused by the wild animals and that the affected person
is not an encroacher or a person involved in illegal
activities during the occurrence of the incident. The
assessment of damage to crops/cattle/property shall be
assessed as is done by the Revenue staff normally.

. The Deputy Commissioner will pass final orders

regarding the amount of ex-gratia to be paid based on
the enquiry report and the norms prescribed. These
order would be intimated to the Conservator of Forest
concerned who would inform the Chief Conservator

of Forest (Wildlife) for releases of funds for
disbursement at the earliest.

. In case of death, subject to availability of fund, the

Divisional Forest Officer concerned will pay an amount
of Rs. 5,000/- on the spot to the next of kind of the
victim for cremation and other rites.

. The payment of ex-gratin as per the above norm would

be made subject to availability of fund and the chief
Conservator of Forests (Wildlife) would ensure
maintenance of accounts of funds disbursed in the
above manner as usual for the purpose of Audit etc.

GSRT (E) :- Whereas the draft Scheduled
Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Rules, 2007 were
published, as required by sub-section (1) of section
14 of the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional
Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act.
2006 (2 of :2007 under the notification of the
Government of India in the Ministry of Tribal Affairs
number G.S.R. 437 (E) dated the 19" June, 2007 in
the Gazette of India. Part it, Section 3, sub-section
(1) of the same date, inviting objections and
suggestions from all persons likely to be affected
thereby before the expiry of the period of forty five
days from the date on which the copies of the Gazette
containing the said notification are made available to
the public.

And whereas copies of the said Gazette were
made available to the public on 25.06.2007.

And whereas the objections and suggestions
received from the public in respect of the said draft
rules have been duly considered by the Central
Government.

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers
conferred by sub-sections (1) and 2) of section 14 of
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the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditiona] Forest
dwellers Recognition of Forest Right Act 2006 (2 of
2007) the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules for recognizing and vesting the forest
right and occupation in forest land in forest dwelling
Scheduled right and occupation in forest land in
forest dwelling Scheduled Tribes and Other
Traditional Forest Dwellers residing in such forests
namely —

1. Short title, extent and commencement-

(1) These rules may be called the Scheduled
Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Rules 2007.

2. They shall extend to the whole of India
except the state of Jammu and Kashmir.

3. They shall come into force on the date of
their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definition — (I) In these rules, unless the context
otherwise requires,

(a) “Act” means the Scheduled Tribes and others
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest
Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007)

(b)’bonafide livelihood needs’ means fulfillment of
sustenance needs of self and family through
production or sale of produce resulting from self-
cultivation of forest land as provided under clauses
(a), (¢) and (d) of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the
Act.

(¢) ‘““claimant’ mean an individual group of
individuals, family or community making a claim

. for recognition and vesting of right listed in the Act.

(d) “’disposal of minor forest produce’ under clause
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(c) of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Act shall
include, local level processing, value addition,
transportation in forest area through head-loads,
bicycle and handcarts for use of such produce or sale
by the gatherer or the community for livelihood.
(e) “’Forest Rights Committee’’ means a committee
constituted by the Gram Sabah under rule 3.
() “Section™” means the section of the Act.
(2) The words and expressions used and not defined
in these rules but defined in the Act, shall have the
meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.
3. Gram Sabah — (1) The Gram Sabhas shall be
convened by the Gram Panchayat and in its first
meeting it shall elect from amongst its members, a
committee of not less than ten but not exceeding
fifteen persons as members of the Forest Rights
Committee, wherein at least one-third members shall
be the Scheduled Tribes.

Provided that not less than one-third of such
members shall be women. |

Provided Further that where there are no

- Scheduled Tribes, at least one-third of such members

shall be women.
(2) The Forest Rights Committee sha] decide on a

chairperson and a secretary and intimate it to the Sub-
Divisional Level Committee.

(3) When a member of the Forest Rights Committee
is also a claimant of individual forest right, he shall
inform the Committee and shall not participate in the
verification proceedings when his claim is considered.

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4. Function of the Gram Sabah (1) the Gram Sabah
shall-
(a) Initiate the process of determining the nature and
extent of forest rights receive and hear the claims
relating thereto :
(b) Prepare a list of claimants of forests rights and
maintain a register containing such details of clamants
and their claims as the Central Government may by
order determine :
(c) Pass a resolution on claims on forest rights after
giving reasonable opportunity to interested persons
and authorities concerned and forward the same to
the Sub-Division Level Committee:
(d) Consider resettlement packages under clauses (c)
of Sub-Section (2) of section 4 of the Act and pass
appropriate resolutions; and
(e) Constitute committees for the protection of
wildlife, forest and biodiversity, from amongst its
members, in order to carry out the provisions of
section 5 of the Act.
(2) The quorum of the Gram Sabha meeting shall be
not less than two-thirds of all members of such Gram

Provided that where there is a heterogeneous
population of Scheduled Tribes and non scheduled
Tribes in any village, the members of the Scheduled
Tribes, Primitive Tribal Groups (PTGs) and pre-
agricultural committee shall be adequately represented.
(3) The Gram Sabha shall be provided with the
necessary assistances by the authorities in the State.
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5. Sub-Divisional Level Committee : The State
Government shall constitute Sub-Divisional Level
Committee with the following members, namely :-

(a) Sub-Divisional Officer or equivalent officer
Chairperson;

(b) Forest Officer in charge of a Sub division or
equivalent officer member; -/

c¢) three members of the Block or Thehsil level
Panchayats to be nominated by the District Panchayat
of whom at least two shall be the Scheduled Tribes
preferably those who are forest dwellers, or who
belong to the primitive tribal groups and where there
are no Scheduled Tribes two members who are
preferably other traditional forest dwellers, and one
shall be a woman member, or in areas covered under
the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution, three members
nominated by the Autonomous District Council or
Regional Council or other appropriate Zonal level of
whom at least one shall be a woman member, and

(d) an officer of the Tribal Welfare Department
in-charge of the Sub-division or where such officer
is not available the officer in-charge of the tribal affairs.
6. Function of the Sub-Divisional Level Committee
— The Sub-Divisional Level Committee (SDLC)
shall-
(a) provide information to each Gram Sabah about
their duties and duties of holder of forest rights and
others towards protection of wildlife, forest and
biodiversity with reference to critical flora and fauna
which need to be conserved and protected:

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(b) provide forest and revenue maps and electoral rolla
to the Gram Sabah or the Forest Rights Committee:
c) Collate all the resolutions of the concerned Gram
Sabhas,

d) Consolidate maps and details provided by the
Gram Sabhas,

e¢) examine the resolutions and the maps of the Gram
Sabhas to ascertain the veracity of the claims.

f) hear and adjudicate disputes between Gram Sabhas
on the nature and extent of any forest rights,

g) hear petitions from persons, including state
agencies, aggrieved by the resolutions of the Gram
Sabhas,

h) Co-ordinate with others Sub-Divisonal Leve]
Committees for inter Sub- Divisional claims,

i) prepare block or tehsil-wise draft record of
proposed forest rights after reconciliation of
government records.

j) forward the claims with the draft record of
proposed forest rights through the Sub-Divisjona]
officer to the District Level Committee for final
decision.

k) raise awareness among forest dwellers about the
objectives and procedures laid down under the Act
and the rules,

1) ensure easy and free availability of performa of
claims to the claimants as provided in Annexure — 1

(Forms A and B) of these rules.

m) Ensure that the Gram Sabhas meetings are
conducted in free, open and fair manner with requiste
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quorum. :
7. District Level Committee- The State Government
shall constitute District Level Committee (DLC) with
the following members, namely :-

a) District Collector or Deputy Commissioner —
Chairperson. '

b) concerned Divisional Forest Officer or
concerned Deputy Conservator of Forest- member.

c) three members of the district panchyat to be
nominated by the district panchyat of whom at least
two shall be the Schuduled Tribes preferably those
who are forest dwellers or who belong to members
of the primitive tribal groups, and where there are no
Schedule Tribes, two members who are preferably
other traditional forest dwellers and one shall be a
woman member, or in areas covered under the Sixth
Schedule to the Constitution three members
nominated by the Autonomous Distrct Council or

d) an officer of the Tribal Welfare Department in-
charge of the district or where such officer is not
available the officer in-charge of the tribal affairs.

8. Functions of District Level Committee :— The

d) hear petitions from persons aggrieved by the
orders of the sub-divisional Level committee,

e) Co-ordinate with other districts regarding inter-
district claims.

f) issue directions for incorporation of the forest
rights in the relevant government records including
record of rights,

g) ensure publication of the record of forest rights
as may be finalized and

h) ensure that a certified copy of the record of
forest rights and title under the Act, as specified in
Annexurex II & III to these rules, is provided to the
concerned.

9. State Level Monitoring Committee — The State
Government shall constitute a State Level Monitoring
Committee with the following members namely.

a) Chief Secretary - Chairperson.
b) Secretary Revenue Department — Member
¢) Secretary Tribal or Social
Welfare Department —Member
d) Secretary, Forest Department ~ Member
e) Secretary Panchayat Raj — Member
f) Principal Chief Conservator _
of Forests - Member

g) three Scheduled Tribes member of the Tribes
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Advisory Council, to be nominated by the
Chairperson of the Tribes Advisory Council and
where there is no Tribes Advisory Council, three
Scheduled Tribes members to be nominated by the
State Government.

h) Commissioner, Tribal Welfare or equivalénts
who shall be the Member Secretary.

10. Functions of the State Level Monitoring
Committee — The State Level Monitoring
Committee shall----

a) devise criteria and indicators for monitoring
the process of recognition and vesting of forest rights.

b) monitor the process of recognition, verification
and vesting of forest rights in the State.

c¢) furnish a six monthly report on the process of
recognition, verification and vesting of forest rights
and submit to the nodal agency such returns and
reports as may be called for by the nodal agency.

d) on receipt of a notice as mentioned in section
8 of the Act, take appropriate actions against the
concerned authorities under the Act.

e) monitor resettlement under sub-section (2) of
section — 4 of the Act.

11. Procedure for filing, determination and
verification and claims by the Gram Sabha-

(1) The Gram Sabhas shall_

a) call for claims and authorize the Forest Rights
Committee to accept the claims in the form as
provided in Annexure I of the rules and such claims.
shall be made within a period of three months from

.(;;
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the date of such calling of claims along with a least
two of the evidences mentioned in rule 13, shall be
made within a period of three months.

Provided that the Gram Sabha may if consider
necessary, extend such period of three months after
recording the reasons thereof in writing.

b) fix date for initiating the process of
determination of its community forest resource and
intimate the same to the adjoining Gram Sabhas
where there are substantial overlaps and the Sub-
Divisional Level Committee.

(2) The Forest Rights Committee shall assist the
Gram Sabhas in its functions to -----

1) receive, acknowledge and retain the claims in
the specified form and evidence in support of such
claims.

ii) prepare the record of claims and evidence
including maps.

iii) prepare a list of claimants on forest rights.

iv) verify claims as provided in these rules.

V) present their findings on the nature and extent
of the claim before the Gram Sabhas for its
consideration.

3) Every claim received shall be duly acknowledged
in writing by the Forest Rights Committee.

4) The Forest Rights Committee shall also prepare
the claims on behalf of Gram Sabha for community
forest rights in Form B as provided in Anncxure [ of
these Rules.

5) The Gram Sabha shall on receipt on the finding
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under clause (v) of sub-rule (2) meet with prior notice
to consider the findings of the Forest Rights
Committee, pass appropriate resolutions and shall
forward the same to the Sub D1v1510na1 Level
Committee.

6) The Secretary of Gram Panchayat will also act as
secretary to the Gram Sabhas in discharged of its
functions.

12) Process of verifying claims by Forest Rights
Committee — (1) The Forest Rights Committee shall
after due intimation to the concerned claimant and
the Forest Department _

a) visit the site and physically verify the nature
and extent of the claim and evidence on the site.

b) receive any further evidence or record from the
claimant and witnesses.

c) ensure that the claim from pastoralists and
nomadic tribes for determinations of their rights,
which may either be through individual members,
the community or traditional community institution
are verified at a time when. such invidual the
communities or their reprentatives are present.

d) ensure that the claim from member of a
primitive tribal group or pre agriculture community
for determination of their rights to habit, which may
either be through their communitiy or traditional
community institution are verified when such
communittee or their representatives are present and

e) prepare a map delineating the area of each claim
indicating recognizable landmarks.

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2) The Forest Rights Committee shall then record
its findings on the claim and present the same to the
Gram Sabha for its consideration.

3) If there are conflicting claims in respect of the
traditional or customary boundaries of another village
or if a forest area is used be more than one Gram
Sabha, the Forest Rights Committee of the respective
Gram Sabhas shall meet jointly to consider the nature
of enjoyment of such claims and submit the findings
to the respective Gram Sabhas in writing,.

Provide that if the, Gram Sabha are not able to

resolve the conflicting claims, it shall be referred by
the Gram Sabha to the Sub-Divisional Level
Committee for its resolution.
4) On a writing request of the Gram Sabha or the
Forest Rights Committee for information records or
documents, the concerned authorities shall provide
an authenticated copy of the same to the Gram Sabha
or Forest Rights Committee as the case may be and
facilitate its clarification, if required, through an
authorised officer.

13.Evidence for determination of forest rights -
(1) The evidence for recognition and vesting of forest
rights shall, inter alia include-

a) public documents, Government records such
as Gazetteers , Census ,survey and settlement reports
maps, satellite imagery, working plans management
plans, micro-plans, forest enquiry report, other forest
record of circulars resolutions.
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b) Government authorised documents such as
voter identity card,ration card,passport. Houses tax
receipts, domicile certificates ;

c) physical attributes such as house, huts and
permanent improvements made to land inciuding
levelling, bunds check dams and the like.

e) research studies, documentation of customs and
traditions that illustrate the enjoyment of any forest
rights and having the force of customary law, by
reputed institutions, such as Anthropological survey
of India. A

f) any record including maps, record of rights,
Privileges concessions favours from erstwhile
princely states or provinces or other such
intermediaries

g) traditional structures establishing antiquity such
as well grounds sacred places.

h) genealogy tracing ancastry to invidulas
mentioned inerlier and records on recognised as
having been legitimate resident of the village as an
earlier period of time.
