It was issued- for the information and co-operation of
the Public in the context of the power rationing al-
ready introduced by the Government with effect from
last September 1975 under the Assam Electrical Energy
Control Order, 1975 issued on 14th August, 1975.

(b)—The power rationing was introduced by the State Govern-
ment and not by any officer, in exercise of the powers
conferred by Sub-rule (2), and in particular by Clause
(a), () and (q) of Sub-rule (3) of Rule 114 of the
Defence of India Rules, 1971

rationing policy. It is the Government who have de-
cided to introduce it. What the Secretary has done
is that he has only executed the decision of the Go-

" vernment and he has done it through a Press Note.

As regards asking for restriction in the use of electri-
c1ty, this, under circumstances of present power shortage,

is necessary, and therefore, he has exhorted the people
‘to do so. ;

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emergency in the hope that the problems of the wea-

ker sections of the country will be remoxed to the

great extent, If the developmental programmes meant

for those people are undertaken on an emergent foot-
ing, and we believe, that in that case the National
Emergency might be a boon to the down trodden, to
the weaker sections of the people like the Plains Trib-
als of Assam. The problem of emilioration of the
weaker sections of the National Government. The Gov-
ernment assured that the weaker sections of the
country will be in a better position to assert
themselves in  securing their = rights - embodied
in the constitution, But what I have found is that
today, the very basic right to live has been’ denied
to a large section of the people. As for instance, Sir,
the Government assured that land will be -given 10
the landless. But even after this proclamation by Gover-
nment, thousands of families have become totally impo-
verished and they are on the verge of extinction. In
Assam the entire forest belt has presented a Very ser-
ious chronic problem because of large scale encroa-
chment upon the forest areas followed by large-scale
ruthless eviction of those encroachers. We demand
simultaneous arrangement for tLeir rehabilitation else-
where. I have received number of complaints from the
eviction victims of many forest areas, particulary from
the Gohpur forest areas. More than 37 persons have
been reported to have been died of expoOsers, mal-nu-
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trition, lack of medical treatment, without any cloth f
and food.

In the Gohpur forest area, on the 31st of January
I met the Deputy Commissioner -of Darrang district
and he has informed me that the number of death 5 !
rather exagerated, of course, the people have been suffe” *
ring a lot. He has also told me that .measures ai®
being taken by Government as to how . the evictio?
victims can be rehabilitated,

been stranded on both banks of Ranga Checha river
and there I have found nearly 1000 families montly
tribals have been rendered completely wretched and
are in the verge of extinction. Many of them havé
already left the place in search of other means Of
living and their whereabouts are mnot known. Sir, !
have seen that the so called forest areasis completely
barren land suitable only for paddy cultivation ; whats
over trees are there, they are ‘Autenga’ trees and the

people are without food, without house and without any
clothes.and I am very much afraid with the advent of the
summer season if immediate measures are not taken by the #
Govt. for their rehabilitation either in that area or
elsewhere those people who are the original citizens of thé
State will be totally extinct. It is a problem not only of
the State, it is the problem of the country as a whole \
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and we are to lock to the problem from a broader
perspective. Where else these people will go ? It is
a fact that these eviction victims are not unproductive
elements, they are productive elements. I do not know

whether this Govt. have earned even a single pie from

the so called forest area. If these people had been

allowed to settle there 1 am sure the Govt. would
have been able to make highly satisfactory procurement
of paddy instead of allowing the area to remain barren
like dead. So, Sir, today in the meeting of the
Tribal Advisory Council I raised the issue and Hon’
ble members of the Advisory Council including the
Minister in charge of Tribal Welfare have agrced to
meet the Chief Minister on this very precarious matter
and Sir, I appeal through you to the Hon’ble Chief
Minister that he would give an appointment at an
appropriate and suitable time as he thinks fit to the
hon’ble members of the Advisory Council to have a
detailed discussion on the issue. Like that, in other
part of that so called forest area thousands of fami-
lies are lying in a very precarious condition. In view
of this unfortunate situation my heart bleeds because
my own people are bleeding there, Another point, Sir,
the process of implementation of Land Ceiling Act has
been a unbriddled opportunity to the implementing
machinery to exploit the poor tribal people particularly
in the northern tracts. I do not know about cther
areas. Not that the tribals have their lands exceeding
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the ceiling but one point must be noted by the hon’
ble Chief Minister and also the Minister in charge of
the department that among the plains tribals there is
a traditional practice since the days of the British that
the land patta isin the name of a particular man who
is no longer in the world and generation after gene-
ration their children have been living on their lands
in the name and over the patta of their forefathers
and there has been separation of brothers, their sons
and daughters and each is in possession of some 10
15 or 20 bighas of land but now in implementing the
Ceiling Act, the implementing machinery has treated
all these separate members who are enjoying the land
on the patta of their forefathers as one family. In
this process if they are to surrender their land then
a new class of landless people will amass. Recently
some days back an old man of Kokrajhar subdivision
h:’flS- died of mental shock and right from the subdi-
visional authority down to the Mondal and Kanungoes,
everybody is taking full opportunity to exploit the people
economically. I do not want to name any particular
per.son but there are some and Sir, 1 appeal to the
C.hlef Minister that since our Chief Minister has the
Vigilance Cell it should detect the cases and then I
will be in a position to furnish some concrete evidence.
The other day a good number of evicted people have
reported to me how much money have given to the
persons in the implementicg machinary. So it is a

N
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very serious case—otherwise we expected that there will
be.Smooth sailing of everything. Sir, thare are other
points. also but since my time is limited I will have
'to. finish within a wminute or two. There has been
misuse of emergency power also. To cite 2 simple
example in my subdivision an Adivasi beloning to the
-‘?a‘.nthal community Mathium Marandi, he is still in
jail under MISA., He was very innocent and simple
man as we all know and out of personal grudge =
small group of people have thrown him in jail. Our
Hon’ble Home Minister will please take note of it.
Some persons issued a certificate to a Marwari person
Champaklal Agarwal regarding his elegibility to purchese
land from a Santhal in the tribal belt. The certificate
was like this that Mr., Agarwal was permanent resid-
ent since long as he is a cult vator; Ultimately the
case was detected by the Sub Committee of the Tribal
Advisory Council of Kokrajhar, Over and above this
Marwari filed a case at Dhubri—an election pﬁlilion
in the last Panchayat election and this generated di-
ssatisfaction among a very large section of people who
have collectively protably approached the Govt. to put
him in jail under MISA. So the point should be noted
down by the Home Minister and justice should be
meted out to innocent persons. With these words 1

conclude my observations.

Shri Jagannath Singh—Sir, 1 wish that I should have
more time. However, I thank you very much for all-
owing me to speak in welcoming the Governor’s Add-
ress. Sir, he has covered almost all the points and
there has been certain discussions on some points.
First of all, Sir, I thank the Chief Minister through you
very much on bzshalf of the people of Cachar and
on my behalf for taking keen interests in the matter
of Barak dam and other important problem of the dis-
trict, Sir, I have gone through the speech of the Govs-
ernor and I find no mention is there on the tea-
industry, tea labourers. The industry is a very big
industry and it playsa very vital role in the economy

A
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of our country. Tea population is a sizeable population,
Sir, Emergency was a must and we welcome it. But
Sir, in the field of labour and management, as you
might have seen, the statement of Hon’ble Labour
Minister, New Delhi that during this Emergency mandays
lost has been reduced and production has increased,
but Retrenchment, lay off and closure has increased. Sir,
I wish the employers should not take the advantage of
this Emergency. Sir, after Emergency we have taken
20-point Programme and for implementation ' of this
programme we have got agencies. Those agencies are
Gaon Panchayat level Cooperative Societies and Mah-
kuma Parishads and Gaon Panchayats. Sir, these Gaon
Panchayats and Mahkuma Parishads and Co-operatives
are not extended to the tea garden areas of Cachar
Dist and Brahmaputra Valley. The pattern of tea garden
population are not on the same line. For instance,
in Cachar workers and non-workers reside in the same
house in the labour line whereas in Brahmaputra Valley
only workers and thier genuine dependents .reside in

the labourline and the non-workers reside outside the
grant area.

The tea population in Cachar district constitutes one
third population of the district. Out of this people
only 60 thousand are workers and others are non
workers, In a garden where 300 people work, the popu-
lation is 5000, Sir, we have decided to distribute
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land to the landless persons and the list has been
prepared through the Gaon Panchayats. But the Gaon
Panchayats are not there in the tea garden areas. In
the list of landless prepared by the J.P. the names of the
persons of tea area are not there. So they are not going
to get lands. There are landless, homeless, unemplo-
yed persons in the tea garden and they are being explo-
ited. Take for instance, agriculture sevelopment scheme
and its implementing machinery is tl.e Gaon Panchayats.
But Gaon Panchayats are not there in the gardens as I said
earlier. Through our distribution system we want to save
poor people from the clutches of money lenders, black-
marketers by forming cooperatives in each Gaon Panch-
ayat. But what about tea population ? Are they not
the citizen of our country 3 They have come here
generations before from Bihar, Orissa, Madras etc. and
they have identified themselves with the soil of the
land. Now, we cannot ignore them, If we ignore them
they will be thrown out and this will definitely affect
us very adversely. So, Sir, my humble suggestion is
that these people should be covered up by Panchay-
ats and the Panchayat Act should be immediately ex-
tended to the tea garden areas at least in Cachar dis-
trict. The Hon’ble Chief Minister had the occasion to
visit interior places of Cachar district and he had seen
the problems of tea population and how they are living
there. Sir, let us see the medical side. So far workers

p.
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are concerned the Management give some facilities but
what ab>at non  worker ¢ When they go to the
other hospitals they are told “Go to the tea garden
hospital” — when they go to garden hospital they are

refused medical benefit. I have practical experience of

this. This is an important thing and we must do

something for them and for this purpose I urge upon
the Government to extend the Panchayat.Act to the
tea garden areas, This should be treated as-.a must.
S, inthe Governdy?s Addrass aothing h1s bsen men tioned
about forming any Corporation for the developiment of tea
garden people. Mention has been made in the Governor’s
Speech about formation of Corporations for the Scheduled
Castes, for Backward Classes, for the Tribals etc. But
what about these tea peopley They are most back-
ward economically, socially, educationally and in what
not? In all respect they are the back-ward most people.
So, Sir, for their development we must find out some
ways, and for this, extension of the Panchayat Act is

a must to these areas.

Then, Sir, let me come to another problem, say
education, Tea garden schools in Cachar and Sibsagar
have been nationalised and taken over by the Govern-
ment: Previously, these schools were under the manage-
ment ¢f the tea garden authority. At that time it is
understandable that they were not properly run, But
now, even after these schools having been taken over
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by Government, what is the condition of these schools ? If

there is a house, there is no teacher ; if there is a teacher,

then ther is no house. Students are reading somewhere

under the trees, some where in somebody’s quarter and
so on.- I therefore, suggest that the tea-garden schools be
provided with at least the houses and urge on the

Government to look into this point.
Sir, about industrial disputes something has been
you will

surely argee with that famous saying “Justice delayed

is justice denied”. Cases arising out of various indus-

trial disputes have been piling up. Here, in the Gover-
nor’s address we find mention having been made about
formation of Industrial Relations Committees at district
leve and Apex Industrial Relation Committee at State
level with a view to speeding up settlement of indus-

trial disputes, Sir, these Committees were sei up about
three months before. But how many sittings of these
Committees were held during this period ¢ So far as
the- District of Cachar is concerned, my infor-
mation is that only one sitting of the Committee was
held; Is this the way in which the problem is sought
to be tackled with, Sir, the Deputy Commissioner i8
the head of the district; he is a busy man; he has
multife.rious work. It may be due to this he may not
have time to hold its sittings frequently. But what-
ever may be the reasons, the result is that the poor
people are suffering like anything. What is good of
settling up a case and even awarding verdict in his
favour if it is done after his death ? What is the

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meaning of giving treatment to a child after his dea "
So, Sir, through you T request the Chief Minister o
give his closest attention to this very important matter.

Mention has been made in the Governor’s Address
about setting up small industrial units in several places.
Now, Sir, in my district, Cachar, there is a place
called Fulertal where probably the highest number of
pine-apples are grown. You will be surprised to hear
that pine-apples there are sold at the rate of four annas
each. But in a place like this also nv industrial unit
has been set up either for canning of these large num-
ber of pine-apples or for their preservation so that
these can be sent out to places where they are scarce
and might fetch a reasonable price to the cultivators.
Sometime ago there was a scheme for a food-preser-
vation centre there in collaboration with the Bulgarians.
But I do not know where it has gone now. I there-
fore suggest that without delay a food preservation
centre should be installed there to save the poor hill
people.

A few words about tourism. I know Sir, therz
is a place in Cachar called Bhubanpahar where every
year two Melas are held. There is a tourist bungalow
there in a very dilapidatsd condition. Although the
bungalow is there, its windows and doors have gone ;
'the_ﬂoor has depressed and the bungalow is now al-
most inhabitable. [ therefore request Government to
improve this Bungalow and build one more in the foot-
hill and to make some short of arrangement there
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for staying of the tourists so that tourists may come and

halt there for the night.

I take this opportunity to thank the Governor for his

Sir, the Governor in his address sought for the coo- -
peration from the members of this august House, as
well as from the public in general and also sought
for cooperation for the fulfilment of the 20 Point Pro-
gramme. [ am rather glad to note that the members
of this august House stand behind it and this very
attitude of the Governor has not been met with cri-
ticism. - Sir, it {5 'a very desperate attitude of the Govt.
and the task is very huge but T hope we will come
across and we shall be putting all our support and
co-operation towards its fulfilment by the Govt. Sir,
my friend Ahmed has just now described the sorro-

wful plight, the conspiracy that lead the country and
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the great masses; not less than two third-of our masses,
are in poverty and as my friend was saying ‘irzfReT
aza? 1 also say that word we should not forget that
75% of our people are below the poverty line and
that is why we solemnly declare that we stand behind
the Govt’s decision and the declaration that we shall
fight poverty. That is why this 20-point programme
is to be implemented and we stand behind it. Sif
the Governor in his Addrdss has indicated his Ppolicy
towards administrative reforms, investigation of econ®
mic offences, and economy in Govt. expenditure. Sifs
a sound, scientific and measured expenditure should
be the basic need of the Government and they SIIOUId
be the basic to our economy of the people. Sir, the
hext, the Governor has dealth with our problems like
rural economy, welfare of back-ward classes and this
policy has also been declared for the purpose of upli-
ftment of irrigation facilities with regard to develop-

ment of agriculture, pisciculture, weaving and veterin j

ary and that all go towards the upliftment of rural
economy and the welfare of the backward masses OF
backward classes. Sir, it is substantiated that 75 pef
cent of ‘the total population are below the poverty
line. So, we will sece that such a huge percentageé
of population are not lagging behind after implemen=
tation of this programme. Sir, I cannot think of a
social reconstruction without the change of basic things
and social reconstruction that we cannot dream of
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without removing the poverty. Here T remember the
words of Kalidas ‘Anna cinta samatkar insanskrit.’ We
cannot think of economic development without remoeving

75 per cent hungry mouths, Removal of poverty comes

first. But Sir, to fight this poverty we require some

_basic things. For that souni planning first and succ-

essful implemementation second will be a must, I find
very few of my friends are discussing on sound pla-
nning. I find almost all of them engrossed in disc-
sussing successful implementation, Sir, unless planning
is alright, the implementaion cannot come true and
cannot be a successful one. So, planning comes first:
While making plan we have to see to the errears
which will have to be covered. Sir, in this regard I
will cite an instance. In my Sub-Division one P.W.D.
bridge was constructed with a cost of Rs. 80,000.00.
Some ten years have already elapsed and then I asked
how many vehicles have passed over it. My querry
was answered that not a single vehicle passed over
it because approach roads have not yet been comple-
ted. So, whatever we plan it must be completed, we
must have some initiation and without this we should
not go for taking up works. Sir, I am siting another
example. Sir, so many roads have been started during
the Third Five Year Plan and also during the Fourth
Five Year Plan but not a single one has ceen com-
pleted.
