fail o0 appreciate the gigantic dimension of the devel-

oping nations, Gupper Myrdal with his masterly anal- :
hich the colonies found the-
mselves when they became free, remarked that “the
severe hqndica}j of the new nations as they emerged
from colonial ryle was the ignorance of the masses of
their population” as in his own words the main int-
erest of the colonial powers had not been to educate
the people and prepare. them for development. Sir, to :
néglect, the basic task of -educating the people is one

thing and the deliberate attempi and well defined
strategy to deny ‘education to the masses and', at the
top of that, to create an educated elite while negl-
ecting Popular education is quite‘ another. This policy
persued by the colonial powers is at the root of the
problem of education assuming n'umcrous,dimension in
all the developing countries of the world. Sir, failure

to recognise this fact amounts to faiis’ﬁcation of ‘history,

This is, Sir,
- This problem caused by

mmon to all the developing countries,
the pioblem of dropping out,
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the incapability of many nations including India to ab-
sorb the products of their education system, has led
to a crisis which has very much frustrated the young
people. Serious afforts have not yet been launched
to record the statistics of drop out. As a result, the
seriousness of the problem has not yet bezn seized upon.

Sir, one reason why we have arrived to such a
situation is the lack of proper educational planning
which reflects national needs. In most developing cou-
ntries the highest rate-of drop-outs is expericnced at
t}‘e-brimary school level. A few vears of literacy ed-
ucation Wltho..lt any instruction in practical skills does
not prepare one for playing any role in society. Sir, the
objective here, which underline most educational systems
today is to teach people literacy without making such
function. What is significantly wrong is that educ-
tion is continually being treated as an end in itself
while it should be an instrument, a means of achieving
certain  goals, So, Sir, there should be a thorough
evaluation of the manpower needs-based on -the par-
ticular circumstances of the economy. I do not suggest,
Sir, that education system should be and can be pla-
nned to match manpower needs with microscopic pre-
cision so as to avoid drop-outs. But what I do mamtaln
Sir, is that we should make adequate planning for an
education system whose objective will be functional
and with this the situation can be greatly improved.
Sir, we should bear in mind what the Education Co-
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mmission - in 1966 said. The Commission said ‘the
system of. primary education in India continues to be
largely ineffective and wasteful and many children who
pass through it either do not attain functional liter-
acy or lapse into illiteracy soon afterwards. If we
are to continue our dependance on this programme
alone for liquidation of illiteracy, we may not reach
our goal by 2000 A. D. This is what the Educat!on
Commission says and this is significant.

So, it is necessary that the Govt. makes aconip-
ete assessement of the drop-outs and even the repea-
ters who are a prelude to dropping out. I have, how-
ever, seen a silver lining as Govt. has of late intro-
duced the scheme of non-formal education to hring
back the drop outs under a teaching scheme. At pre-
sent there are 750 centres to start with for students
in the age group of 9to 1l and in addpion 100 cen-
tres for tea garden popwlation within the age - group of
9 to 25. This is mdcecl a good beginning, This
the way how to tackle . the problem.

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disbursed to the scholars regularly on the first day of
the month. It was not possible so long though tried
to disburse the scholarships on the first of the month
with the result that scholarships are not disbursed reg-
ularly every month—sometimes at the end of the
academic career, and that spoils the entire system,the

~ puarpose of awarding scholarships is completely frustrated.

The poor parents who cannot afford to pay the edu-
cational expenses are forced to bear it, and when at
the end of the year when the whole amount is given
to the student, that money is mis-used. It is not used
for the purpose for which the scholarships have been
awarded. We saw the defect yet we could not rectify
it. We have now decided that it must be rectified,
scholarships must be paid on the first day of the
month., There should be a radical change. Now the

scholarships are disbursed from the Head of the Dep-

artment, From now onwards money in bulk will be
paid to the head of the institutions, and the head of
the institutions will disburse the scholarships to the
scholars, We have already made some arrangements
to that effect. We had a discussion with the Accou-
ntant General’'s Office and also with our _Finance
Department regarding financial rules and procedures,
As 1 understand there will not be difficulty ‘so far as
rules are concerned. Under the new rules it will be
possible to disburse the scholarships to every scholar on
the first of the month, - Sir, if we can do this, this
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will indeed be a great thing. Similarly, other grants—
recurring and nonrecurring—will also be disbursed
through Commercial Banks., The services of the Co-
mmercial Banks will be utilised and all the grants
will be transmitted through these Banks so that the
Head of the Department jhere is not very much bot-
hered with the distribution of these grants. The Ac-
" counting system will be very much simplified —simple
but rigorous. If we can do this the Education Dep- .
artment will be free from unnecessay botheration, of *
unnecessary accounting. Instead they will be able to \
devote more time for the real purpose improving the
education system and educational institutions, So far

as the Managing Committees are concerned, I do not

think if it wo_uld be pO.Séible for us to democratise

it as suggested by Hon’ble Member Shri Giasuddin
Ahmed; but there will not be any scope for any
political party to influence it. It will be a Stériotyped .
Committee, none-the-less it will also be a elective : ‘
committee. Though Government will have power to
nominate members, that nomination will remain confined

to certain panel, categories of officers, or certain category
of public workers. Of course, when we refer to public
workers, public leaders or social workers, political
things will surely come up. (A voice: that is the -
most dangerous proposition ). We cannot avoid it.
We will have to involve them because w.ihsut them
it will not be possible to run the institutions, but then,
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Sir, as far, as possible political influence will be avoided.
Sir, Hon’ble Members have referred to another point,
i. e. pre-primary classes. We also feel the .necessity
of developing the pre-primary classes. Though it is our
desire, and though we are very much anxious to dev-
elop it, yet on account of various complications it will’
be very difficult to implement our desire. Fund is one
of the questions. Hon’ble Member, Shri Handique,
has already pointed out how education has .expanded
how we are spending more and more every year, how
1/5 of the total expenditure of the State is spént for
education. For every five rupees we spend i_'n'the
State; we spend one rupee for education, Now, the
question is whether we shall bz able to- spend
more or not ? Sir, if we spend more, certainly we
shall spend for the Pre-Primary Education. Then, the
Pre-primary Education has posed another problem and
it is very difficult to get qualified teachers for the
Pre-primary 3Schools, It is very eacy to get Primary
School Teachers. But it is very difficult to get Pre-
primary Teachers. Then, comes the teaching materials
of Pre-primary Schools. Teaching materials of Pre-
primary Schools are also very costly., So, Sii‘,, taking
411 these factors into consideration we shall have to
give serions thought to the extension of the Pre-primary
Education, But, then; Sir, I don’t put forward this as

a plea to avoid the responsibility. We want to have

Pre-primary Education but because of these difficulties ‘
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we are handicapped.

Then, Sir, want to reply certain points the Hon’ble
Me.mber Shri Dulal Chandra Khound has raised. -1
agree with him in many points. Sir, I have already
replied that the base of the Pre-primary Education
should be sti-enétl1ened, there is no difference of opinion
about it and in doing so we shall take into consideration
the survey reports that we have already got. He has also
referred certain‘points regarding distribution of grants.
We shall certainly lock into it. Then, he has referred
another point with regard to the Science College at
Jorhat, In this connection I would like to state that
