Shri Chandra Bahadur Chetri asked :
#318. Will the Minister, P. W. D. be pleased to state—

(a) Whether Government Propose to construct a bridge over
the mighty Brahmaputra in the Upper Assam in order to
connect the Northern side with the Southern side consi-

dering the strategic importance and economic development
of the backward area ?

(b) If so, what steps Government has taken so far in this
regard ?
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Shri Md. Idris (Minister, P. W. D.) replied *
318. (a) ——Yes, subject to availability of funds.

(b'—The regional importance of a bridge over Brahmap-
utra near Silghat was projected to the North-Eastern Cou—
ncil and the Council has agreed to finance the survey and
investigation works. These works are expected to be started
by Mj/s. Rail India Technical and Economic Surveys Limi-
ted, 2 Government of India undertaking, shortly.

Shri Lila Kanta Borah asked :

Shri Md. Idris (Minister P. W. D.) replied :
304. (a)—The position of the two bridges are as follows :—
(i) Bridge over Brahmaputra at Jogighopa.

Government of India has intimated that - they have taken a
note of our demand and that they will take some more
{ime to take a final view o1 the matter in face of present
financial difficulties ~and on ~aceount of heavy financial
investments for the project.
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(ii) Bridge over Brahmaputra near Silghat.

North-Eastern Counci! has agreed to finance the survey
and investigation . works for selection of a suitable site.
Survey works are expected to be started shortly by M/S.
Rail India Technical and Economic Surveyes Ltd. (RITES)
a Government of India undertaking to whom this work
has been entrusted to by the Government of India.

The crying need for above two bridges have been placed
before the president of India on 1st November 1975 through
a memorandum by the State Government.

(b)—The construction works will be taken up after the san-
ction of the Schemes.

(c)—There is no such proposal at present.

Mr. Speaker—Starred Question No. 318 :

Md. Idris (Minister, P. W. D) : Sir, there is another Ques-
tion, No. 324 on the same subject. I want both the
questions to be put together.

Shri Chatra Sing Teron (Minister) : Sir, the arrangement was
made when it was managed by the Jorhat Tea Company but
so far as the present arrangement is concerned the Saddar

Office at Jorhat have also been asked to look after all the ¥

cardens owned by the Tea Corporation and also the sick
gardends in the area which are managed by them. As
many as nine gardens that all are being looked Dby the

Suddar Office.

Shri Bijay Krishna Handique : Is it a fact that the Acco-
unts Officer of the Jorhat Tea Company was entrusted
with the responsibility of controlling finance even after the
Cinnamara T.E. with the Suddar office has been purchased

by the Corporation ?

Shri Chatra Sing Teron (Minister): Sir, according to th.e
revised procecure of garden finances at Hon’ble I-VI.ember 1s
aware thate about 12 items of financial responsibility have
been transferred to the Gauhati Office. While the other 6
items of responsibility have been entrusted to the sudder
office. Sir, Idon’t think that the conclusion drawn is very
correct but nevertheless as 1 have said in my reply, that the
total volume of works covering all the gardens is very much
high and therefore re-adjustment have to be made. Many
functions are still left with the regional office, like main-

)
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tenance of accounts, of gardens, internal checking of acco—
unts of the gardens, finances, disbursement of accounts, pur—
chase of stores etc. But so far as the finances is concerned,
I think it is always done from the Head office.

Shri Dulal Chandra Khound - Are they all Government
employees ? And, if so, to which Department they belong to ?

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Minister)— Sir, they are all Govern-
ment employees. They are - (1) Shri Maniruddin Ahmed,
Social Education Officer, (2) Shri Bhabani Prasad Medhi,
Agriculture Demonstrator, (3) Shri Habibur Rahman, Asstt.
Teacher and (4) Shri Makhanlal Roy, Veterinary Asstt.
Surgeon. And, they are under suspension now.
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Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi — Sir, I want to ask a suppl-
ementary because the issue is very serious. Whether it is a
fact that some of the .officers have not yet been placed
under suspension by the respective  Department ?
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Shri Abdul Mugtadir Choudhury = Whether the departmen—
tal proceedings can go side by side ? :

Shri Hiteswar Saikia {Minister) - I think, it should go.
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Shri Md. Umaruddin ( Minister ) Sir, I told the house
that the hire charges of tractorisation had not been re—

* vised. This is a fact so far as tractors are concerned but

the hire charges of bull dozing and threshing - operation
by power threshers have been revised with effect from
1.1.76. The details are given below :

I also informed the House that the hire ptirchase system in
respect of tractors is being continued. This is however,
not a fact. The hire-purchase system of tractors and power
tillers is not operated by the Agriculture Department but
by Assam Agro Industries Development Corp. This sys-
tem has been discontinued by the AAIDC from 1969-70.

They have also discontinued hire purchase in respact of
pumping sets from 1971-72.

I had informed the House that there is subsidy on the hire
charges of tractors and bulldozers. Thisis not a fact.

I had also informed that the subsidy on power tiller etc.
has been reduced and gradually given up now. In fact
there is provision of subsidy on out right sale of power
tillers to farmers. The provision for this has been reduced
in the current year’s budget, but not entirely given up.

Shri Sarat Chal}dra Sinha (Chief Minister)—On 8th March
Jast while replying to Supplementary questions to. Starred
question No. 241 asked by Shri - Preriadhar Bora  and
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Shri Ataur Rahman, I replied that there were 1 U D A, 3
LDAs, 12 Stenographers, 1 Typist, 3 Drivers, 1 Duftry in
the Office of the Trade Advisor, Calcutta. Now, after
goin_g through the proceedings of the Assembly. I find that
some mistakes have cropped up. The correct figures should
be as follows.

Driver - 1

Typist — 3
Duftry — 2

( At this stage Mr. Speaker left the Chamber and M
Deputy Speaker occupied the chair )
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Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister, Forests) : Sir, Government’s
attention has -been drawn to the news item published in
the ‘Dainik Asom’ dated 30. 1.76 under the caption
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Sir, from the reports received it appears that a party con—
sisting of Shri Vijay Pat Singhania of M/s J.K. Industries,
Bomrbay, and others entered into the Balipara Reserve
Forest near the 10th mile on the night of 22.1.76. The
party also hired a domestic elephant iocally. The party
killed one male Sambar deer and one female Barking deer
at about 9 P.M. on the same night. They also used
artificial light. On receipt of information, during the night
of 23.1.76 the D.F.O., Darrang, started investigation. On
27.1.76 the Forest Staff along with a Police Party seized
skins, skulls and horn etc. of the animals from the party-
A case has been sent up to the Chief Judicial Magistrate,
Darrang, Tezpur, against Shri Vijoy Pat Singhania and
three others for violation of the forest rules and miisuse
of guns in hunting wild animals in reserve forests. 1 may
further add, Sir, Shri Singhania came from Bombay-
He is the proprietor of M/s J.K. Industries. This is one
of the biggest industries in the country. He was accom—
panied by seven other persons— (1) Miss Madhuben, a film
actress from Bombay, (2) Mr. K. J.S. Wallia of Bombay;
(3) Mr. Dalima of Bombay, (4) Mr. Rajendra Chauda,
a free lance photographer, Bombay, (5) Mr. Salim Barod-—
walla of Bombay, (6) one cook, and (7) Shri Krishna
Kanta Mech of Tezpur who happens to be an employee
of Mr. Singhania. Later on one Air hostess from Austria
joined the party. Her name is not known. From the
report it appears that lady did not have any entry permit
to the area. So the party went to the residence of the
Deputy Commissioner and the Deputy Commissioner granted
her a permit to reside there upto 31.1.76. The party were
residing in Bungalow No. 2 as has been mentioned by

the Hon’ble Member owned by the Assam Branch of 7

Indian Tea Association. They were issued a licence as per
forest rules. The D.F.O. issued the licence for shooting
animals in the reserve forest area = Class II Reserve
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Forest under Rule 10 of Shooting Rules at a fee of Rs. 30/-.
While using their guns and elephant Mr. Singhania and
his accomplices violated the licence condition. They entered
the forest at night, used flash lights and killed a female
deer which is also prohibited. They were to produce the
carcass because royality is. to be realised but they did not
do anything. When the D.F.Q. started investigation to find
out the remnants of the animals they did not allow.
Ultimately the D.F.O. took the help of S.P., Tezpur, and
accompanied by several police officers they could search
out the remnants. As I have mentioned the D.F.O. lodged
a complaint as per forest rules for violation of forest
rules before the Chief Judicial Magistrate. The Judicial
Magistrate took up the case and in the meantime this
party has left. This is the information available with me.
So far as the foreign lady is concerned, Govt. is pursuing
as to how she could come and stay at Tezpur, how the
D.C. could grant her a permit, and after the investiga—
tion is complete necessary action will be taken. Regarding
their presence in the D.C’s residence they did go there
including on the occassion to get the permit, and also
on that day it is reported, there was a birth day cele-
bration of the child of the D.C. I am not sure whether
for birth day celebration they went there, but it is a
fact that they are there on that day.
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Shri Dulal Chandra Khound : Sir, the Minister’s statement
has not covered all the points raised by Shri Nagen Barua.
So far as informations that are with us, it is not a simple
incident, there is a conspiracy behind® it. So, I want some
clarification from the Minister regarding some points-who
arranged ‘the accommodation and other facilities. whether this
Krishna Kanta Mech was instrumental in'ar;anging these
facilities and whether Krishna Kanta Mech was helped by

some local leaders ? Then again; Sir; whether this Mech is

the same person against whom Police prepared a dossier in
1972 for alltl*St_ate activities and whether or not this Mech
is the same  person who is on i_he pay role of a foreign Govt.
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and because of this S.P. Tezpur in 1972 prepared a report
against this person and whether it is a fact that after the in—

cident some influential guarters was attempting to get the
case dropped ?

Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister) :— Sir, regarding the accom-
mocation I have already stated that this particular person
Shri’ Krishna Kanta Mech, who appears to be an employee
of the local agent of J. K. Industries, has made all the local
arrangements. As regards theinvolvement of some local leaders,
the information is not with me. Then, the report which has
been prepared against this person these materials are not
with me. But 1have aiready stated that Govt. is pursuing
the matter and it will be fully investigated. '

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi :-- Sir, actual offence took
place on 22nd and 23rd of January, 1976, accordiug to the
information received by us. But only on 27th of January,
1976, the matter was referred to the Police. May 1 know
from the Hon’ble Forest Minister why the matter was not

immediately lodged to the Judicial Magistrate as in other case
took place elsewhere ?

Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister) :— Sir, the Forest Deptt.
started taking the enquiry on the same night the incident
took place. They contacted the party on 23rd and the party
assured that they would come to D. F. O’s office on 24th.
But they did not turn up on 24th. S0, next morning on 25.
1.76. the Divisional Forest Officer sent forest staff led by
one Shri Sharma to Sonabheel T. E. for investigation. The
party was not available. They, therefore, went to the site of
occurrance and investigated into the case collecting nece-
ssary information. Next day was the Republic Day and
the party was not available at Sonabheel T. E. Meanwhile
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the Deputy Commissioner, Darrang was kept informed
in details about the case daily by the Divisional Forest
Officer including the developments and the latest position
upto 26.1.76. Then, on 27.1.76, the Forest Staff along with
a Police Party led by one Sub-Inspector went for investiga—
tion into the case. This is the position.

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi :(—Sir, we know in similar
other czsz where forest department has immediately lodged
to the matter to Judicial Magistrate. But in this parti—
cular case why the Forest Deptt. did not immediatly lodge
the explain to the Judicial Magistrate, Tezpur ?

Dr. Lutfur Rahman ( Minister ) :—Sir, there is a _diffe—
rence between the other case of North Kamrup and this
case of Darrang. In the case of North Kamrup the car-
cas of the animal was there. But in Tezpur case, we
could not get the carcas of the animal. Therefore, the
staff of the Forest Deptt. was trying to find out the facts
from the party. When they did not turn up to D.F.O’s

office they immediately lodged a complaint and the whole
thing is under investigation.

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi :— Sir, is it a fact that the

party approached the Minister for this purpose as there is
a rumour like that ?

Dr. Lutfur Rahman ( Minister ) : —Sir, the party approached
me and asked for a licence of Animal hunting ‘but I
flatly refused to issue any such licence.

Shri Promode Chandra Gogoi :—Sir, may I know whether
Mr. Singhania has approached the Hon’ble Minister 9

Dr. Lutfur Rahman ( Minister ) :—Sir, he has met me once
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while on his way to Tezpur. He made an appointment
to meet me. But he did not ask anything about the
licence. He said he was on a courtesy visit. As I was
very strict in the matter of issuing such licence he did
not ask me anything. But some people, as I have stated,
on his behalf approached me for elephant hunting licence
which I flatly refused.

Shri Dulal Chandra Khound :—Sir, I want some clarifica—
tion from the Hon’ble Minister. Whether it is a fact
that at the interventation of some influential persons, the

investigation of this case was delayed so that the culprits
might escape ?

Dr. Lutfur Réhnnan_,(Minister) :—Sir, 1 have no knowledge
about this. I shall have to look into it. As I have stated
Govt. is going to investigate the whole matter thoroughly.
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Dr. Lutfur Rahman (Minister) :— Sir, I have assured the
House Several times in the meantime that we are going to
thoroughly investigate the case and depending upon the
result of the case every action will be taken by the Govern—
ment.
