Shri Hiteswa S iikia—~(Ministe )— There are five recommen-
dations. Of these five, action on only one can be taken by the
State Government, and that is about taking or giving of
dowary to women, We.can do this by putting a provision
in the Government Servants’ Conduct Rules to the effect
that those who serve under the Government of Assam, they
may be prohibited from taking or giving dowary. As regards
_the other four, they are for the Government of India to take
action.

Shri Giasuddin Ahmed —What are the other steps being
contemplated

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Minister)—No other steps. Moreover,
the Act of 1961 does not provide any police action, and not

a single case was registered either in Assam or in any other
parts of India since 1961.
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Shri Manabendra Sarma .—May I know what are the three
other recommendations of the Report ?

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Minister) : = (1) Officence under the
Dowecy Act should ne made cognizable. That has, however,
been not done uptil now.

(2) Any gift made to the bride-groom or friends in excess of
Rs. 500 should be made punishable, and.

(3) Display of gifts made at the time of or immediately after

the marriage should be made punishable. These are the three
other recommendations of the Committee.

Sir, as far as I know, we have never imposed any agricultural
income tax on the agriculturists. Bven if in some cases this
tax has been imposed, that is very mnegligibie. Sir, in this
connection it is pertinent if we refer to the history of the
Agricultural Income tax Act, It was introduced somerime in
the year 1939 when Congress Govt. was in power, and this
Act was introduced only to realise tax from the tea gardens
and not from the ordinary agriculturists. Of course, in later
years there were occassions because of high price of jute this
was sought to be introduced, but there was 2 lot of objection.
Second point is that in Assam our farmers—about 80 to 85%-
are small farmers who have got less than 15 bighas of land,
8o there should not be any apprehension that they will be tou-
ched by this Agricultural Income Tax Act. Therefore, there
should not be any apprehension that this Agricultural Jncon,e
Tax will act as a dis-incentive to our agricultural production.

In respect of Agricultural Income Tax, there is no guaraniee
about these agriculturists, small farmers, whose income from
agriculture will be above Rs. 5000/-will not te coverd this
Act. This finance bill is based on the Assam Aricultural
Income Tax Act 1939 and the Agricuituial Income Tax is
defined in that Act. Income derived from the land used for
agricultural purposes and assesed to lacd revenue in Assam
was subijected to local rates and assesed and collectcd by
the Officers as the local tax as specified by the Assam
Finance Act for the total agricultural income of the previ-
ous year. The rate is fixed by the Govt. for agricultural
purpose, If a cultivator produce one crop, he is asked to
produce 2 or more crops and in that case suppose if a cul-
tivator has 10 bighas of land and if his income is Rs. 5000/-or
more in that case his income will assesed. There is no
guarantee that he will not be assesed. 8o all these agricui-
turists whose income to Rs. 5000/-, he is to give the Annual
Return and if he does not submit the return, he will be
penalised for this. My apprehension is that the small
agriculturists will be assesed not to-day but there is no
guarantee that he will not be assesed in the next year,
Before concluding my speech, I want to draw the attention
of the Finance Minisiter to the observations of the Compirg-
iler and Auditor General of India for the year 1973-74,

It has been mentioned that two cases of realisation of agri-
cultural income tax ameunting to Rs. 0.32 lakh registered in
(972-73 were struck off by the Bakijai Officer, Tezpur in
October, 1973 without recording any reason for the non-
realisation of the amount. I am sure that the Finance
Minister’s attestion has been drawn to this and- \hjs
