The order allotting salt to
the 29 parties was made by the Director of Supply
under his letter No. DS 25/78/31, dated 26-1-1-78 on
receipt of Government direction under letter No.
SDA 5/78 dated 24-1-78. The price of sale at
Rs. 78.00 to Rs. 89:00 per M. T. at sources as
alleged is not supported by any recerds which are
available, rather the reports available show bhaﬁ
the pricesof salt at the sources were around
