About 240 metre of river bank
near Kalibiri was also revoted during the same year. The
works of these speirs and revotments have also besn completed.

During the year 1976-77 construction of tWwo numbers
of impermeable bould:r speirs was taken up on the right
bank of the Kusiyara opposite to Karimganj town due to
which some areas of the town have been adversety effected.

One more impermeable speir has also been constructed
during tbis year in addition to those constructed in 1976-77.

The speirs constructed at Karimganj are submerged
permeable timber speir which were basically designed for
induring silt only, thereby forming a regular bank slope.
Since these are submerged permeable timbers ‘speirs, the
question of deflecting the flow of river does not arise.

In order to provide pecessary protective measures in the
effected areas of Karimganj town, an estimate amounting
to Rs. 50.00 lakh has been prepared by the Flood Control
Deptt. which is under examination by the Govt. of India.

In the meantime, the Govt. of India. have agreed to
provide loan assistance for execution of these work and

have released the first instalment amounting to Rs 20.00
lakh.

Advance action for collection of boulders required for
this work has also been taken and the Executive Engineer

Karimganj has been asked to go ahead with the collection
of boulders.

Bank erosion in Bakharsal Mouza has bee

_ n  taking
place prior to 1973-74. Three numbers of timber s

peior were
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constructed in the effected reach in the year 1973-74 at
a cost of Rs. 4,500.00. These speirs have also bzen repaired
in March 1978.

The embankment under the scheme “Construction of
embankment cum-road along the left bank of Kushiyara
from Kachua Confluence to Karimgapj Protects this area
from floods. One Pucca Mosque on the river ride hus part-
ially been ercded. The Idagh tant and gravey and within ths
Mosque compound has also been effected by erosion.

This situation is under observation at present.

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I agree that there might be certain situation under which

extension of time may be absolute'y necessary, as f.r example
under natural calamities, floods and other things may dev:zlop
for which holding of the election may not bs p ssible.
Under such circumstances extension may be permissible to
a certain limit and for a specified period extension may
be allowed. But what is this acrrangement, it h2s not been
catagorically mentioned here. It is not explained what sort
of alternative arrangemem is going to be made by the Gov: T ti-
ment.

As it appears, extenqon would be given ; as thre previous
Government has done, extension would be given to the
Panchayats, which are in favour of the Ruling Party, and
alternative arrangement would be made for those which are
not in favour of the Ruling party. That apprehension is
absolutely justified. Sir, these Penchayzts and other local
self bodies are necessary in an welfare State like ours as
the main principle is the decentralisation of power. Without
decentralisation of power, various develo; mental - activities
at different levels may not be possible ; that . is why,
the principle of decentralisation of powzsr has been accepted.
But I am sorry to say that it is the babit of ths Purty

local self government in their grip. We have seen this in
the field of Municipal administration and ia Panchayats also
In the. principal Act, the mischief had already been dome,
and this is the second mischief thatis being done by the
present government. In sec-136 of the principal Act, there
is similar provision quite similar and almost the same thing
The clause of ‘alternative arrangement is there ; most un-
democratic provision has been made in the principal Act, and
another undemocratic provision is being made by this

s
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amendment. Sir, sec-136 was a weapom created by the Congress
Gove'nment for killing democracy, and now this is another
weapon manufactursd by the Janita Government ; both are
the same thing. Sit, may be permitted to read sec-136 of
the Principal Act. It says “if for any reason, there is
deadlock in the functioning of Gaon Panchayat or Mahakuma
Parish-d, the Srate Government may dissolve the Gaon
Panchayat or the Mahakuma Parishad as the case may be and
may maike an alternative arrangement as the deem necessary
for tae working of the Gaon Panchayat or the Mahakuma
Parishad concerned till is reconstituted in the manner
prescribed under this Act”.

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I again draw the attention of the House to the statement
of objects and reasons. There it is stated that the Gowt.
want to have the provision of synchronisation so that election
of the Gaon Panchayats and Mahakuma Parishad can be
help at the sawe time. How this synchronisation is going
to. be effected ? AsI have pointed out that at a particular
point of time the term of the panchayats should terminate.
Now as I have already said, the term of most of the Gaon
Panchavats may have terminated. If so, under what section
syncbronisation will be effected in their cases ? The answer
to this has not come. You have suggested the Ist of May,
the bill to be effective from. But no answer has come from
the Govermment as to how you are going to effect
synchronisation. There is no provision in the bill, They
say ‘we are going to have the synchronisation by extending
the time by 3 months, and then again 3 months and lastly
upto one year, Now they have agreed to extend the time
up to 9 months. I presume, unless there is any explanation
to the contrary the term ‘synchronisation’ cannot be applied
to most of the Gaon Panchayats the terms of which have
already expired. But there may be some Gaon Panchayats
in whose case due to mid-term election the term will expire
later and their terms will have to be cut short for the
sake of synchronisation. Therefore, there is no law and
provision how this synchronisation will be effected except
by extension of time whenever required or curtailment of
the existing terms. Therefore, I find nothing here to provide
for synchronisation unless it is meant to effect it by extending
the term as and when occasion arises.

Next thing Sir, if the term has already expired, and |
suspect the term of the Gaon Panchayat has expired by
the 30th April why no answer came ? What is the
difficulty in giving the answer ? If the term has expired
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what arrzngement and urder what law Govt. are carrying
the functions of the Gaon Panchayats and Mahkuma
Parishads, because in the exisiing Act there is no provision

for extension. Even if the act is passed and even if it takes .

‘effect from first May how can the Mahkuma Parishads or
‘Ga~n Panchayats ean function when their terms have already

‘expired. Eithor they will ‘be functioning under the existing,

term if in force or they are dead. If they are fuactioning,
how they are functioning ? There are many functions of
the Gaon Panchayat and Mahkuma Parishads to serve public
interest. Some Gaon Panchayats are ‘it has been alleged’
selling Hats and Bazars. What is the aﬁthority appointed
by the Goversmert to look into these affairs and perform
these functions— some of which may be of fiscal nature.
Whatever has been done in the period between Ist May
and the duté on which Act. comss into force the legal
‘question is- whether these funciions will be regularised by
ihis amendment Act when in force. Sir, whenever we make
an Act or amend an Actit becomes necessary to validate
all things dore under the original Act by providing for
-saviog clzuse. In the Priocipal Act, 1973 which replaced
the previous Act here is a savings clause. Section 15% of
the Principal Act reads: “Oaand from the date on which
this Act comes into force the Assam Panchayat Act, 1959
“(Assam Act XXIV of 1959) shall be deemed to be repealed.
The Gaon Panchaya's, Anchalik Panchayats and Mahkuma
Parishads existing immediately before the commencement
of this ‘Act shall cease to exist. Provided that ete.” The

provision of sub-clauses (a) to (b).are the validating provision
or saving clause. '

Mr. Speaker :— These s=ctions are not amended. -
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Shri Md Umaruddin :— The question is whether 1the Gaon

Panchayats are defunct or they are functioning. There are

some works and functions which cannot remain unattended
to. During this period some actions have been taken and

it is also alleged that some hats and bazars have been sold.

How the Government will cover or regularise these acts ?
It vill be absolutely illegal to ignore this situation. There-

fore, I maintain that this bil} is defective in = principal.

Synchronising business is there. The intention of Synchronis-

ing would have been welcome by a separate provision saying

that the ‘term shall be deemedl to have expired. Therefore, .
my point is that this bill is rather anomalous. Tre refusal

to dispense with the provision of alternative arrangement

has now confirmed the suspicision that it will be used for
political purposss.

the old Mahkuma Parishad shall stand  discolvéd’.
So, the old Act is there and this provision is thzre. Now, ‘as
some of the Mabkuma Parishads and Gaon Panchayars. their
term is going to expire in the moath of May we have made this
law appplicable in clause 3 of Section I that ‘It shall be deemed
to bave come into force on the Ist day of May, 1978" Thercby
this timing clause will validate any action of the old Pan-
chayats. So, we are going to extend the term from the
Ist. of May till it is dissolved,
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Then Sir, on synchroaisationr as the hon’ble member has

stated, how can it b2 synchronised help. Tae provision of

ths Section 3 reads as follows “‘that the term of a Mahkuma
Parishad which is constituted after th: constitution of other
Mahkuma Parishads in a regular election, shall expire wita the
expiration of 4 year term of ths other Mahkuunna Pacisa:ds
irrespsC ive of the fact that the former has not conpleted
4 yezr term. So with the help of this proviso those Panchayats
which have not completed 4 year term. will be considered
to have completed 4 year term So. there will bz no
difficulty in syachronising all the Gaon Paachayats and the
Mahkuma Parishads at a time. :
Skri Md. Umaruddin : Sir, my point is what will be the
solution, because something must have been donz by some
agencies, which are now in position— it may be some sort
of body or the existing Gaoa Panchayat. In what psition
they will be there during the period at the present moment
from the date of expiry of the terms up to the date
tbe Act comes into force. During the interim psriod s)me
functions must have been performed when these bodies had
no legal status. How can such obviously irregular actions
can be regularised under the provision of this Bill whea
there appears to be no saving clause on that behalf.

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» Shri Fakrul Islam :— Sir, I want to make a few observa-
tions and I will be short so that I do not take much of
the valuable time of the House, at the fag end of the day.
I would like to put forward my observations in the following
way : The STATTED has been entrusted with the work of
wholesale trade which is a  creation of the Congress Govt.
which has resulted into a total loss of Rs. 1 crore. We
have to-day reached to almost starvation level and even then
we are to pay this Rs. 1 crore. Sir, my suggestion would be
that there should bz an elemant of executive accountability in
all such public unbertakings, whether in the Co-operative
sector or in other Sector. In Russia, I have known as a
student of economic planning accouutablllty is being under- -
taken gradually in all spheres of Govt, activities. Because

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the officers who are entrusted with such works are only
interested to get their pay and allowances only ignoring
the interest of the organisation and therefore, to bring
them to book such an action has besen initiated. We are
here exhausting our resources but yiclding no benefit. In
our budget we have voted crores of rupees for the co-
operative sector and if account is taken for the last 5
years, it will be seen that hundreds and lakhs of rupees’
have been spent, but no audit was done. I understand
the audit and accounts staff is inadequate to cope with -
the works and for that, for years together no audit was
done. There are many Co-operatives where no audit was
done for the last 5 years.- Therefore, in this way the
resources of the State should not be thrown into the
drains without any check by the authority. Sir, to stabilise
the prices of food grains and essential commodities the
business organisation may be set ‘up. but it should be
made a point that the persons entrusted with these works
sbould be .accountable to the Govt. and to the public for
their mloJ ceds. :

The persons who are entrusted with the job, they must
be accountable for the loss of public money. Audit should
be made compul-ory so that every year the :ccounts of
the persons concerned are wsudited so.that people’s money
does not go to the drain and we the tax payers are
not over-burdened with the loss of money. With these
words 1 concludde my speech.
